Crowds Atend the Opening Services
qnd Pollow the Fat Man
Aronnd toe Circle,

The mornlng sesslon of thefirst day of
the Maoody revival convention was held
yesterday morning In the Baptist church
veitry, oorner Fifteanth and Davenport.
The room, one of falr oapacity, wan
filled to overflowing with a congregation
which was hardly componed of the Ideal
rovival elements. It waamade up almost
entlrely of staid charch-golng people,
and the unconye rted were very mengrely
represented. Some, too, It may be sup-
potod, worson hand merely to see the man
who can posesuccess fally as s curlosity for
thote who have no eye or ear for hias
powers as an evangelicsl mlieslonary pro.
olniming the eternal truths, The andienoe,
taken as & whole, was an laterested one,
thongh for the roasons suggested,
there was no great manifesiation of re-
llgions power,

The preliminary meeting wny opened
with prayer by Rev, A. F. Sherrill,

Rev. Thomas L, Sexton, of Seward,
gave n scripture reading, selecling part of
the first and second chapters of Acts.
Rev. E, B, Grabam followed him in an
oarnest and Interestlng fifteen minutes’
address on the nature and work of the
Holy Spirit,

Prof, Towner and wife, the sweet slog-
ers who chant in anthem the goapel
truths expounded by the evangelist, then
appeared and condnoted the song servioe,
which filled in the Intervening time up to
11 o'clock. Several gospel songs were
sung by Mr. and Mrs, Towner with very
fine effect.

He took up the
old and new te:taments and directed his
remarks toward proving that both were
inspired and that one part cannot be left
ool without damaging the effect of the
other, He took up the portions of serip-
ture, especially In the old testament,
which there iaa tendency toreject, suchas
the story of the flood, the destruction of
Sodom, ele,, and explained that on each
one of thess atories «f o!d testament lore,
Churist had founded a speclfic point of
doctrine, and consequently, not without
rejecting the truth of the one, could
falth in the other be abandoned.

In,the second partof his discourse, Mr.
Mouay urged that the premching of the
Amerlean pulpit must be made more ex-
nository, to reach alhlgher development cf
effectivenese.

Before Upited States Commissloner
Anderson yerterday Leeder & McDon-
ald, proprietcrs of the saloon on the cor-
ner of Fourteenth and Douglss, were
arralgned, on complalnt of Distriot
United Statea Attorney Anderson, for
selling liqaor withont having previous'y
obtained, In proper procese, the special
United States tax of 256 in addition to
the regular tax necessary under the pro-
vislons of the Slocumb law, Xdward
Leeder testified in his own behalf that
he, In company with MeDonald, had
boaght out the salconof Jacob Villebois,
now In the insane asylum, and had sup-
posed that the new finn could ure until
the end of the fiscal year of 1885, the
United States special liconse taken out
by Villebols, He had been ®o informed,
he sald, by a United States revenus
lticer, William Hynee, and consequently
had not taken cut a new license. At-
torney Lambertson showed, however,
that the revenue department at Wash-
ington, acting by advice of the eupreme
court, had raled that with a dlssclution
of the original firm, a special Heense ex-
pired, und Messre. Leeder & McDonald
were boand over to the next term of the
United States court, in the sam of $200.
Both were relensed on their personal
recognizance,
