Wasminaton, March 10 ~The president
expressed his views upon tha Indian uestion
to-day, He gave an interview to Red Cloud,
wh) was accompanied by hin interpreter, Todd
Raudall, and by Dr. DBland, editor of the
Counsil Fire. Red Oloud’s chiel objest wia
to démand a new agent. He made grievous
camplainta of the present sgent, MoGilli-
enddy. He asid that he had wronged the Tao-
dians, and that they wished n change, The
president said that his complaints should re-
caive attention, and that he would sce that
Red Cloud had an agent who would help the
Indians in their effort to become civilizad.

Asto thoe general Indian queation, the
sresident stated that he was not as well in-

ormed ne he desired to be, but that he in

tended to make it the general policy of his
saministzation to civilize the Indiane, to give
them their lands in saveralty, and to ulti-
mat:ly make them citizens, ile did not be-
lieve that they are at prosent far enough sd-
vanced to be made citizens. It was evident
from the conversation that the president’s
cholee for Indisn commissioner now lies be-
tween ex-Congressman Atkine, of Tannessee,
nud Col Moueydenny, who was Indisn com-
missioner under P.l‘l'lil'i!ﬂt Pierce. The pres-
ident asked one qguestion of a friend flfl
Moneypanoy's.

THE PRESIDENT ASKERD TO DEFINE THRIR
BTATUS.

Smith of
Bloomington, IlL, the colored independent,
visited the president to-day, nccompanied by
Bishop Oberly, Mr. Smith called to pay his

the south, where the vote would not always
be along the color line He said that the
time had come when he thougnt it poesible
that all political distinetions between the
white and colored men as such should be
abandoned, and he hoped that his adminia-
tration would contribute to that end.
COLORED HEPPBLICAN OFFIOEHOLDERS
THEIN PUSSIBLE SUCCESSORS,

There ars four prominent republican colored
men in offico—Bruce, reglster of the treasury;
D suglass, recorder of deeds in this district;
Langston, mioister to Hayti; and Smith, min-
ister to Liberia, There are two prominent
democratic colored men—Pster Clark, of Cin-
cinnati, and Matthews of the Albany Pha-
lanx, Albany, and well known to the prosi
