Twenty centuries ago last Christmas thers
was born in Attics, near Athens, the father
of oratory, the greateat orator of whom hise
tory haa told us, His name was Demosthenes,
Had he lived until this spring he would have
been 2,207 yeara old;buthe did oot live, De-
mosthenes has crossed the mysterdous river,
He has gone to that bourne whenee no travel
er roturns,

Most of you, no ldoubt, have heard about
it. On those who msy not have heard sbout
it, the nonouncement will full with a =icken.
lngi‘thud.

hin sketch is not intended to cast & gloom
over your hearts, It was designed to cheer
those who read it and make them glad they
could read,

Therefore Twould have beon glad if 1 conld
have spared them the pain which this sudden
breaking of the news of the death of Demog-
thenos will brine. But It could pot be
avoided. Weshould remember the transi-
tory natura of life, and when we sra tempted
tobosst of our health and strength and
wealth, lot us remember the sudden and early
death of Demosthenen,

Demoatbenes wus not born an orator, He
struggled hard and failed wany times, He
was homely and he stammered in his gpoech,
but before his death they came to him for
hundreds of miles Lo get him to open their
county fairs and jerk the bird of freedom
baldheaded on the Fourth of July.

When Demcsthones' father died he left
fifteen talents to ba divided batween Demos-
thenea and his smister. A talent is equal to
;l::ut £1,000, I often wish that I been

Demosthenes bad a short breath, » healtat-
iog spesch, and his manners were very un-
graceful, To remedy his stammering he
tilled lus wouth full’ of pebbles and howled
his sentiments at the avgry ses. However,
Plotarch says that Demosthenes msde o
gloomy fizzle of hie firat speech. This did
not discourage him, He finally becarns the
smoothest orator In that country, and it
was Do upcommon thing for him to fill
whe First Baptist church of Athens full
There are now sixty of hin orations extant.

fary.

\{'henholkrud io, be was gentle, mild
and quiet in his manner; but later on, carry-
ing his audience with bim, he at last became
enthusinetic, He thunderad and roared, be
whooped, he howled, be jarred the windows,
he sawed the air, he eplit the horizon) with
hin clarion nobes, he tipped over the table

kicked the lamps out of the chaudeliers sud
umashed the big base viol over the chief
fiddler's head.

Oh, Demosthenes was business when he got
startod, 1t will Lo & loog time before wo see
another off-hand spesker like Demosthenoes,
and I for one have never been the rwme man
since I hewrd of his death,

“*Such was the first of oratore,” said Lord
Brovgham. At the head of all the mighty
masters of speech, the adorstion of ages has
consecraled his place, and the loss of the
noble Instrument  with which he forged and
launched his thunders is sure to maintaio it
