The Prohibitionists Make a Sally on
the Connoll,

Yoeaterday afterncon there was a spec.
Ial meeting of the couneil called for 4
o'clock, Aldermen Mynater, Sledentopf,
Straub and Gelse were present. A
meeting of the board of hoealth was first
ealled, and a number of smallpox bills
sudited up to the county board, Asa
counell they were confronted by a num-
ber of representative cltizens who deslred
to get some action taken In regard to the
enforcement of the prohibitlon law.
There wers preeent L. W, Tulleys, A,
Overton, Dr, Montgomery, Rev. J. G.

Lemen, W. B. Mayes and othors,
and the petitlon was  presented
which had been  cireulated for

algnatures, saking that the saloons be
closed, Attorney Jacob Sims, In bohalf
ol those thus present, desires to say a
few words concerning the petitlon, but
the point was ralsed by Ald, Mynater,
who preslded, that the councll was not In
legal sosnlon, as It was a speclal meeting
and it waos learned that legal notice to be
present had not heerr served on all the
aldermen, He was in favor, however, of
listening to what was to be sald, and the
petition could be filed with the clerk, It
belng nuderstood that thealdermen would
llsten, not as & councll, but as Individ.
uals,

Ald Sledentofl was In too great a hurry
to get back to his office. He did not
want to llsten to It and then have to hoar
it all over again next Monday night,
when the councll wounld meet In regular
sesslon, and the matter could be brought
up. ‘I don’t see what we can do now,”
he eald, “‘this belng no councll meeting,
unloss wo atay juet to have a sort of
oamp-meeting.’’

After some consultatlon it wns deemed
advlsable on all sides not to present or
file the petition until next Monday even-
ing, when there would be s regular meet-
ing of the council. ;

The petltion eigned by about 400
voters Is couched In the followlng words:

‘To the Honorable W. R. Vaughan,
Mayor of Councll Bluffs:

We, the undersigned oltlzens of Coun-
cll Bluffs, Iowa, would most reapectfully
petitlon you, the Honorable Mayor of
our clty, to enforce the prohlbltory law
now so fHagrantly vlolated In our midat,
and we also roquest the clty couneil to
co-operate with yon in secoring this
object, Not only in this, but in your
avery other effort to maintain a due
observavce of the law and preserve the
peace and order of the olty, we pledge
You our most cordial support.”
