Paper is Made and How it
is Sola,

Rocheater Democrat and Chronicle,

There s & paper on the wall.
whore. The bed.room of the lowlieat
cob and the reception-room of the mil.
lHonaira's oastle are ornamented with it,
It In in all colors, all deslgns, all pat-
terns. It Is comstantly befora us, go
where we will, Itls the first thing we
sce when we awake, It hns besome so
familiar to onr syes, and so moch & part
of our llves that unleas it ba of some ox-
traordivary color or design, we do not
notlee It. We enter a dwelling or
room, and when we have departed it
would be as difficult forus to tell the
shade or the figures of the wall paper as
it would to reeall the number of the
horse-car we rode In the day befors. And
yet, who, not connected with Ita manu-
faocture, or Its sale, knows whersa and
how the paper on the wall ix made? The
query Is occasionally proponnded, *‘I
wonder where wall:paper comes from{"
But no one answera the question. 1t s
ruite evident that there 18 asnperabund:
ance of ignorance about this common
housshold decoration,

“Come with me and I will enlighten
you about wall paper,” sald a leading
merchant In the trade yeaterdsy toa
Democrat and Chronicle representative,
“'Oh, yen, the question s often asked
here In my store, where does the wall
paper come from, who makes it and how
is it made! Ttls rometimes surprising
to me that there is 8o little known about
the trade among the people. 1t Is un-
nacessary to tell you that the Indastry
has assumed enormous propertions.  In
the past tive years the manufacture has
quadrupled, nearly. The great bulk of
wall paper sold In thls country is made
In thecitles of New York and Brooklyn.
There are the Iarzest manufactures and
the most moneyinvested ic the business,
There are In thiscountry twenty-seven or
twenty-eight factorles, and the prinelpal
ones are In the cities 1 have mentioned.
Thereare two large factories In New
Brunswick, N. J., and one In Newark.
Seven or eight of these factories have
started In the past five years and the
amount of money inveated in the Indus-
try, considering the number of manu-
factories, Is eemething enormons,”

“The great bulk of paper sold Is mada
by machinery, of course?" querled the
reporter. ¢

“All excopt the finer gradea, The ma-
chinery is of the most pondrous charac-
ter. Some of these enormous presecs
print as many as twelve colors at once. A
roll of blank paper is run In atone cnd
and rars out the other end all stamped
and colored and ready to go upon the
wall, Thls machinery, of sach enorm-
ons dimenslons, is very expensiva. Only
one firm on this continent manufactures
It, and that Is Waldron & Co., of New-
ark, N..J. All of the cheap and mlddle
grades of paper are made with thesa ma.
chines. These goods are konown by the
trade as ‘machine goods,' The cheapeat
vaper now sold by the irade s called
‘trown blanke,’ 1t ls astsple artlele,
sold at 8 coenta per roll, and is to our
trade what brown sugar is to the grocer,”

““Yon stated that the finer grades of
paper were not made by machine. How
ara they made?”

“By band. Why., you have no idea
of the amount of labor that is expended
on these expenslve goods, It has become
really sn art. Here ls o paper, printed
on a velvet body, and all the flowers and
figures are put on by the old fashioned
hand lever systam. The workman will
finish abou* eighteen Inches at a time,
and then move on along the roll, jolning
his next die in with the Jast one so close-
ly that the eye can not dissover where he
left off or whers he began. Here is a
leather paper. Yes, genuine leather, I
belleve. Thess figores ara stamped with
a stecl dle by hmg, and you can see how
the tlowers etanrd out in relief. Thia
paper comes from the factory perfectly
plaln, and the figures, Itke the relief on
the Lincrusta Walton, is subjact to such
hand painting and decoration ns the cus-
tomer may fancy. Beautiful deslges, are
they not?"”

““What is the mozt expsnsive wall
paper}”

“*It is the paper known as Lelssner’s
solid relief—observe ita thickness and
welght, It is made cof some kind of
compositlon, and the fizures are pressed
through by tremendous hydraulic pres-
sure. Afier the die is cast, and while
the composliion la still pliable, the in-
dentations on the bacc ai the roll are
Lfilled with the same composition, When
the paper ls dry the figzures in rellef are
solid. No crdinary blow will make an
indentation upon one of them. Thia is
why It is called solid rellef. I will zend
adozen rolls of this up to yoor house
for 828 perroll.

“*You say the great bulk of wall paper

used is made In  thls country.
Are there mno lmported giods scld
here!”

“The demand for forelgn wall paper is
limlted. There are a faw people, how-
ever, who must have everything im-
ported, and who inslst on having wall
paper that comes from dcross the water.
This has resulted in a growlng demand
for o certain geade of English
and French pattercs, Some of
the Engllsh patterns are really hand-
some, They have soft, delieate shades,
charmingly blended, and for parlors or
chambers do admirably. I will show you
s French paper. Notlee how cold, gray
and colorless it Is; but under the gaslight
# becomes bright, (aeer taste, thoss
French, eh? Are these lmported goods
dearer than domestlc paper? Yes, a
trifle, but it is not because they are worth
more, It I the duty of 33] per cent that
makes them expensive.”

“Are the siyles in wall decorations
changing}”

“The fashion is always changing, Not
long ago, you know, there was a great
demand for Japancss figures and pat-
terns In paper, and then there were many
ladies who used to haunt the stores for
the nltra Japanest styles. Now the de-
mand is for Paersinn, Moorish, renaiisanse
and geometrical pattérns.

There
was a time whon nothing would kill a
peceary but the poisoned arrowa of the
Centrnl Amerlean Indians, but that was
before the days of Winchester riflas, A
bullst from & Winchester Ia just soarch-
Ing enoogh to find a peceary's vitals, but
the range don't want to be too long.
When a man goes ont hantlng pecearles
he doesn't trip lightly throngh the forost
and steallng upon the unsuspecting gamoe
and bring it down with his rifle, No, not
when he hunts pecearlea, 1f he dld,
nineteen seconds after he ‘fired his shot
