AN AGED COUPLE MURDERED AND THEIR DODIES

Shariff Bangs repalred to the scene of Lhe
disaster, and a jury was enpanneled to dis
cover the cause of thelr death, At ths time
of this writing (I'ridev aftervoon) they huvi
not returacd to the city with the bodies and a
varfict—although they are hourly exproted.
