It was a doslslve Dbattlo, an
put an end to hia plan of unitiog the
five Contral American ropublics nnder
one government, Upon hes-ing thencws
of the dlsaster the leglalative amembly of
Gluatemala immediately annullel tha de-
ores promulgated by Barrlos, In which ho
proclaimed the unlon and declar :d almsali
the dictator of the five republies, Ve
ventare to say that the leglslatiro was
not very enthoslastic In its sympntby
with his embltlons preject, A month's
truce hiss been declared between tiante-
mala and the allied republicas, and this lu
probably the Inst we shall hear of his
trouble. The five republics will remain
as thoy are mnow, esch with an indopend.
ent government. Had Bar:los not Deen
killed, and had he made prcgross in his
invaslon, the United Siates and Moxico
would undoubtedly have taken a hand In
the affalr and assisted the republics to
supprzss him, His final overthrow would
have been merely a question of time,
Barrlos waa no crdinaryman, He was
a half-Indian,but posecwing a lofly am®s:
tlon, he left the plantation upon which he
worked and went to the capital of (‘oat-
emala, where he sson succesded in ob-
talning asslstance which secored to him a
university education and enabled him to
become a lawyer, Hlsambitlon knew no
bounds, and conceiving the idea of be-
coming the chlef exeontlve of the naclon
he gathered around him a body ol staunch
followers, and inaogurated a revoliution,
which fina'ly resulted In hls belny made
president In 1872, His adminlstration
throughont was characterized by his en
terprising cfforts in behalf of the intor-
ests of the common people. He estab-
lished echoole, built rallroads and tele-
graps, and made many other public im-
provements, Having rlsen from the hom.
blest walks of life to the presldency of
the republlc of Guatema'a by his own ef-
forts, and having maintained hlmself in
his high position, and accomplished a0
much good for his people, he wais regarded
by them as 8 man of destiny. It waas
claimed that his scheme of confederation
was an honeat ctfort in the interest of the
five Contral America republies. If, in-
stead of proceeding In an arbltrary, and
dictatoris]l manner to accomplish this ob.
joot he had submlitted his plan to the

leglalatures of the different republics and
employed shrowd pcliticians In his intcr-

ost his scheme might have been adopted
by a vote of the repnblies, and he might
have beon elected president of the con-
federation, But Barcios bad not the pa-
tlence and cunning diplomacy of a poli-
tician. He was a revolution!st, and a
bold dash over the country to make the
republics submit by force was more In ac-
cotdance with his disponition. His death
upon the battlefield was a fit ending to
hls career which began with a revolution,
and was sustained throvghout by a mlli.
tary spirit whose ambitions could not be
confined to the boundarles of Gaulemals.
