A Ber reporter had a conversation
yoaterday with several gentlemen, mem-
bars of the Stock Growera' Assoclation
that will formally open In Cheyenne
to.day.

It appears that the meectiog will look
into and conalder the general principles
and fssuens presented, connected with the
Immense importance of the stock-ralsing
Industry, and more particularly the prep-
aratlon and arrangements for the round-
ups, such as selecting leaders and ofticers
for the comlng “‘cow campalgn.”

The Hon. Joseph M. Cary, late U. B,
judge of Wyomlng terrltory and now
delegate to oovgress, ls the president,
and Thomas Sturgls the secretary of the
assoclation, Tha scope of country em-
braced In the deliberations of these

stockmen extends from the exireme
enatern cattle-range section of Nebraska
to a pelnt in Idaha some distance weat-
ward and from a portlon of Montana
and Dakota southward through Wyoming

In reply to the direct questlon, one of
the gentlemen stated that the complalnts,
which have galned wide publication in re-
gard to the action, or statements mora
properly, of Secretary Sturgls, are per-
hapa ill-founded.

wa d should be ralsed 20 per cent. and
this was the addition I advocated. **Tax-
pa'znn" leave It to be inforred that a
ralse was made on all the wards,
This the councll cannot do as
the law expressly provides that
the beard of equallzation shall not *‘in-
crease the aggrogate valuation of all the
townships, precincts or distriots except
in such an amount as may be actually
nece:sary and incidental to a proper and
juat eqalizatlon,”
This action was taken In pursuance of
law, after a careful Investigation lasting
five days, dorlng which time but ona
raon objeoted to the increase. Many

seesment roll were interrogated upon this

polnt, and all save one declared most em-
phatically that the First ward was as-
essed too low, and in the light of this
testimony the Increase was wada.
