The Metheds Bmployed by Cupid in the
Land of the Shah,

The Marriage Broker's Work—A Le-
gal Ceremony Where the Bride
Hidden Behind a Vell,

Yove ot first sight ia unusoal In s
country whoere the women are habitually
velled and a glimpse even of a lady's face
is sldom to be got save by strategom or
by what is comsidered unmodest—the
ralsing of the corner of her vell by the
lady herself. Shrouded as she la from
head to foot in an immenss sheet of blue
two yards equare, n yet fotther preoau-
tlon must be taken, Over all thisls
placed a ruh-band or veil,—mno transpar.
ent and {limsy devlce, I8 our own lace
“fall” or the thin and ganzy yashmak of
the Tarkish belle, serviceablo alilke t9
teiumphant snd fading beauty. The
ruli-band Is a plece of white calleo or
cambrlo, & yard long, which hangs down
like a long mask in front of the Persian
woman's face when olad in  her hideous
and purposely unbecoming outdoor cos:
tumo, which costame, sad to say, Is an
impenetrable disguire. In it all women
areallke. An spertura four inches long
running teaversely across the eyes enables
the Perslan lady to meo her way and a
little mora, For even this aperture is
covered by elaborate sud curious em-
broldery, between the threads df which
she can only peep, But the Porslan belle
will yet find & way of rewarding an ad-
mirer with a glance, and thus the mar-
riages so carciully brought about by par-
ents and relatives are not Infrequently
the result of predilections alyly mani-
fosted. The outdoor dress, belng a dis-
gulse, cuta both ways, and the intrigu-
ante amuses herself with impunity.
Certaln marrlsges take place because,
In the eyes of Orientals, they are natural
onen, such as the union of first ecousins,
The children have been like brother and
pistar from the cradle, and they are mar-
rled s & matter of course; it is their fate,
and they snbmlit to It. Bat outside thess
marriages of custom, and far more numer-
oua than the marrlages of predilection to
which we have referred, are the mar-
riages usually arrsnged by ‘“‘brokors.”
These brokers are old women, who al-
ways keep themselves In a posltion to
quote the state of the marrlage market,
which fluctuates. In hard times even
glrls of good appearance are compara-
tively a drog. In times of plenty they
“‘rule firm,”

THE MARRIAGE-BROKER,

The marclage-broker is ever a welcome
guest whore there are daughters to marry,
and also In houses where the sons wish
to find a suitable bride. The young peo-
ple are no’ consulted by the broker. She
deals with the parents, and generally
with the mothers. Crafty as a horse-
dealer, the runs glibly over the warloua
advantages, mental, physical and pecu-
niary, of her clientele of both sexes. So-:
and-go ls a steady qulet man. Suvcha
ong has brilllant prospects—has (impor-
tant conslderation) no other wife, As
for Yusof, how good-looking he
ja! And Hassau, no man was ever so
good-tempered. Of the other mex she
sings the pralses no less. The skill of
Bobe as a housskesper, the wealth of the
ngly daughtor of the banker, the dan-
gerous chsrms of the . portlonless
Zuleakha she can never say too much
about. Her maln business is i5 bargaln
for the sum to pe pald to the father or
his danghtee's band; s eam which |s us-
ually expended by that father in pots
and pans (all of copper) and othar
utensils, which he presents to his child
ag her separate property. The detalls
belng settled after much haggling, the
young peopla are engsged, and the mar.
rlage-broker gets her commlamsion both
from the parents of tha brldegroom and
those of the bride-clect. Among the
pior and lsborlng clatses the bargain ia
arranged on other grounds. The poasant
takes & wifo for her thews and sinews,
or her skill at weaving carpets or making
cheese; while the bridegroom ls or ls not
eligible, ascording as he may be capable
of hard work, or may hold some mmall
cflice, cr have a bit of land ora shop,
Here the marriage-broker Is generally
sn amstenr, who conduets the negotla-
tlons purely from that love of match-
making which Is such & blessing to the
world.

