The fall of 1803 found the division of
Gen, G, M. Dodge, which Incladed our
reglment, located at Palaski, Tenn., sev-
enty-five miles south of Nashville, after a
hard march of a week or ten days from
Lagrange, Tenn., to which polnt we had
gone two months previonaly, from Cor-
inth, It wasa tough tramp to me Indl-
vidunlly, an 1 had started ont wearing a
paic of new boots made to order and fit-
ting like a glove, instead of the broad-
goled army shosa so admirably adapted to
Infantry servics.

an excellent soldler and a favorite
with his comrades, but in April 1804,
the procesdings of the court were return.

reduced to the ranks In 18082), taken
into Polaaki and hung on the gallows on
which young Davla was exeouted a fow
months praviously, and which had been
left standing.

December 224, 1863, a large propor-
tion of our reglment re-enllsted for an-
other term of three years, or during the
war, and come north of & farlongh, re-
turnlng to Palaskl In February, 1844,
and on the 28th of April we started to
Ohattanooga to joln thearmy then or
ganieing there for the Atlants campalgn.
Wa belonged to the second division of
the sixteenth corps, only one other divis.
ion of our corps, the fourth, being In

that dopartment. We were soon after
seslgned to  the [Fifteenth corps,
commanded by Logan. Sher-
man's arm at that fime was

composed of theso two divislons of the
Sixteenth corps, commanded by Dodge;
the Fifteenth, by Logan; the Seven-
teenth, by Blalr, forming the army of
the Tennessee, under the command of
McPherson; the Fourth Fourtesnth and
Twentleth oorps, forming the army of
the Camberland, commanded by Thomas
and the Twenty-third corps, the army oi
the Ohlo, under the cemmand of Scho-
field.
The confederates wera then strongly

ENTRENCHED AT DALTON

Greorgls, and commanded by Gen. Joe E,
Johnston, and the first movement of
Shorman's was to send McPheraon off to
the right and rear of Dalton through
Snake Creek Gap, a plan which was =0
anccensfully mrrfad ont that the strong
fortifioations of Johnston's army were
rendered useless and the oconfederates
foroed to fall back and take up another
osltion. Thus the campaign prooeeded
or two monthas, flanklng by Sherman on
the right and then the loft, by rapld
marches and a forced enacumation of
heavy lines of fortifioatlons and com-
manding poaltions, with but llttle loss to
elther slde.

A fally equipped infantry soldier bears
a oondderlblelioad, and on a hot day it
Is very oppressive. His clothesa are
woolen, and the dark color draws the
heat. He ocarries s musket, canteen of
water, cartridge box with forty rounds of
ammunition, havarsack with from one to
five days' rations, koapsack with change
of underclothing, writing materials, etc:
bayonet, blanket, half of a dog tent,
rubber blanket, Lin can to boil hia coffee
in, and, occaslonally, he carrles alsca
frying-pan. This, however, was only the
case with the more provident ones, When
we firat atruck the p'ne woods of Georgia
we found some difficulty in cooking. A
soldier would pound his coffee In his tin
can, using his musket barrel as a peatle,
pour in water from his cantesn and place
the can over a fow Innccent-luoking pltch
pine sticks, touch a match to them and
turn aside to eome other daty. Instant-
ly almost the pine 1s all ablaze and the
can is shrouded In = roaring five feet
high, and the wsoldier is fortunate If his
coffoe boller is ot melted down before
he can rescue it,

Twolve miles was consldered a day's
march, but was frequently exceeded, and
we have marched thirty-four miles be-
tween camps. When on a long tramp it
wasan aggravation to the Infantry men
to see

frash from the north and attached to
some general’s staff dash by en a horse,
and it was thelr custom to yell out, choeer-
fally, “Grab a root!" or ‘““Jump eff]
jump off!”" or **Cut the lines {f yon can't
hold yoor horse!” If he was fitted ount
with the tremendous cavaliy bootas which
many of them affected, the boys would
glng ont, **Come up out of thoee boots;
we kvow you're there, for we see your
ears!” Or in case his pride sought ex-
praseion in & showy hat with much brass
and feather adornment, it would bs
“‘Come down out of that hat; we know
you're there, for we see your foeot,”

On the Atlanta campalgn Gen, Mec-
Pherson added to his populsrity with his
command by never compelling the sol-
diers to atandon the rcad to allow him.
self and staff to pace back and forthalong
the line «f march, but always skirted the
rcad  himself, dodging through the
woods, dashing across open fields, and
when a streama was to be croseed, fore-
Ing a return to the highway, he would
qutetly wait and drop in at the rear of a
regiment, hu:riv scrcas and take to the
woods agaln, 1o passing he would sl
waya recognize and return the ealutlons
of the command with that graceful cour-
tesy which so well fitted thls prince of
aoldiers and gentlemen.
