Historleally, too, the ground for this
secarlty are reasonable.

Agalnst
France, with an unobatrocted sea
coast, cpen to the ocean, and with ports
accessible In all parta of the world, the
Britlsh may well bo on guard, but wlith
Russia the fesr is groundless.

Yet there s reason forbelievieg that the
effect of & war wonld be dlssstrous to the
English merchant marine. [t lles in the
acope of the second article of the rame
declaratlon of Paris mentloned above.
That artlole speclfies that *‘the meutral
flag covers enomles’ goods, with the ex-
ception of contraband of war.,” 1tis
claimed, perhaps unnecersarlly, that the
Britlsh merchant who has no contraband
of war which would meke the cargo llable
to capture would not take the slight risk
of capture from crutsers, but that he
would immediately seek the protection of
the neutral flag. Caplial Is proverblally
timid; it might be proved in thia case
that the exleterce of one active usslan
eruleer would scare scores of shippers to
scek the protection sfforded their com-
merce by the neutral flog.

The possibilitles that lle before any
msritime neutrsl nation to secure a por-
tion of the British carrylng trade are thuos
great. 1f the ocean iraffic should be thus
ailverted, who would fall heir to the
rich buoslness seeking the enterprise ?
The causa wouold be at once that hun-
dreds ot fine steamers would lle ldle in
English waters for want of freight, while
the Datch, French, Germsans, Italians,
Dsnes or Norweglana would rush into
the businees.

The opportunlty fcr the United States
to regain lts marilime supremacy at one
stroke would be appsrent, Suppose that
our merchants—many of whom have
large sums lnvested in vessels flying the
Britlsh union jack—desired to see this
trade under the stars and stripes?

To Run on One Rail,
From the New York Times,

At Rockaway Beach there isnow on
exhibltion a working model of the Allen
Elevated rallwsy, {nvented by Norman
Allen, He haslnvented a car propelled
by & spring for a short distance route,end
for long distances he uses a blcjcle en-
gine for motive power. The tralns are
run on an elevated double track, with
only a single rail to each train. Between
the two tracks 1s an upright frame sur-
mounted by a double grooved rail, on
either side of which runs a wheel at-
tached to the upper side of the car. The
car wheels sramonnted on swivels which
enablea them to round almost any curve,
The propelllng springs are placed in the
center of the car and are calculated with
one winding to drivelt from one station
to the next. Each statlon will contain a
small statlonary englne, which by
cable attechment, wiil atart the train
and propel it about twenty feet, dur-
ing which time the springa will
be removed by a pinfonattachment work-
Ing in the tecth of the beam arm at the
side of the track. The superstructure
for the road I8 to be erected on & slngle
line of posts made of four Inch tubing.
Among the benefits claimed for the in-
vention are light running exponses, lack
of nolse and jar, abllity to mount
heavy  grades  wlthout  additional
welght on the iracks, and to
round curves at s hich rate of
speed withont an Increase of fric-
tlon. The tracks for long distancs roads
are to be consiructed the samo as for the
city roads. The bleycle engioe will
weigh less than ten tons, and isto be
constructed with a fifteen-foot driving
wheel running between the two boilers,
The driving shaft works over the bollers.
With & bleycle englne on an Allen track
the Inventor cxpects to cover the ground
at tho rate of two miles a minots, The
nprights for the structure are supplied
with a devlcs which ecables them 1o be
eatily raised or lowered In case thelr
foundatlons settle,
