RACKET ON THE RAIL.

. ———

The Preight War  Sitoation and the
Complications Thereof,

The B, & M, OfMcial Changes—Other
Railtond Newe,

The frolght war situation Is stlll com-
paratively unchanged and as the para-
geapher wounld say there are no slgns of
a speedy censatlon of hostllities, The
representatives of the varlons roads

handling northwestern businees, the C,
B. & Q, Rook Island, St Paunl, and
Northwesteru held a meesting In Milwau-
kee yoaterday, and althoogh rallroad
men  here have recelved no intlmation of
tho suooens or fallora of ths attempt to
offect a settlement, temporary or
lastin of the difficulties, (3
Is belisved that the pressing emergen-
cies of the orlsis served to hasten meas-
ures of reconcilistion, Well posated
looal railroad mon say that If this matter
of the northwestern buslness can be
amloably dispored of, the way wlill be
open to a eettlement of the other
troubles,

The Chicago Tribune has the following
to say about the action of the North-
western:

The latter 1a evidently holdlng off to
seo what the tripartite ronds will do after
the thirty days allowed by the arbitrators
In which It Is to report ita Sioux City &
Paclfic and Fremont, Elkhorn & Missourl
Valley business to the assoclation, have
explred. The thirty will expire durivg
the first week in May, and an the North-
western haa no Idea of ocomplying with
the declslon of the arbltrators, the other
roads in the tripartits combination will
no doubt meet and declare the North-
westorn to be no longer a member of the
asaocistion. The Northwestern will
then carry the war beyond the Missourl
river and try to force the Union Paclfio
to give it a full share of its business In
spite of the tripartite agreement. It can
therefora be seen that the present fight
Is only preliminary to the big war that
will oocur after the thirty days’ grace
allowed by the tripartate arbitrators have
explred. The Northwestern will at once
extend its Sioux Clty & Paoific weat to
Oheyenne, and Mr, Hughltt's trip to
New York seems to be prinolpally for the
purpose of perfectlng the arrangements
for the construction of this new line, The
Indloations are that the Northwestern
will have to make a slogle-handed fight
against all other lines, as the Burlington
is llkely to make common cause with the
triparte roads and the Unlon Paclfio, aslt
will be almosat as serlously affacted by the
Northweatern's competing llne throogh
Nebraska as the Unlon Paclfic. A dlapo-
sition has lately been shown on the part
of the tripartlte combinatlon to make
terms with the Barlington with a vlew to
obtain the Jatter’s ald and oo-operation
In the conflict with the Northwestern.

Lanyon
and Neville, By these gentlemen the
hand and wrist were amputated, and
the wonnd dressed, It was
found that the shot had not only com-
pletely torn the hand to pieces, but had
entered the muscles of the forearm and
cnt them In a horrible manner, so that
to save the unfortunate man’s life, am-
ntation was an absolute necesally. He
8 in a very Igwmrlous condltion, and be-
fore he could be placed under medical at-
tendance, lost a Iarge amount of blood,
sapecially in jolting over the rough
country roads to town. He will be- re-
moved to the hospltal, as hias conditlon is
too critical to admit of his being taken to
hls home.

The following senslble order has just
heen lssued by Adjutant-General R, C,
Draum to the commanding general of the
division of the Missourl, and published
by the officer commanding the department
of the Platte.
Slr: I am instructed by the lleutenant
general commanding the army to requeat
you to direct that greater care be taken
in the Inspection of Springfield rifles and
carblnes,
He directs me to Inform you that in
too many cases thesa arms have been
condemned on scoount of an alleged
wear of the rifling, or from a pra-

pumed unservicashle condition due
only to several years of ordl-
nary use. Sobsequent examination

and extenslve trials of many arms
turned ln to the natlonal armory for thess
assumed defects, have almost withont ex.-
ceptton shown that the riling was not
worn snd that the accuracy of the plece,
when fired, in comparison with new rifles
was fully up to the standard,

Asn with proper care in the preparation
of reloaded ammunition,and the exclurive
use of the wooden cleaning rod, these
arms will fully retaln their accuracy after
much more than five years service and
after firlng mavy thousand rounds, the
llentenant general directs that the as-
sumption that the rifle 1a worn, or the
fact that the arms have been five or six
yeats in gervice, should mot, in futore,
be consldered suflicient grounds for thelr
condemnation.
