OAGED IN OHICAGO,

Howard Lovejoy, an old Fugitive
trom Nebraska Juatice, Finally
Han Down and Captared,

Saturday evenlng Unlted Statea Mar.
shal Bierbowor, racelved a telegram from
Chleago notlfylng him that Howard Love-
joy, a fogltive from Nebraska jostlce,
had been ocaptared there and wounld be
held to hls orders. This eaptuture is
one of conslderable importance to Ne-
brasks. In 1874 Presldent Hayes ap-
polnted Howhrd Lovejoy, recelver of the
United States land office at Nlobrara,
saylng at the time that Lovejoy wan an

old srmy felend of his, There was
fight, it will be remembtered, between
Senators Sanders and Paddock as to who
shounld have this position, and when the
fact had been fully demonatrated to
President Hayes that they oauld not agree
upon any man, he settled the struggle
by appolnting Lovejoy. The Iatter was
a very dlssipated, reokless sort of fellow
then, but he falthfully promised to brace
up and do better, If glven a chance.
After receiving his appolntment Lovejoy
had great trouble getting endorser to his
bond, but finally sucoeeded and took
charge of the office. However hls honesty
was only skin deep and two years after
assuming the trust Imposed in him, Pres!-
dent Hayea' ‘“old army frlend' suddenly
turned up miuln§ one fine morning, and
on examination it was dizcove that
hila accounts with the governmient were
left about $13,000 short. His bondamen
were tued In the United States diatriot
court and last fall Judge Dandy rendered
a judgment againet them for the full
amonnt. KEver since Lovejoy departed
officers have been on the look-out for
him, but no trace of his whereabouta
were over obtalned untll abont
two weekn ago [ eltizen
of Nebrasks, who was vislting Ohlcago,
happened todrop Into a refrashment par-
lor on Madison street. When the im-
portant individual In white apron who
reslded there as the ““cocktall genlous”
earned where his customer was from he
pointed to » meedy old bum who was
lounging ovor a table off in one corner,
and gave ont the information that he was
aleo from Nebraska, and had at one time
held an lmpourtant office in the state. On
inquiry the bibulous gentleman learned
that it was Lovejoy, and when he re.
turned home at once Informed Marahal
Blerbower of hls discovery. The latter
went to Chicago Immediately and
searched among the saloons and lower
class hotels several days but conld not
run across hls man. The Madlson street
bartender had not seen him since the day
he pointed him out t> the other *‘gentle-
man from Nebrasks.” Bilerbower finally
lolt the case with Detectives Mooney &
Boland, and [t was they who telegraphed
Saturday evening that tho blrd had been
canght. Marshal Blerbower wlill elther
go to Chicrgn this afierncon or eend a
deputy to bring Lovejoy here.

Crop Frospects of Douglas County
and Nebraska,

Last week a report of the spring wheat
and general graln prospects In Dounglas
and other countles of the state was made
and forwsrded toone of the Chicago
journals, The facts were obtalned
from Mr. Nathan Merrlam, who has
just returned from an extensive trip of
fnspecilon over the state. From this re-
port some intereating facts are gained,

The acreage of spring wheat this year
in Douglas county Is estimated to be
about ten per cent greater than
that of last year, The seeding work has
been on an average about ten days earl-
ler than last season. The weather has
been very favorable for plsnting, and,
sinoce, thera have been numerous rains,
80 that the “‘stand” lsnow flourishing and
well stocked. All Indications, In fact,
polnt to a good wheat crop this year,

‘All over the state these obzervatlons
will be found to hold true. Grain of
smsll kinds Is everywhere In a flourish-
Ing condltion, and the acreage of each
variety promises to surpass that of last
year, Corn planting began yesterday as
a regular thing, all uver the state.

On account of the compllcations of the
European situation and the threatened
wars on the continents, farmers have
planted heavily of wheat, oats, barley
snd rye, and this more thsn any other
circumstance will acconnt for the large
prospective ylald of 1885,

It Is estimated that about 20 per cent
of last yeara’ wheat crop Is in the hands
of the farmers.
