The clty conncil met In regnlar weekly
semalon last night, but befors baing sa-
sembled Mayor Boyd oame in with »
bateh of ordinances which bore hla name
approving them. The councll was called
to order at B o'clock by Prealdent Bechel,
and oleyen mombers anawered to roll
esll, an follown: Bailey, Behm, Dalley,
Ford, Goodman, Goodeleh, Lee, Leeder,
Behroedor, Thrane and Bechel.  Abaent,
Farasy.

A slight rangle ensued between Behm
and Leeder over dlspeneing with rend-
Ing the proceedlng of the last meeting,
The reading was finally dirpinsed with,

A communication wea read from Mayor
Boyd approving ordinances, declarlng
tho necessity of changing the grads on
Harney street from Fifteenth to

Twenty-filth streets, and of Six.
tesnth street from Foarnam to How-
ard, of Seventeenth from Far:
pam to Eghteeth, and of Nineteeath
from Farnam to alley south of Harnay,
and cf Twentleth from Farnam to How-
ard; an ordinance ordering that part of
COumling streot in paving distelet 34 and
part of Faroam street in paving distrlct
36; the ordinance cresting paving
distrlota 46 and 47 and an ordinance
appropriating certaln moneya out of the
varlous speclal funds to pay fur paoblic
works.

The ordinance eatablishing the grade of
Leavenworth street from Twentleth to
Jaocob atreet, and the ordinance to es-
tablish the grade of Oollege atreet from
St. Mary’s avenue to Mason street were
retarned without the mayor's approval,

The veto of these ordinances was sus.
talned by the counell,

The mayor's svggestion that erosywalks
on Farnam street ba Iald with flat stones,
and that the board of public works ba
Instructed to have this done was referred
to the commiltted on paving and curbing.

The wanonual report of John
H. Batler, chief of the
fire department, was submitted and ac.
companying It a communication from the
mayor, recommending th.t temporary
quartera be secured for hose cart No. 3,
and the Hook and Ladder company on
lots at the corner of Eighteenth and
Famnam strests, Referred to the com-
mittee on fire and water works,

Having had  his - attention called by
Judge S.enbarg to the fact that all elty

rlzoners are now kept in the crunty jall,
ﬂ{qor Boyd, suggested that unless an
ordinance ls f[.nnmr:l making said jall the
legal place of confinement such prisoners
are llable to bs releared under wrlt of
habaes corpus. The matter was referred
to the clty attorney, with an Instrnction
to prepare an ordinance.

THE MARS4AL MATIER.

Alderman Faoray Explains
Mayor Boyd's Man Was Not
Confirmed,

Why

The clty marshal matter burated out in
the conncil last night Into quite a lively
breeze, and gave some indications as to
the true status of affairs. When the
commlittee to whom was referrad Maycr
Boyd's appolntment of Gusiave Baneke,

one week ago, as the man whom his
honor at that time held vp, in glowing
terms of praise, as belng better fitted to
succeed Marshal Commiogs than any
other man in the city, made its report,
recommending that Mr. Beneke's sp-
poiotment ba rejecled, Aldermsn
Ford was the first man to
speak, He thought that the fight on
Mayor Boyd's appolntments was confined
to the races, both the Irieh and the Ger-
man citizens wanting one of their nation-
allty to head the pulice force. That
statement brooght Mr, Behm up otand.
ing, and be quietly but firmly perfshed
all such thoughts as Mr, Ford would
have the people tobelleve. Two orthres
other membzra of the council had a few
words to say on this subject, but they
were common-place and of no special in-
tereat. Fioally, however, a brisk
and rather loud bombardment com-
menced over on the east side and Alder-
man Furay had obtained the floor. He
sroee, &0 he sald, to met everyhody on
the right plcs regarding thls wmatter.
An alleged report had been started, to bis
knowledge, to the effect that the republi-
can members of the council hsd formed
an alliance to reject the appolntment of
all democrats, made by the mayor,
This he bad bLeen authorized
to state was s malicious fa'sthood, and
that when the mayor made an appoint-
mont of a gocd man, a man eqoally ae
good or better than the pressnt incum-
bent, be he democrat or republican, the
republican members of the council will
gladly vote for his confirmation, Other-
wiie they will steadily oppose every name
he sends In,

With this explanation Mr, Fursy sub.
slded, the report of hls committee was
adopted and the erowd, which up 1o the
time had been larger harrldly got out,
