18 living as well as the average through-
out the service, and the company com-
mander, who I8 a good and efficient offi-

Arreat of a Man Who Has Been
Guilly of & Great Many
Bratal Orimes,

The villisges of Reading, Stoneham,
and Wakefield, suburbs of Boston, were
groatly exercised during Janusry and
February by aesaults to which young
women reslding In them were subjected
st the hands of an unknown frequenter

of the lonszome placea. The first of the
assaulta was upon Phobe Pailbrick. She
was walking through the woods near
Raading, when a tall, well-dressed young
man surprised har and attempted to gag
her, Her falthful Newfoundland dog,
her only eompanion in the stroll, went to
her rescue and drova her assailant away,
Within the next few weeks thirteen
women returned to thele homes with
stories of vlolence suifared at the hands
of the prowling villaln.

Excitement ran 8o high that it came to
be a custom, with every frash tale of as.
sault, for the town authoritles to pum-
mon the men to assarch by the ringing
of the town bells, but the man always
escaped.  Finally, after a partioulsrly
bratal assault on a 15-year-old glrl,which
nearly resulted in her death, he disap:
peared, Tho country people concluded
—rightly, as the sequel proves—that the
vigor of his pureuit had at lest put him
to flight. Unforiunately for himself, he
had given a photogeaph to one of the
girls he had sssanlted. She placed it in
the hands of Constable Jobn A. Maloney,
of Wakefield, and it was discoyered that
the man wanted was Staphen T. McCall,
su Englishman, who had served In the
royal armles. He had engsged in the
Zulu war in South Afrlea, and at the
clcss came with his wife and child
to this couniry and sstiled near Boston,
All efforta to secare information as to his
whereabouts were bafllsd at his home,
but eventuslly It was learned he had fled
to Jersey City, where he passed under
the name ot {{ohart Sinclair. Saturdsy

Jspan has been open to the world for
a qoarior of a oanlur{. Her progresy In
that time is unparalleled in the history
of nations, Or this progress, her peo-
ple, their customs, manners and ambl
tions, much less Is aconrately known than
wo could wish, What s known haas bsen
pathered largely from books and maga-
zine articles, written by snperficlal ob-

setvers— mere ‘‘globe  trottere,” who
ot their nformation where
and from whom they may, The

seaport towns, tha two great citles of
Yokohawa and Tokio, are skimmed over
-—pomething new, strange or siartling la
recorded, the materlals for the baok ob.
talned and the writer is matisfied, The
scenery of Japan ls unsnrpasedin beanty
ana varlety; mountsln and valley, ses,
rlver and garden-like oultivated fields
conapire to make thls connt.y a land of
wnngmm beauty. Here in the home of
the tea plant and the maulberry tree.
Here are the homes of craftamen whote
tkill and patlence snd canning handi-
work have made a high piace for Japan.
ese art In the western world. It is evi-
dently imponslble for the a'mple traveler
to do justioo to Japan, as s lifotime will
hardly suflice, The writer's resldence io
this country of s quarier of a century,
his knowledge of the language and of the
people, gained In the practice of his
prcfession  among  all  claeses  and
conditions, from the prince to the peas-
sut, give him the right to speak for it
Japan was well sdvanoed in olvillzation
when her ports were opened to the world,
and her customs and lomitutlons were
noi only worthy of study, but in many
oases of Imitation by nations who looked
en her seemingly from a vantage ground
of Christianity and onltare. On no point
has thera beon greater misunderstanding
than in regard to the family and its re-
latlons.  Polygamy never existed
Concublnage, which was formerly recog-
nized, was confined mostly to the princes
and nobles for the avowed purpose of se-
ouring perpetoity to the family In the
mala line,

Karly betrothals have never been as
gencraf in Japan as In other oastern
countrlas, and they are now decrensing
yearly, Marriages are arranged by the
raspactive parents asslated by a man and
his wife (mutual friends of the families)
as an iaotermediary. Contrary to the
usual notion on thls subject, the wishes
of 1he young people are generally con-
sulted. The statement sometimes made
that the wife In Japan is & mere chattel,
to be lightly acquired or dlspored of, in
abaclutely false. Divorces among the
better clastes are scarcely more srequent
or more frequently sought tor than in
many parts of our own country. Our
trlcky dlvorce lawser would starve in
Japan, If a divorce Is demanded,
the matter mnst be Iaid before the
families of the coupla, with the inter-
mediary spoken of, as arbitrators,
and pelther the man nor the woman can
be relessed from the marrisge vow with-
out their concorrence, As divoree must
result in the sending of the wifo back to
the father for support, separations, ex-
cept for a grave and suflicient reason, are
not easily obtained. The position of a
wife, and especially of amother, In Japan
is all that a true wonian can desire. It
Is mot the custom, except on special oc.
casions, for women to mingle soclally
with man who are not of thelr own tamily
by blood or marriage. This restrlction
1a not Impossd by the legal lord slsne, it
ina part of the family organization and
by the family imposed for the promotion
of morality and good order in soclety.
Nothinyg can exceed the beauty and hav-
mony of the Japanese hone, Disrerpect
and disobediance to parents arerare, and
we have often been compelled to con-
trast the famlly dis:ipline of Japan with
that of ourown, much to owur mortifica-
tion,

The Japaness like the French, do not
secm dispored to emlgrate nee do any
considerable number seek other than
temporary employment outslde of thelr
own country. There are In the Unlted
States west of the Rocky wmountaios »
few more than a hundred Japaness. Of
thesr, over half are government cilislals
and their familles students and heads of
mercantile houses, nearly all bolopglog
to the families of the cld feudsl sristoc-
racy, Many of those employed ss sales-
men in the Japaness shops are also de-
cendents ¢ [ thoso famtlies, 1t may have
bean observed that the Japaness show
lrritation and annoyance at their being
mistaken for Chinese in this country; but
it boing once known that the Chinese
here are exclusivily from the lower
clesses, except In the case of government
officlals, thelr resentment of thils mistake
can not be wondered at,

Concerning the morals of the women
of Japan, much that has been writton
and spoken /s falae. We veanture to say
that those who sre most severs in  their
adverse critlclsm never entored a houss
of the Japaneso of the better clars, nor
spent fifteen minutes In the prescnce of
a Japaness lady., Japan bas provided a
unlversity which compares favorably with
many in cur own country in bresdth and
scope, and every day sres » step in ad-
vance of the old position, along the lines
on which Enrope and Awerica are
marching toward sound scholarship.
The young Japanese who are pursuiog
thelr studlea here are studiouns, at-
tentlve and suocessful. It ls the testi-
mony of thelr instructors that they
stand slde by slde with our young men,
snd In some fnstances outatrlp them, and
this is done under the dleadvantsge of
ltud{'nmd recltation "o a new langusge,
Wit & month s Japanese, Dr. Yokura,
won both wedals In & class of thirty-two
members In the veterinary college In this
clty—the first prize for scholar and
the first for s thesls, It may ob-
served that the course of study In a
veterlnary college i qulte s complete s
in many of our medical collegsa,
