r. Grebe, (who dlrcovered that he was
in communioation with certain frlenda in
Nebrasks), ont to Wyoming, when he
loat track of him, he man supposed

to be Fornlval he found had
been living with two othera In
an  abandoned eabin  In  Nor-

thern Wyomiog and had only two days
before the arrival of the cflicer called at
the postoftice for hia mall, The men were
tuspected from thelr actions to be fogl-
tives from justice, and it Is probable that
the mall received just before Grebe's arri-
val brought a warning of the pursult.
Just boafore they deserted the hut in
which they had been llving, thoy an-
nonnced t tiey were golog over to
vislt the Lost Cabin country, but it was
sscortained that, loatead of doing eo,
they went north and crossed the Stinking
Water at Niewmeyer's brldge, After a
long and frultless search in a rovgh and
dangerons country, Sherlil Grebe re-
tuarned without his man, and, after put.

They have spent
conslderable money In hunting for the
murderer, but, under the advlee of
frlends, were on thelr way to Linccla to
see if the state oannot be In some way
indoced to increase the raward offered.

Early Maturity for Beef,
Masz, Ploughman,
It is a recognized prinolple by cattle
breeders and feedera for home and foreign
markets, that early matored steers far-
nish & broader margin of profit than any
other class of beef, and that no farmer or
feeder can afford to keep steers more
than 20 to 24 months. He must have
good grades that will mature sand make
ood beef at about that age, or qult the
usiness of ralslog cattle for profit,
Tustead ¢f 2000 pound foor-year-old
stoers, it is better to pack within the
hides of two-year-old steera from B00 to
900 pounds of juloy, tender, delloious
beef for exportation for Britons, than to
send old, tough, flabby beef. The for-
mer s far more acceptable to English
connolseears. If farmers want to make
beef of steera from one year to two years
old, they must grade up.
Grade short-horns are found Lo be the
most profitable animals for beef making
in the wes!, bacaunee a rapid growth and
early maturity. There 18 probably no
other breed of catile that will make as
much beef at the age of twenty months
or two yosra, as well bred grade Short-
horns. The eame Is undoubtedly true
of veal calves.
A statement was lately made by an
Engllsh feeder of steere that an experl-
ment made proved that two-yesr-old
steers, fod wlth three-year-olds and four-
yoar-olds, made more baef In proportion
to the rood consumed than elther three-
yoar olds or foor.year-olds; also, that
the three-year-olds were mora profitable
than the foor-year-o'ds, Thusiait ua-
doubtedly trae that the earller the msta-
rity of the beef animal the more profit to
the beef maker, a point that graziers snd
feeders will do we'l to heed if thoy
would secure the greatest possible advan-
tage from thelr buslness as grizlors and
feeders. When noted grazers, and our
English experlmonter all agree that carly
matorlty for beef Is most profitable, let
learners In  {his srt or hulﬂmu of beef
making, be Instructed and thus scquire
the sklll of money making In the practlce
of grazing cattle for beef,
Esch succeedlng year the gain will ma-
terially decreare, while the proportlon of
food consumed wlll be much greater.
Let it be kept In mind that such early

cattle,
