ground aad Indloated that any questlona
propounded would be cheerfully
answered., {\The firat Inqulry
ellcltod this fact, that Mr. D. O. Mills,
one of Califorala's greateat rallroad mag-
nates and milllonaires, accompanled by
his wife, and Mr, Reld and wife, the
latter being Me, Mills' daughter, com-
posed the party. They are en route to
San Franclseo and expect to spend the
summoer at Mr. Mllls' conntry seat, near
that city. The party left Noew York last
Sunday and will, unleas eome unforeeen
aocldent oooura to prevent it, reach thelr
destinatlon Baturday about 10 o’clock.
Daring the afternoon they took a drlve
throogh Omahn and were very much sar-
prised to see what wonderful progress the
olty has made In the way of growth and
substantial improvemente,

When asked about the Tribune and
how It is flourishiog, Mr. Reld declared
that the prosperity of the paper is greater
now and has been slnce the mational
campalgn last fall, than ever before. *'Of
conrse, belng the only morning paper In
New York," he sald, *‘that supported the
republicaa candidate for president, cur
clrenlation and anles Increased to a most
wonderful extent, and what we got then
has been retained.” Referring to the
campalgn that elected Cleveland presl-
dent, Mr. Blaine's name was neceassrily
mentioned several times, and the conver.
sation natarally drlited invo Inquirles and
predlctions of fature possibilitles. He
doubted whether Blajne would ever fig-
ure In politica again as he has heretofore,
but saggested that In recognitlon of the
fact that he is the greatest Amerlcan
statesman, it would not be surprising If
the republican party nominated him

aln  In 1888, *“I never esaw

r. Blalne looklng botter,” continued
the gentleman '‘than he Is now, and to all
outward appearances or actions he feaels
no more grief over hls defeat than though
he had been ronning for a small muniei-
pal office. Mr. Blaine is hard at work on
the second volume of his new book and
will spend the summer at his Augasta
home.”

York about General Grant give the real
facts of hls conditlon,” was asked by the
reporter.

Well, In one sense of the word they
do,” raid Mr. Reld. ““The truth is,
however, General Grant ls a very sick
man, and those who have seen him lately
eay that his looks are horrifying. But
very few persons, though, are permlttad
to enter the sick chamber. The general
bas lost flesh untll he s al-
most a skeleton; his  teeth
have all been pulled ont, and he ls
gradually dying before the very eyes of
his family. However, he still walks
around and dlctates matters for his book,
but there is not much hopes that he will
llve many months longer, The cancer
has commenced to eat its way into the
organs of the throat and It is feared will
soon reach the artery, When it does he
is gone."

Returning agaln to polltica and the ad-
minlstration of OCleveland, Mr, Raid
opined that the mugwumps in New York
are getting very elck of their bargaln.
