*Ingnlted and threatened,’” and the false-
hoeds of like import which have been
given to the publle, I desire to ssy that
the complalnant was twlce spoken to in
the moet pollte manner and requested to
Eo up in the baloony.

I replled that although the house was

A VISIT TO KOSBAUTH,

How the Huogarian Patriot Appears
at thoe age of 83,

London Light.
How long I had been standing at Kos-
suth's door before it opened I can not
tell, but the el'ck of the latch recslled
me from my deeams. 1 nddressed the
man-servant who appeared before me In
Hupgarlan, supposiog that Kossuth would
only be served by o Hungarian; but, to
my astonishment, he replled In Iialian.
Aconrding to hls socount, It Is a praclice
of Kossuth to commence the day witha
cold bath, After that he had his break-
fast. After his breakfast ho goes for a
walk, On hls retarn the remainder of
the day is mapped ont, and all appoint-
menta with him have to be made a day
in advance. The man departed, and in a
moment, as I was standing in the lobby,
L heard a voice eaying that he would seo
me almost Immediately. I was at once
admitted to the sitting room of his sister,
who livea with him, She informed me
that I should not have long to wait, for
Kossuth’s breakfast conslated of a tom-
bler of milk, n few crackers, and a glams
of wine, Her perdlctlon was sufficlently
correct, for in a few minutes I wan
ushered into Kossuth's study or sanctum,
1t was a handsome room, with two large
windows overlooklng the beauliful gar-
don which I have mentloned. Uloss to
the light were a writlng table and a bu-
reau—aolidly and handsomely made—
but hardly sufficient, according to Kng-
lish idena, to equip the room., Here and
there was o pleture on the walls,  What
most struck me was the almost total ab.
sence of books, Myself a man of letters,
I always expect a larga library. 1 had
fcrgotten that Kossuih was & man of
actlon, to whom a single map is worth
more than a hundred volumes of history,
Kossuth, when 1 entered, was standing
at bis writlng deek. I could scircely be-
lieve that the man was 84 years of age.
He stood as upright as a dart. His eye
glanced around the room like that c¢f an
engle, His hair is white, and h's beard
and mustache are nearly white, but they
ara not whiter than those of *most men
ab 60,and when we had interchanged aalu-
tations and I had nsked him abont his
health, he told me that he was at present
not 80 well as ususl, but added, with the
old fire. **I wish I were now olimblng up
Mount Blane or any of the higher moun-
taine, as some years ago; but [ am un#
equal now to the task.” Andhere he
expanded—or, as the French would eay,
gonfla—his chest. “You know I ama
keen botanlat, and like to gather rare
planta. 1 have always had & great pas-
elon for flowers.”

Wasaixaron, D, O, May 26, —Aftor
the 1at of July the Indlan pclics will got
butter pay, Tho Inerease ia from 856 to
£8 a month for the privatos, while the
officers will rocolve §10 a month Instesd
of 88, Thera will be areduction of the
fores, but not In proportlon to the in-
oreano in pay. Herealter the detall wiil
be sevonty-five officers and 7560 privates,
Pollcing the reseryations with Indiana la
regarded as mno longer an experlmont,
The unanimonn testlmony of the agenta is
that poor Lo takes more naturally to tho
duties ¢f the polleeman than to sny other
oconpation In civllized life. Indeod, the
red man makes such a good officer that a
amaller foroe Ia desmed entirely adequate,
and the Increased pay is made to ele-
vato the service and encourage the
membera,

lice, and the lista are turned In regularly
to the interlor department.
