GEN. CUSTER'S MONUMENT.

West Poiot No Longer Disfigured by
Its Presence,

Mrs. Unater's EMoris Qrowned wilh

Muooerss—A Btory of the Kil.
olenoy of Art Qommittees,

New York Cormercial Advertiver.

For scme timo the pisturesque bluffs of
Weat Polnt have beon disfigured by a ou.
rioun eombloation of absurdities popular-
ly known as the Coster monument. It
was placed in s promloent poritlon
through respsct for the gallaut general
by his brother officera in the srmy. [t
has been vislted by hundreda of his for-
mer companlons; bat, with pethaps the
elogle exception of the aculptor who did
the deed, they have regretted the pres-
ence of such an uasightly memorisl to
such a noble carear, Now, however, the
monument is no longer there. 1t has
been removed, boxed up, snd placad
among & lot of other rubblah in a storage
building,. Mrs. COuoster and the friends
of the dead genoral have every reason to
congratulate themselves.

A curfous hlstory attaches to this un-
forlunate statoe, A fund wes begun
by the New York Harald soon after Gen.
Custer lost hia life in the massacre of the
Little Big Horn. The fund was sub-

{8cribed to by all classes of the dead sol-

dier's countrymen. Actors, journalists,
#oldiera, sailors, even newsboye, oontrib.
ated. Finally about 88,000 was raleed,
This was to form the nucleus of
larger amount, It was the Intention

of the persons who subacrlbed to
make the sufficlently largs to en-
able some competent and famous

aritet to irant his subject Ina worthy
msoner, The fund wus placed in the
care of Mr. A. S. Sallivan, Mr. Thur-
low Weed and Gen, Hanoook. They
were to decide upon the artls: and upon
the prellmioaries of constructlon andun-
veiling. The almost nniversal character
of the movement gave mush pleasure to
Mra. Custer,

Mosnwhile a aculptor in thils city,
whose name is J. Wilson MacDonald,
concelved the Idea that It would add
somsthing to bls fame to have bis name
on the base of the Custer moennment.
He went to work. He made a model of
what he thought the monument shounld
be. Although Mrs. Custer was In town
at the time, MoDonald took no pains to
ee her, and 85 dlsregarded the lmportant
detatls which she could have glven him.
She was anxious to place the general's
upiform, arms and photographs In the
hands of the chosen artist, but McDon-
ald, with a sopreme rellance on his
imegination, set to work without any of
these things and finished hls model to his
satisfaction. By dint of unmitigated
persaverance, MacDonald succeeded In
tormenting the gentlemen who compased

(the trust committes Into placing the

$7.000 at hia disposal.
Then, for the firat time, Mra, Custer
was Informed of what had beén done.
One day eho broke the ecal of a letter
addressed to her, and found that It con-
tained an lnvitation to the unveiling of
the statue of her husband st West Point.
She was both astonished and pleased that
the culmination of her wishes had come
80 soon. But what was her horror when,
upon opening an illnatrated journa), she
saw the statue in all iis catch-penny de-
tail. It showed Gen. Custer in the
mldat of his last fight, with a sword In
one handand & revolver in the other,
clad in along-tail dress uniform coat and
a common troopers' top bools, and in the
position so well known to every reader
of dlme novels, as particularly character-
istic of Kit Carson or *“Wild BIll."” The
artist had avolded the moat widely known
of thesoldlers’ habita He had given a
man of thirly.seven yeara the faco of a
decrepit, jabbering raln of seventy. He
had taken all the romance out of the
general's personality, and left him a
brawling c>wboy, While engaged In hls
work McDouoald went to Washington
and succseded in getting s bill throogh
congres®, authorfzing the appropriation
of §10,000 worth of government cannon
to be used In the statue,
The aspect of the statute almost broke
Mra, Custer's spirit. But In splte of her
endeavors, the work was finallsy placed
in the military reservation at West Polnt
Krom that time on she heard nothing of
friends, or through the NewspIpers, sive
unqoalified condemnations of the per-
formance. She was uiterly disheartened
and for n tlme relthguizshed all hopes that
her husband's memory would ever be
properly hioncred,
Sometimo after the statute was un-
velled, & numter of the general's brother
officers wroto to Mra. Caster asking her
why she made no ¢ffort to have the Insnlt
to her husband removed from West
Point, She then determined to make an
effort, and appealed to Mr, L'neoln, who
was then Secretary of wur., Upon an ex.
amlination of the act of congress it was
found that it did not ssy definitely where
the statute should bs placed, save that
{ts slte should be chosen on the milliary
reservation at Weat Poiat, Mr. L'ucoln,
in replylng to Mra. Cuoster, eald that ha
sgreed with her that the insalt to Gen,
Custer's memory should be romoved, and
promised that it should be dono.  Satls-
fied that she would find, upon her retorn,
that the strtue had been removed, Mrs
Ouster went to Europe. There she met
one of the most famous of our American
sculptors who told her that if shs suc:
ceeded in having the statue taken away
she would acacmplish more than a simple
suocess, Such s removal was an unheard
of thing; In fact it was much easler to
have a monumen: eracted than to have it
removed.

