no dintant day one of the grostest caltle
markets In Amerlon ia no looger a du.
bioas questlon. Daring a recent vialt of
the editor of the Ben ln St. Paul, Minne.
apolis, and Ohleago be had ocessivn to
meat prominent business men conneect-
ad with the board of irade in esch of
those eltles. 1t was a gratifying surprise
to find that Omaha In regarded as the
most promising oattle market of the
future in thin country, Mr, Sam Aller-
ton, the Chisago miilionaire, who made
hila fortono in tho meat packing buriness
and handling of cattle, made the unre-
served prediotlon that Omsha wlihin »
very fow years will rank next to Chleago,
and possibly become even a greater cat'le
market than Ohiesgo, Mr, Allert n first
net his atakes for eattlo abipping at Buffalo,
whence in due time he was compelled
to loeate at Chicago, 5256 1 mlles
west, The dlstance from OCbleago to
Omaha Is twenty-five miles lens than that
from Buflilo to Ohicago. The same law
of trade which made it advantageous to
slaughter and concentrate caitle at Ohi.
cago twenty years sgo, Is to-day more
furiibly brought to bear In favor of
Omaha, The great ocattle region Is
ilterally at her door, and In this respect
she enjoys superior famlitles over Kanass
Oity, since she Is nut only within reach
of the vast ranges of Nebraska and Wyo-
ming, but can also draw from Culorado,
Utah, Montana, acd all the terzitory
tributary to the Oregon Short line,

The advent of Omaha dressad boef In
the Boston market last Monday bronght
out tha following artlele from the Boston
Herald, which speaks volumea for the
futore of Omaha as a slaughtering point
and cattle market:

An important event for Boston, in a com-
morcinl sense, took placs yesterday, though so
quietly that few outside of thoss immediately
intoreated were cognizant of tho affale, It
wan tho openiog of the ficet carload of dressed
beof ever recsived in this city from Omaha—
the furthest western point at whichs aughter-
ing is now cariied on, Before the advent of
refrigerator cars, it was the cu tom to ship
western cattle to eastern slaughtering points
““on the hoof." The cons:quenca was that by
the time the ammals had reached their
deatination thay had becoms greatly
deteriorated, on account of the man-
ifold discomforts which they encountered
during their loog journey. With the
introduction of *‘Chicagp dre'zed besf” a
long step was taken in the right directien, by
bringing the slanghtering point comparatively
close to the great grasing section of the weat,
whare the cattle are reared and fattened.
Within n few days, however, etill another
advancs in this respect has taken placs, and
the slaughiering of beef cattle has been begun
at Omaha, Neb., by the H.mmond company,
which has an extenaive establishment. The
first carload of tha beef elanghtered and sent
east covered its ;,00)-mile journey to Boston
In six days, aud was opened yesterday morn-
ing by the Boston agent of the Hawmond
company. Other ocarlosds will follow in
rapid succession, The cattle wera raised on
the ranges of the Bay State Live Stick com-
pany (» Massachusetts enterprlse, as its name
indicates) In v estern Nebraskn, and were fat-
tened near Omaba, The beef arrived in the
best of condition, and its quality was pro-
pounced equal, if not superior, to any which
ever renched the Boston market, tha average
weight of the dressed carcasses being 1,805
pounds, The Bay State company was organ-
ized in Decernber, 1882, and owns a large
tract of desirable gruzing land in Nebraska
and Wyoming, recently purchasid from the
Union Pacific railroad. Upon its ranges
there are at present £0,000 head of cattle, con-
sisting lsrgely of the Hereford and short-
born brecds, some of which are tho finest im-
ported full-blooded stock.

THE 1RON STRIKE.

It is estlmated that the general shut-
down of the Iron mlils, fu'ly one hundred
belng closed, has thrown ont of employ-
ment 50,000 men and taken $116 000 a
day out of circulstion In the alstricts con-
trolled by the Amalgamated assiolation.
This is, Indeed, a Iamentab’o state of af-
fairs, esprclally at & tlme when it was
generally hoped and believedjthat every-
thiog in the induttrial world wounld move
along emoothly for tha ssascn, afier bav
ing emerged from along period of de-
presslon. 1n the opinlon of the Clave-
land Leader, which paper hay made &

carcfal stody of the situallon, the
suspenalon Is only temporary, and
the mnext eixty days will witness

a general resumption all along the line.
Thia ls the regular time for maklug re-
palrs, the tron trade Is dull, and prices
exiromely low, and the refusal to sign
the scale affirds those mills that nre not
orowded with orders an excellent oppor-
tunity to shut down, taks an acoount of
stook and overhaul thelr maochlnery. The
fact that the work of repulrivg Is being
aotive'y pushed In nearly all the sus-
pended mills, would Indloate that the
proprietors antlolpate a resumptlin of
operatlons at no very dlstent day, not-
withatsnding the assertlons to the ocon-
trary from the headquarters of the West
orn Iren assoclation, The Leader says:

