WAHHINGTON, May 26 —Secrelary Long
has recelved an offelnl dispatoh announcing
the arrival of the battleship Oregon In
Juplter Inlet, Fla, Tts safe arrival in the
Inlet was reported Immedintely to the presi-

At B:4i Seoretary Long sald no word had
bean recelved regarding Lthe bottling up o
the Spanish fleet at Santlago. The only "n-
formation of this kind had bern received
from the pross and not from official sources.

The Oregon left Mare Island, Cal,, 13,000
miles away from Jupiter, on Muareh 19, so
it has avernged 200 miles a day for sixty-five
days. As a matter of fact the versel has
made much better speed, for n good many
days were lost in taking conl at the South
American ports, The Pacific coast con-
tingent In Washington cannot restrain thelr
enthusinam over the remarkable perform-
ance of the ereatlon of the slope work-
shops, Representative Hilborn ealled at the
Nuvy department to verify the news of the
ship's arrival and he found the officials
were [ully disposed to agree with him in all
that he had to say as (o the Oregon's great
record. He says that by this performance
the ship has silenced forever the congres-
slonal crities of battleships, who had de-
clarell thut no hattleship ever had or would
cross the Atlantic, for the Oregon's run
was fepaught with more peridl and Involved
stralghtaway stretches of greater length
than the Atlantic ppssnge In any seagon.

The locating of the Oregon camo about in
o pecullar way, by means of ‘the boach
watchers, who are on the alert for the ap-
prouch of hostile ships. These beach patrols
continue night and day and last night the
patrol was rewarded by sighting the big
American battleship. Sigoaling was begun
by the use of torches and In this way
messages to and from the battleship were
exchanged through the night. In turn these
messages were gent to the Navy depariment,

NEW YORK, May 25.—A speclal dispatch

ENGLISH PRESS COMMENT VARIES,

Stronz Contrasis of Opinlon Regard-
Ing the United States.

LONDON, May 26.—In the newspapers to-
day there are several striking Instances of
American and anti-American feeling. While
the majority of the papers allude with
pleasure to the references to the gueen in
yesterday's celebrations at New York and
Tampa and in the prayer of the chaplaiu
of the senate, the Morning Post has allowed
to appear in its columns a vielent denuncia-
tion of America from the Hon. Stewart
Erskine, a brother of Baron Erskine, who
alludes Lo America’s “present lmmoral war-
fare agalnst Spain,” ead gsserts that the
sentiment of the country, which Is worth
having is for Spain.

On the other hand, the St James Gazette,
which has hitherto boen bitterly anti-Amer-
fcan, seems to be becoming much. more
friendly. It says regarding the disposition
to blame America for the slow progress of
the war:

Sallors whko know the Pacific and the
Caribbenn seas are well aware that delay
is the essence of o naval war. They re-
member that Nelson found It difficult to dls-
cover the Spanish fleet somewhere hetween
Jamaica and Cadiz, and they reallze that
thia slow procession is not interesting. The
presence of the gunboats around the sullen
islands means that the American officers
are getting the range of every gun of the
batteries that will later oppose the landing
of the troops, Just as Nelson did on & slm-
{lar occaslon.

Soldier Fires at Him Polnt Hlank, the
Chnarge Siriking His Face and
Neek and His Hyesight
May Me Destroyed.

CHICKAMAUGA NATIONAL PARK, Oa.,
Mny 26—~The sham battle at Chickamauga
Park this morning, 1o which the three brig-
ades of General Wilson's First army corps
particlpnted, wns one of the most thrilling
military spectnclen that has boen witnoessed
since the civil war. After seven hours of
almost continvous maneuvering, In which
wis exemplified almost every phase of mili-
tary tactios, Genernl A. 8 Burl, command-
ing the First brigade, wns outolnssed by
the Sécond and Third brigades, which were
pltted agninst him.

At 4 o'clock this morniog the eall to
arms was made, The First brigade, General
Burt commanding, composed of the Kirst
Ohlo, Fifth Nlincle and  Third Wisconsin,
was posted at MeFarland Gap, uader onders
to bold the Gap If posaible, and If fmpos-
sible to retreat In good order.

Against the First brigade were the Seo-
ond and Third. The Second was comimanded

by General Complon, composed of the
Fourth Ohlo, Third Nlinols and Fourth
Pennsylvanin; the Third, commanded by

General Hulings, and composed of the Six-
teenth Pennsylvania, One  Hundred and
Fifty-seventh Indiana and Second Wiscon-
sin,

The maneuvering was determined from
the start, nnd during the progress of the
movements portlons of the command were
seattered to various parts of the flald. Here
4 company woull charge and put to retreat
a detached squad of the opposing command;
cliewhere skirmish lines were thrown out
and at times forced back. As timbered sec-
tions were reached, skilled movements were
made to galn sbelter of tho trees.

Repeatpd charges were mnade against
General Burt's front, only to be gallantly
repulsdil. The doughty commander had lost
none of the spirit that characterized him
upon the same fleld when it ran red with
the carnage of the actual battle a third of
i century ago.

