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CONFER WITH GENERAL MILES

Officers from CGarcia's COommand Are in
Washington with Advices,

ARRANGING FOR CUBAN CO-OPERATION

Give the Detnlls of the Condition and
Equipment of the Insunrgent
Vorcesn Now in the
Fileld,

WASHINGTON, May 26.—Secretary Alger
and General Miles conferred today with two
officera from Garcin's staff, General Collaxo
and Licutenant Colonel Charles Hernnndes,
who came direct from Garéla's headquarters,
bearing credentials from bim, to effect a
plan of co-operation.

They accompanied Lieutenant Rownn of
the United Stites army on his return from
Garcla’'s eamp, and shared with him the
danger of n two days' voyage in an open
Bboat from the north coast of Cuba until
pleked up by a small sloop, which carried
them to Nassau.

Colonel Hernandez says Garcin has his
hendquurters at Bayamo, one of the large
towns In the central part of the Island.
It was surrendered by the Spanish forces
a few weeks ago after Gareia and his troops
had mude a long fight. Garcla and his stafl,
with a bodygunrd of several hundred men,
are quartered ifnslde the eclty.

About 8,000 men are quartered outside the
elty. They are armed with Remingtons
and Maueers captured from the Spaniurds,
Most of them have machettes, but only the
officers carry other small arms. They have
horses like the Indinn mustang. Mules are
uked for pack purposes. Colotiel Hernandez
snys the commissary and quartermaster’'s
department {8 unknown.

Colonel Hernandez gays communieation is
maintained with Gomez and polnts along the
coast. From these he has a genersl iden
of the Cuban forces, He estimatles  that
there are 12,000 men, all well armed, and
constituting the force of the enstern division
of the island under General Garecin, Theso
in¢lude the 2,000 ot Bayamo, the others be-
Ing scattered at various polints,

He estlmates General Gomez's Immedinte
command at about 3,000, with about 6,000
men saattered at various points. In all there
are according to the estimates of General
Collnzo und Colonel Hernandez, about 20,-
000 to L5000 troops actually in the feld,

It is undergtood thut the purpose of the
present visit of Garcin's officers I8 to give
that general's assurance to the authorities
here of his desire to give every possible co-
operation to the American movement.,

RULES FOR SPECIAL TROOPS

Waonr Depnrtment Defines Who Moy
Enlist in the Regiments for En-
gineers and Immugnes,

WASHINGTON, May 20.—The regulations
for the organization of the brigade of engl-
neers and the ten regiments of Immunes,
authorized by specinl act of congress, were
toldny formally agreed upon by  Genoral
Miles and Adjutant General Corbin, Now
that the gqualifications necessary for enlist-
ment are known, recrulling  will begin
promptly, with a view to the utllizing of
the men in the army of occupation of Cuba,

The brigade of enginecrs is to be com-
priged of three reglments, to be designated
respectively the First, Second and  Third
regiments of United States volunteer engi-
necrs. There are to be three battalions in
cach régiment of four companies ench. For
each regiment there are to be fifty-three
cominissloned officers and 1,016  enlisted
men. The officers will be selected for their
skill as militnry, civil, electrical, mechan-
ical or topographic engineers.

An effort will be made to recruit the en-
listed men from every branch of the en-
glneering profession and of mechanical skill,
Machinists, steam engineers, blacksmiths,
carpenters, plumbers, telegraphers, topog-
ruphers, draoughtsmen, photographers, rall-
rond men, riggers, boatmen and those
gkilled In the uge of exploslves are espe-
clully desfred.

Volunteer engineer troops will be armed
and equipped ng Infantry. Thelr uniform
will conform to that prescribed for the uge
of engineer troops of the regular nrmy.

The men composing the "lmmunes” are
oxpected 1o be recrulted largely from the
fouth. They are to be organized into ten
regiments, five of which will be composed
of whites, and the other regiments of col-
ored persons. They will be made up s
far as practlicable of oflicers and men who,
owlng to thelr origin, the places of their
resldence, and other clrcumstonees affect-
ing their physical characteristics, possess
immunity, or are likely to be exempt fromn
dlgensea inctdent to troplenl climates,

There are to be three battalions com-
posed ench of four companies. Tho en-
listed strength of each company of the
regiment will not exceed elghty-two, while
the minlmum enlisted strength ls fixed at
soventy-five. For each reglment the totnl
commanding offlcers Ig fixed at forty-six and
the total enlisted men at Bi2,

Most of the
business houses on Obispo street, the main
business street of the city, are closing up,
There s talk that some have been trans-
forred, nominally from their present owners,
who ure Spaninrds, to Cubans nnd foreign
Individuale to avold conflscation, which ls
gonerally- expocted,

SBpanjards who have property are willing
that Spain should nccede to the demands
of the United States, but the lower classes,
who are dally Instigated by Blanco, are
fully prepared to meet all emergencies, and,
in ftanct, are anxious that the American in-
vasion should begin. Havann has been for-
tified to meet o land attaek, and all the
cavalry forces nre concentrated In Havana
province and chlefly in the northern part
of the province.

