G. Farguson, pres-
dent of Westminster college, at New Wil
mington, Pa. Dr. Ferguscn had been for
thirtecn years a leader, he said.

The jast nomioation made was by Dr. H
H. Bell of Monmouth, 111, one of the
evangeliets of the denomination. He of-
ferhd the name of Elder Robert Rutledge of

St. Louls, a lay delegate, as "a worthy
representative of worthy elders.”

Willinmeoun
of Troy., N, Y., nominations were closed and
the tellnrs, Drs.

Hetween Patriotism and Hellgion,

During the afternoon proceedings there de-
veloped a conflict of opinlon over patriotism
and supposed assembly duty, It produced an
oceasion for soine impassioned oratory, and
hoary-headed divines becamme very much ani-
mated, but the speeches were brief as well
ns pointed.

It 41 came aboul over a proposition to
change the memorial services from this even-
ing to this morning’s session, and to devote
the evening to pravers for the success of
the American army and uavy in the present
war with Epain,

Dr. W. T. Meloy of Chleago made a motion
to this eMect, saying the occasipn was an
urgent one, as at any time now a great bat-
tle might be fought.

Dr. John A. Wilson of Mansfield, O,
offered an amendment to substitute & con-
reference on Babbath schools and young peo-
ple lustead of the patriotie services desired
by Dr. Meloy, He said he felt some embur-
rassment Ao proposing this amendment, sur-
rounded as he was by s0 many American
flags (all the walls of the church Interior
are profusely deeorated with them), but he
belleved there {8 no lack of patriotism in the
country and it is more lmportant that the
assembly confine itself to the discussion of
matters of church work, He observed also
that there is a great deal of “gush” Indulged
in, anvhow, over the flig and the country,
and that such I8 not genuine patriotism

Catechisms has heen duly celebrated by the
churches adhering to those historic symbols
Bo:h continents bave united in the anthem
of praise that has afcended to th= King and
Hend of the chureh for this mighty citadel
reured for the faith once delivered o the
spipls. Seldom has nay event in history re-
tojved p lerger and more appreciative recog-
nition thun that of the Westminster as-
sembly and ‘s work.
Mighty Factors in History,

The Westmingter Confession of Falth, the
Catechizmsz, larger snd shorter, have been
among the mightlest {actora in that tre-
wendous struggle througls which Christiun
civillzaticn bas emerged from the bondige
of cetiturigs and become the

synonym for
¢lvll and religious' liberty. And never has
thie fact stood out more clearly before the

wind of the evangelieal church than 1odag
The churches haolding to these syinbols of

talth eould not huve done a greater service
to themselves, thelr children, the church at
large and the world (tself than {o {mpr
this suniversary otcasion to direct the
t{o thutl glorious assembly and the spleoaid
gystem o! doctripe formulated by 1t And It
seems 1o me that this occaslon comes very
providentially in the wake of that stapen-
dous failure which our larger sister of the
Preebyierian faitk has so recer achieved
in the effort to amend these sta rds and
to bring them into harmony with present at-
tainments of Chrietinn thought, Their at-
tempt was almed at the wrong documont.
Had they succeeded in their revision the old
ible itself would have rewpined s trouble-
some Look. Many an unpleasani statement
elimiaated from the Confession would have
stared &t them out of the pages of the in-
spired volume. 1t Is to be hoped thar the
studies of this anniversary vear have post-
poned all efforts al revigion of the Confes-
slon, at lenst until the millepnjum, Aw» has
boen  well sald by another, “*The West-
minster standards have attained the high
witer mark in the statement of the elements
of evengelleal rellgion.”  After 250 years of
confict, growth, advance and victory the
ckurches which have been moulded socord-
ing to its pattern and guided by Its teach-
Ing are eonetrained teo récognize it as the
final word in theclogical statement. Al
hanor to that illustrious assembly of conse-
crated men.

Wnos Not Fornm at Wesiminster,

I'hedoctrinnl contents of this immortal work
Mid mot receive thelr fret formal statemaont
from the Wertminster asseiably. That body
wis not called together to formulate o creed
for the church. The church slready had o
crecd, clearly epunciated, almost universally
poceptod—y creod that nad teen carefully,
learnedly apd exhaustively wrought out and
formulated nearly & ceniury beicrs s sit-
tugs. John Calvin entedates that assembly
by 100 years. And that system of doctrine
was first drawn from the pages of God's
word. It had already become the creed of
the great Reformed church In nearly all lis
hranches, 1t was not the (ccesaity for a new
eromd that called the Wesiminster assenibly
togerber, The langunge of it commission
read=: “'For the viodaa Ing and clearing of
the doctrine of the church from all asper-
glons.” Ty this purpose the assembly faith-
fully sdhered. Its members were 0 a man
Calvinista. 1If thére was a single member
who beld Arminian viewsa he hud pot the
courage of his convictions. 8o far as hijs-
tory records pot a word was uttered not in
harmoay with Calvipistic teaching, Indeed
It is an historie fact that the Church of Bug-
land through all ita noble struggle for civil
and religlous liberty was in It best elenients
as ipteasely Calvinistic as the Church of
Ecotlaud or that of Heolland, All the great
English reformers, Anselm, Bradwardine
Tyndal, Wickliffe, Uasher, Whitgift and
olbers were Calviniste. Men may play with
Armipjapism in Umes of peace, but in the
Ereat crises of spiritusl conflict there s
pothing but the solld bedrock of the eternal
sovereélguty of God on which the foot can
rest with any sense of security.
