BECHEL AND SUDBOROUGH ARE TAKEN

Warrants Issued from Jadge Baxter's
OfMee and Quictly Served on the
Men, Whe Glve Bonds
for Appearanee,

Upon warrants Issued by County Judge
Baxter, upon Informationa aworn to by
Erastun Young, auditor of the Pacific Ex-
press company, Willlam F, Bechel, ex-audi-
tor, and Thomns K. Sudhorough, ex-assistant
auditor of the Pacific BExpress company,
have been arrested, charged with embezzle-
ment and the wrongful conversion of com-
pany funds. Mr. Bechel was arrested at
his home Thursday night and Mr, Sudbor-
ough was arrested at his home yesterday
morning.

The Information filed In the case agalost

Bechel charges that as auditor of the com-
pany, between August, 1805, and Decomber,
1807, he converted to hir own use and em-
berrled the sum of $3,013.85, while the In-
formation In the case against Sudborough
charges that between the same dates, he as
clerk and asalstant auditor, converted the
sum of $2.562.10, all belng money belong-
Ing to the company.
The Informations againgt BHoth Hudbor-
ough and Bechel were filed in the office of
the county judge at about 7 o'clock Thureday
night, nnd Immediajely thereafter warrants
were Issued and placed In the hands of
Constable Learn for service, Al § o'clock
he arrested Pechel, who was at home, sick
in bed. Bechel belng unable to leave the
house, the county judge went to his resl-
dence and accepted a $5,000 bond for his
appearance in county court on Mny 28 at
10 o'clock, a. m. The constable did  not
find Budborough that night, but early yester-
day morning he visited his home and found
Mr. Sudborough at breakfast. After finish-
ing the meal, he accompanied the officer
to the court house, where he gnve bonds
In the sum of $5,000, the county Judge
setting the case for hearing on June 2, al
10 o'clock, a. m,

In both instances the arrests were brought
about by Detective Chapin, a Finkerton
man, who has been In the elty in the em-
ploy of the Pacific Express company [for
geveral monthe. He I8 the same man who
shadowed Andrew J, Hunt Tor severnl days
and finnlly caused his arreat. Hunt was
formerly a clerk in the ofce of the ox-
press company, and when arrested waos
charged with the embezzlement of a few
hundred dollars. The arrest wias made on
April 4, bonds given requiring the prisoncr
to appear from day to day. Nothing fur-
ther has ever come of the case. No pre-
Nminpry examinntion' has been held to as-
certain the facts In connection with the
charge, and no effort has ever been made
to bind-him over to answer before the dig-
triet court.

When seen with reference to the charges
Mled against thein, both Messrs. Bechel and
Sudborough remarked that they hud nothing
to #ny for publication at this time other
than that when an jovestigation wag had
overything would be explained in a most
sntisfactory manner and that there would hie
no evidence of thelr gullt. s a?