The adk, or marriage contract, fs slm-
ply & legal form; but it is marrisge, and
not betrothal. A few {rlends are ivvited;
the bride, perhaps a child of ton, 1s seat-
od in o room with her parents and rela-
tlone; over the door hangs the usual cur-
taln, Or, if the ceremony takes place
in one room or the open alr, the women
are all vellad, At the other slde of the
curtain, in an outer room or in the open
alr, are the male guests; and here equats
the moellah or prieat of the quarter, who
now drones out In a monotonous volce
the marrisge contract, which has been
previously drawn out by him, “It ia
agreed between Hassan the draper, who
is vakeel (sgent) for Housseln, the son of
the baker, that he, Housacin, hereby
acknowledges the reoelpt of the portion
of Nlssa, the davghter of Achmet the
geocer.” Here follows the llst of the
property of the bride In lands, moneys,
houses, eattle, dreeses, furnlture, car-
pets, pots, pans, and so on. Alwaysa
copy of the Koran and a certaln wafght.
of sewing allk are mentloned, This de-
talled acoount of her property, constl-
tuting the woman’s peparate estate, her
husband merely holds in trust during
thelr cohabltation, At death or dlvorce
it goes back again 10 herself or helrs,

THE WIFE'S BEPARATE ESTATH,

And it s this mehr or seperate estate
that renders secure the otherwise precar-
fous position of the esstern wife ln a
polygamous oounlm, for the varlons

And, theoret-
foally, as yet they have never seen ench
other's faces, But really Housseln haa
bad many a glimpae of the fair Nisaa; her
mother haa often allowed him to ree her
ohild from behind a curtaln or a eupbosrd
door, All this in underastood. And the
young people are now logally mareled.
The wedding, aa distinet from the espon-
saln, may take place tha samo svening,
in a week, a month, or not for years, ac-
cording to tha age, rank or citoumstances
of the bride and bridegroom. Men and
women fonst separately, and after many
waterpipes have been smoked, many
pounds of sweetmeats oconsumed and a
plentiful banquet has been disposed of
the guests meparate. All promise to be
prement at the actual wetldlng, No musio,
no rejoleings—nothing but what wo have
described is meen at the ceremony we
have detailed.

RIVALING DICKEN'S DUTCHMAN.

—_——

A Colorado Convict Who Can Tralh-
fally be Called Sueh,

He Spends His Life in Prison Beosuse
He Likes it —Released From
Prison One Day and in
Jall the Next,

Charles Langhelmer, who waa for over
forty yeara an inmate of Cherry Hill
prlson In Philadelphla, and duoring his
Imprisonment was made famous by
Chatles Dlokens in his ‘'* American
Notes,"” In many rospects has his connter-
part In the porson of “*Doc” Vanacoy,
until a few days ago a conviet In the Col-
orndo penitentiary. Langhelmer's cell
waa always left vacant during his dls.
oharge, for It wns only a question of time
when tho old man, in later years known
as “‘Dickens’ Datehman,” would agaln be
sentenced to another term of lmprison-
ment, Vanscoy on last Friday finished
sorving ont a throe years' term In the
penitentlary at Canon City for the erlme
of horse steallng In Park county. Next
day after his release he was again at his
old trade of stealing In Pueblo, where he
had immediately gone after leaving the
prison, and now Vanscoy is confined In
jall at Pueblo awaiting trial on the
charge.

Vanscoy isa man about fifty years of
aga and ﬂau for seventean years been
confined In the penitentiaries of vatious
states. Hdis halr has become gray, but
he shows no other slgns that his prison
life has been detrlmental to his welfare.
He in & man of unusually large propor:
tione. He hsa the form of an alderman
in prosperlty, and strides his cell and the
prison walks with as much dignity as a
banker behind his connter. He is jovial,
keeps woll informed by reading the news-
papers and is a man universally known
in the prison. He says he getsinto
prison becaume he likes it better than
“roughing It"' on the outslde.

He haseerved sentences at Sing Sing,
New York, Oolumbus, Ohlo, Jackson,
Michigan, and at a half dozen other
penitentiaries. Horse steallng ls his
principal mania, and llke Charles Lang-
helmer, “Dickens’ Datohman,” he 1s no
sooner released than he 18  im-
prisoned on a similar offense, 1tis
natural for him tosteal. With bim it is
& kind of mania, The experlence of
seventeen years in various state prisons,
haas not in the least quieted hls klepto-
maniac tendences,

CRIMES ACROSS TRE CONTINENT,

Vansocoy was born in the state of New
York, and durlng the early part of his
life was engaged in business, What hia
firat offense was lanot known, but since
that fall he has never been out of prison
any length of time, The only care he
soems to take Is to gee that his term of
sentence Is not too long.