When Mre. Custer retarned from Eu-

rope, she was told that the unsightly
work of MacDonald still occopled its
prominent position at West Polnt, Bhe

sgein applled to the secretary of war,
who Informed her that if she secured the
consent of the chlef subscribers to the
fund for Its erectlon, he would g'adly
give orders for its removal. This she
did. she met with ready and thankful
soquisscence to her proposition, and last
Fo:‘)muy the statue was boxed wp and
put o storsge. Wheu taken from lis
base, Mrs. Cuoster endoavored to
have It sent to the battlefield
snd ereoted as a memorial of her
hushand there, with the fond hope that
relio-hunters would carry it away plece-
meal and 8o destroy it forever. But this
was not to be, for Mr, Lincoln observed:
*1f the monoment /s not sultabls for
Woest Polut, it wonld be even less de-
slrable where your husband died."”

The gentlemsn who formed the orlgin-
sl commitiee of award never made avy
explanstion of thelr condoet to Mrs,
Cuoster, They slwply kept sllent. The
base of the statute is now at the head of
the Genoral's grave at Weat Polnt, It
has some reapectabls basso-rellevos in
brovze, of boffdo honts and Iodiaa
fighta,

This ls the first time that s public
atatue has ever boen voluntarily taken
from its positlon and hidden away. A
well known citizen remarked this morn-

ing that the same course might bs follow-
od with general benefit in the osse of the
Seatt, Barns, Halleck, and saveral other
statates in Central Park.  “The only
roason,”’ ho added, “that there is little
hope for this being done fs that Lady
Savtt, Mra, Burns and Mra, Halleck are
desd.

A correspondent of the Cincinnati
Commercial-Gazatte, who describes him-
soif as an eye witness of Sam Patch’s last
two jumps, writea as follows: *‘Sam
Patch, the famous catarast lespar, who
assarted that ‘some things could be done
ay well as other,’ tock his ‘Final, etarnal
and life’s fatal leap,’ as a local poet ex-
preseed it at the tlme, on a gloomy day
in November in the year 1829, He had
‘jumped’ the (eneseo falls at Rocheater,
thele natural helght, one week before,
and was induced by the gamblers and
rouzhs who were greoming and munag-
ing and llving off him to repent tho fent
on the fatsl occasion. They erected a
sort of gcaffold on the jattng rock wherce
he hed taken bis doparture on the previ-
ous cccaslon, mskiog it twenty-five
feet above the rock, or 120 faet
In all from the seaffuld floor to the
surface of the river at the foot of the
fal's, Ascending to the scaffold with
some difliculty, eonslderably Ineorlated
and by nsteep ladder, the aofrriunate
demonstrator straightened up with a jerk,
bowed awkwardly on all sides to the wit-
nessing thonsande, then pushed a pet
bear off he had with him, and Instantly
leaped forward himsclf. His person

until the mext March when
his corpee was discovered among same
bushes a% the mouth of the river,
soven miles balow, very much mutllated,
but recognlzible by a handkerchief tled
around the body.