lu onr opinion the new soale 1s not paricu-
larly objestionable to either slds, and such
points of difference as exist can bs essily ad-
justed when it becomes really deslrable to do
80, Ten of the forty-five miles in the Pitta-
burg distriot have signed the scale and are
runpiog right alomg. These are understood
to be full of orders, snd it is bot ressonable
to suppose that the balance will drop luto
line ws moon as their business begios
to erowd them, The frou~
workers  appear to take a philosophi-
cal snd good-natured view ol the sltuation,
aud are goolly and confidently awaiting de-
velopments, There s none of the bitternes
that uiuslly characterizes a strike. Ja fact it
is strainiog a point to call it o strike. It i
more properly s suspenslon on an sgreement
to disagree, with every th ng to indicte that
all differences will be speedily settled and
work resumed whenever the demands of trade
require it,

THE GRAND JURY.

The Republicans aseault on Mr.
Jamea Creighton In charging him with
connplracy to defeat the ends of juatics
and to prevent a fall and fair inquolry Into
the conduct ¢f onr public works Is un-
warranted and mallolons, It ls a grave
charge which should only have been made
upon positlve proofs from reliable sonro:s
If it were troe it does not only Involve
Mr., Creighton, bat Sheriff Miller and
other couaty offic'als who make up onr
grand jurles. It cannot be denled, how-
ever, that the wako.up of the presont
gtand jury affords grounda for susplcion.
I't was mauifestly Improper for Mr, Oreigh-
ton to allow himself to have besn mado
foreman of the grand jury, and it dces
not look well, to say thae least, for Frank
Hanlon and Hogh Murphy, both of
whom have held contracts under the
board of public woiks, to be membera of
a grand jury which is rcquired to Inves-
tigate the methods by which contracts
were let and oarried out. Thia improprl-
oty becomes more glaringly manifest
when it is uoderatood that five of tha
grand jurors who wera properly deawn
In the first place by the sherifl and com
missloners were excused, and Mcessrs.
Crelghton, Hanlon, Murphy and others
were eubstituted by the sherff We do
not propose to mince matters in discuss-
ing questlons of public Interest,
even where downright mwalice and
apitefulnees aro displayed by other nawas-
papers.  The attempt to couple the name
of the clty engineer with Mr. Cretghton
in an slleged conspiracy Is preposterous
on its fase. We are aware that Andrew
Rosewater will never be ably to acquit
himself in the eyes of the Republican of
the erime of being a brother of the edltor
of the Bee, 1t makes no differance how
honestly and falthfally he has discherged
the duties of his ¢ffire, he will still re-
maln aubject to the vindictive, maliclovs
and stupld accusations concocted by the
small-souled specimen of humanity wh m
providence, for some myetarlous reason,
has blessed with a parent weelthy encugh
to buy him a newepapsr.

Itisa well-known fact that the city
engineer gave poblic notlce, buth before
and since the city election, that hs would
call his mcousers before the next grand
jnry and compel them to dlecl se what
they know about hls conduct in « fiise.
He kept good his word by going before
the grand jory within forty-eight hours
after It was organtzad and demanding at
ita hands afull and fair Investigation, He
did not dream that Mr, Creighton was
the foreman of that grand jury, or
even & member of it, untll he app:ared
In the jury room. He was surprised to
fivd opon enterlog the jury room that
the jury In {{s make-up differed materlally
from the original panel as drawn and
poblished. For his own Interest it would
certaloly have been more desliable thet
nobody aesociated with him as an cfficer
or connected with contracts should be on
the grand jury. ¥or our part we would
urgeupon Messrs, Creighton, Murphy and
Hanlen the propriety of resigning at once.
They caunot fail to see that thelr pres-
opce in the grand jory will be a source
of publie scandal. It glves a handle to
men who charge crcokedners upon the
brard of publle works and upon the con-
tractors, 1t has already given the Repub-
lican a basla for acoveatiors whic | Af
«bey were true, would Jay the eheriff and
ull the partles charged with fixiog up the
grand jury liable to orlminal pro:ecution,
By reur ng from the grand jury Mesers
Orelghton, Murphy snd Haulon will not
undo the work already concladed by tha
body, They will simply leave the
investigation Into the corduct of the
lle works to be renewed for the Informa-
tion of their eucceszors., In this matter
the cltizens of Omaha will not be satis-
fied with anythiog less than an impartial
and searching inquiry by disinterested
grand jurors,