At last, Generals Compton and Hullngs
deelded upon a combined front sund flank
attuck. The SBecond brigade attncked the
frout, while the Third was thrown to Gen-
eral Burt's right fank. Iight gallantly was
the new movement met by the First, but
at last the Third suceceded In outflanking
the First, and galned the rear, cutting oft
General Burt's retreat.

At 11:01 o'clock the “battle’ was declared
to have been wen by Generals Compton and
Hullngs.

Serlous Casunlty Oconrs,

A serlous casualty occurred during the
progress of the battle. Lieutenant Batty of
the Sixteenth Pennsylvania, in command of
a sguad, was surrounded by a detachment
of the First Ohlo regiment, and was ordered
to surrender. Instead of surrenderiug
Lieutenant Batty ordered a bayonet chiarge.

While at close range a member of the
Ohlo command shot directly at Lieutenant
Batty, the charge striking him in the face
and neck, inflicting painful and serious in-
Juries. Both eyes were badly Injured, and
the vislon may be destroyed. Bad blood
was engendered by the aceldent and the men
rushed together. It was only by the cool-
ness and presence of mind of officers that
bloodshed was averted.

The volunteer army at Chickamaugn park
now numbers 35,014 men, and this will be
Inereased by 10,000 by the last of the week.
The Elghth New York infantry arrived this
morning At 10:30, The regiment is
composed of twelve compnnies, with a ros-
ter of 1,020 men and officers, and is com-
manded by Colonel Henry Chancey, jr.

This command has an Interesting history,
Iy organization dating back to 1673, when
It was known as the Burger guard. and
was formed for the purpose of defending the
New Netherlands against British i(nvasion.
The regiment was reorganizred at the close
of the revolutionary war, and has preserved
ity organization intact. The Eighth was
turned over to General “ade’s Third corps
and will be brigaded in that command.

The second requisition of 4,500,000 rations
is being received and distributed by the
quartermaster's department, the first req-
uigition of 1,200,000 rations baving been
consumed. Consignmends are coming frowm
Chicago at the rate of forty carloads a day.
It is estimated that the 4,600,000 rations will
provision an army of 50,000 for ninoty days.
Contracts have been let for the construc-
tlon of four blg warehouses at Chicka-
mauga for storing supplies.

MONEY FOR FRENCH EXPOSITION.
Delleate Dlnlon::l: Sitantion In-
volved In Appropriation,
WASHINGTON, May 25 ~—While the

provision In the sundry elvil appropriation
bill for the proper representation of this
country nt the Parls exposition, which wis
inserted by the menate. has not yet been
tiken up in o formal way by the conferance
commitiee, the subject has had more or less
nttention from the members of the com-

mittee ng Individuals, The members ap-
preciate the dellcacy of the situation. They
reallze that they are acting largely In a

diplomnatic eapacity In dJealing with this sub-
Jeet, and aocordingly are impressed with the
necessity of proceeding with caution. Their
attention has been culled to Lotk sldes of
the question and the fact has developed that
there Ig8 an element In this country opposed
to making any “appropriation at all, be-
cause of the alleged partiality of France to-
ward Spaln In the present war, The fact
hns algo developed that at Jeast one member
of the committee Is personally of the opinion
that no approprintion should be made under
the circumstances, The Indications are,
however, that this rule will not prevall un-
less some open act of hositility should be
committed by the French people and so
long as the French government continues
to declare its good will

The prevalling oplolon among the com-
mittvemen seems to be that the wise and
proper polley {8 to proceed in the matter
Just as would be done If there were no war
on, Some of the representatives of the
house on the conference are of the opinion
that the senate provision looking to the
ultimate expenditure of about $750,000 on
the exposition {8 too llberal, and that it
would be at any time more than this coun-
try would be Justified in expending uwpon a
forelgn exposition. They are advocating a
reduetion to the extent of a third of that
amount, placing the Hmit at $500,000 and
it appears probably that thls chahge may
be made. However, this I3 npot decided
upon, nor is anything in connection with
the provision. All that can be sald defi-
nitely now is that the committee nsa whole
is favorably disposed to make provision for
an exhibition of American products at
Paris that will do credit to our country and
be an earnest of our good will toward
France. It may be added that some mem-
bers of the commietee even feel that the
diplomatic situation Is such as to render it
more expoedient than ordinarily would be
the case to act liberally in the matter now
and It is understood that the administration
has quletly presented this view. There Is
a feeling that the appropriation should be
made, and If subsequent developments
should prove Its expenditure unwise the
president can be trusted to act In accord-
ance with the best interests of the country.

Hepublican Seantors Agree

WASHINGTON, May 26.—The active op-
ponents of Hawallan annexation in the sen-
nle, it I1s learned, agreed to the arrunge-
menl for dally sesslons of the senate begin-
ning at 11 o'clock only after an understand-
ing with a number of republican senalurs
that the Hawalinn question should not be
earnestly pressed in the gepate In any form
through the session. Democratic senatore
wero appealed to to expedite the conslders-
tion of the revenue bill, and as a counter
proposition asked that Hawallan anncxa-
tion be dropped. No party arraugement re-
sulted from these propositions, the repub-
Heans belng disioclined as o party to leave
the Hawallan lssue go over, but a number
of republican senutors gave assurances that
Hawallan legislation should nol be serfously
pressed nt this session.