Supplies are getiuing scarce, so much so
thnt “Lavina,” the largest and best whole-
gale grocery, cannot filk large orders.

Hafael Fernander de Castro, having ahan-
doned the island with his family, has placed
Montoro Giborjn and Doltz, his autonomist
colleagues, o a very eritieal situation and
they are using all means to leave the island,
Thege men have been the supposed repre-
sentatives of the Cubang in the autonomist
party. Although loved and respected before
now they are hated and despised,

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OREGON IS NOW AT KEY WEST

Oaptain Olark Describes His Long Trip
Around the Horn,

HIS CREW IS ONCE CALLED TO QUARTERS

Bl Aattleship In In Firnt-Class Shape
After Tte Remarkahble Journey
and is Neady 1o Enter
the Fray,

KEY WEST, May 26.—The United Sintes
battleship Oregon arrived here this moruing
from Juplter and Is now at anchir near
Hand Key light,

Captaln Charles B, Clark and other ofM-
cers of the Oregon came gehore at 10 o'clock
and reported all well on board and the ship
In good condition, The Oregon left San
Francisco on March 19, arrived st Callao
and left there on April 7, passed Bdndy
Point on April 21, arriving at Rio Janelro
on April 80. The battleship reached Bahin
on May 8 and touched at Barbadoes on May
18, At the latter place the ship was quar-
antined, but was only detalned one day,
The battleship arrived off Jupiter at night on
Mny 24, and then communicated with Wash-
ington, The Oregon pleked up the cruiser
Marietta and the dynamite ceruiser Buffalo
between Rlo Janeiro and Bahla, but It parted
company with them after a few hundred
miles,

Captaln Clark sald the crew had suffered
much from the hent in pasaing twiee through
the troples, Al the way along,' he ndded,
“we were wondering where¢ the Spaniards
were, and we never ascertained that fact
until we reanched Bahin.”

“Do you know now, captaln?'*

“Well,” he replied, *'1 ean Imagine we can
make a4 very accurate guess.'

The Oregon will remain here for orders,

On leaving the Barbadoes the Oregon
salled almost direcily north, going to the
north of Porto Rico about 150 miles. Tho
northerly course was contloued until the
Bermudas were sighted, when it went for

Captain Clark explains that the reason
for going to Jupiter inlet Instead of putting
In at Key West was to enable the Oregon
o be rendy to go elther to Key West or
Hampton Roads In short order after get-
ting Information from Washington. Cap-
taln Clark had no officip]l knowledgoe of the
situation after leaving Rlo de Janelro.
Cnlled Qunrters.

On the entire trip the crew expected mo-
mentarily to meet the Spaniards. Only once
was there a call to arms, This was shortly
after midnight on leaving Rio de Janeiro.
As the Oregon was ploughing through the
blanck equatorial gen n dark object was dis-
covered ahead, The call to quarters wos
sounded, the men rolled out of their berths
with the enthusingm of boys on a clrcus
day and almost instantly every gun was
munned, The Oregon left its courze and
eireled around its black pursuer only to
find it & harmless bark Instead of a Spauish
wur ship.

At Rio de Janelro Captain Clark was told
that the Spanish torpedo bont Temerario was
following him. This report gave new (nterest
to the trip for a day and night, but at
the next port of call he was Informed that
the Temararfo lad gone into dry dock at
Rio de Janelro just nfter the departure of
the Oregon.

The crulse through the stralts of Magel-
Ian wns Interesting. It was ut this far
southern part of the hemisphere that the
crew expected a visit from the Spaniards.
In many places the channel is narrow and
erooked, with hidden boys and coves, and
boack of them mountalng towering Into the
clouds on either side.

Moreover, they were In the land of ley
winter. For more than n month they had
been salling under tropleal skies, and now
the blasts of December whistled among thoe
crags above them, and ijce at night lay on
the decks.