His firat confinement was at Sing Sing
and slnce that time he has been confined
In the penitentiaries of wvarious middle
and western states. He wan born a thief
and will die a thlef. He takes a pride
in relating his experience Inthe peniten-
tlarles of the different stases, detalling
the different kinds ¢if punishments used
In refractory cases,and giving his opinion
aa to which was the most efficacious,

Vanecoy was dlscharged from the
Canon Clty penitentlary by Warden Hoyt
on the 20th inst.  The term of his sen-
tence, unier the good behavlor provision
would have expired March 1, but owlng
to lll-conduct he has forty-two extra days
to serve. He repeatedly sent notes to
Warden Hoyt to the effect that his time
was out, and asked to boe discharged.

He asked for a new pair of boots, and
made varlous appesals for those necessar-
fes which are usually given a convlet
when leaving the penlitentlary, but the
warden steadily refosed.

APPEAL AT LAST GRANTED,

Recently as Warden Hoyt was walking
over the ground, accompanied by Sheritf
Sweeney, of Larimer county, Vanscoy
raised his finger, which eignal meant that
he deslred to spoak, The warden, sus-
mising the purpoee of the proposed con-
yeraatlin, told him to get his coat and go
to his cell, as he intended to discharge

him, thereby roturnlng to him
twenty-two doys  of his  good
tlme. Vanscoy, much elated, left his

work, and In the evening appeared before
the warden in hls new salt of clothes, the
prison garb havlnE been thrown aside.
Warden Hoyt gave him the $10 allow-
ance which every dischnrged prisoner re-
colves. Vanecoy stood hesitatingly in
the warden's presence, and then ex-
clalmed:

“The lst of March makes the seven-
teenth year I have spent in varloas peni-
tentiaries, and warden,” continned Vaus-
coy, “'I have but one favor to ask.”
““What is it!” was the Interrcgatory
reply of Warden Hoyt,

“After I had finlshed my first term at
Siog Sing, I concluded to make a tour
of the penitentlaries. 1 mosnaged to get
Into nearly all the leadiog ones east and
then resolved on a trip west. Igot
throngh Joliet and was arrested
in Kanpsas for steallng a horse, Buot
there fate was agalnet me, Thed—
jury hungnnd the only thing left for me
to do was to come to Colorado. Now,
Warden, I am goiog to Utab, and you
will confer a great favor If yon will give
a rocommendation to the warden of the
penitentisry of Utah terrltory.”

The discharged convict knew that he
would soon be incarcerated in the penl-
tary sgain, and as he alwayas tried to
avold s second offenste in the same state,
his next intended reglon was Utah., The
recommendatien would have been of no
avall, for although dlscharged March
20th, a day Iater he was arrested at
Pueblo for the crime of larceny, and will
doubtless recelve & new sentence,

COMPLIMENTING THE WARDEN,

Belng of s refeactory dispositlon, it re-
cently became neceseary to inflict on
Vanscoy some of the more mevere ruoles
ot prison life, He suggested to Warden
Hoyt thst his penaltles were not eevere
enough, and would recount how thady
drowned prisoners at Blnlg Sing, pad-
dled them at Jackson and placed them In
tubs of water st Columbus, Ohio, and
thon turned on an elertrlo battery. Re.
cently Warden Hoyt made use of a new
scheme to punish prisoners, and found it
necestary to make Vanscoy one of the
vlotims, About two weeks later the
warden, on meeting Vanecoy, the latter
said:

“Warden, 1 want to speak toyou s
moment."”

A Point About Lead,
Dlepstches from FEuarope, which are

confirmed by statements from msnuofac-
turing centers in the Esstern States,

show that from one eause and amother
many heavy orders for cartrldges have
been and are to be placed by forelgn na-
tions with Amerioan firme.

It may be of Interest to some to know
how It Is that, with a tarlil tax of two
cents & pound on lead, Amarioan mana-
facturers ean make cartrldgos and ship
them to all parts of the world at figures
for which they cannot be sold here. The
duty on lead was imposed for the pur-
poss of entlehing a few producers of that
metal at the expeess of all the people. It
sells ordinarily {n the east for a lttle loas
than foreign lead with the duty added,
or just enough cheaper to keep forelgn
lead out. When It 1s to be manufactured
for export, however, forelgn bought lead
comes In daty free by means of a draw-
back at the Custom houses, In this way
wo have by law so arranged mattors that
eartridges to be sold to Americans are
taxed bot oartridges to bo sold to some
foreln patlon which may take a nation to
kill Amerlesns with them are not
taxed.

We have practical frae trade In lead by
moans of the Custom house draw-backs,
except that no Amerioan gots the benefit
of it, Every pound of lead manufactured
for sale In this country pays some publie
robber two conta,
