WASHINGTON, May 20.—0enern]l orders
No. 100 of April 24, 1863 eomprising In-

These Instructions were prepared by Fran-
ol Ldeber, Lala I, the father of the present
judge advocoate general of the army, and
wore published nt the direction of President
Lincoln, alter belpg formally reviesd by a
bonril of ofcers of which Major General E,
A. Hitoheoek was president.

Expinining Martinl Law,
Martial law |s explained as simple mili-
tary law oxercized in accordance with thoe
laws and usages of war. A place, distriet or
country occupled by an enemy Stands, (n
consequence of the occupation, under the
martial law of the Invadlng or occupying
army, It extends to property and to per-
sans, whether they ave subjects of the eon-

omy or allens to that government,

Whenever feasible, martial law I8 carrived
out In cases of individual offenders by mili-
tary courts, but sentences of death shall he
oxeeuted only with the approval of the chief
executive officer, provided the urgency of
the ense does not require a spesdier exe-
cution, and then only with the approval of
the ¢hief commander. Martlal law should bo
legs stringent in places and countries: fully
accupled and fairly conquerad.

Milltary necessity admits of all direct de-
struction of Ilfe or of limb "of armed ene-
mies," and of other persons whose destruc-
tion Is Inoldentally *“unavoldable” in the
armed contests of the war. Military neces-
sity does not admit of eruelty—that is, the
Inflletion of sufMering for the sake of suffer-
Ing or for revenge nor of maiming or wound-
ing except In fight nor of torture to extort
confessions. It admits of deception, but dis-
clnims acts of perfidy.

When a commander of a besileged place
oxpels the non-combatants to lessen the cou-
sumption of his stock of provisions U Is law-
ful to drive them back, Commanders,
whenever admissible, should Inform the en-
emy of thelr intention to bombard a place,
but it 1s no infraction of the common law
of war to omit thus to Inform them. Sur-
prise may be a neccasity.

Crutloan In Retalintion,

Retaliation will never be resorted to as
a measure of mere revenge, but only as a
means of praotective rotribution, and more-
over cautiously and unavoldably, that s to
say retaliation shall only be resorted to after
careful inguiry into the real oceurrence and
the character of the misdeeds that may de-
mand retribution. The more vigorously It
Is pursued the better it is for humanity.
Sharp wars are brief.

A vietorlous army appropriates all publie
money, scizes all publle movable property,
until further directed by its government, and
sequesters for its own benefit, or that of jts
govornment, the revenues of property he-
longlng to the hostlle government or nation.
The title to such real property ramains in
wbeyance during milltary occupation and
until the conquest 18 made complete,

The United States noknowlodges and pro-
tects, in hostile countries otcupied by them,
raligion and morality, strietly private prop-
erty, the persons of the inhahbitants, espe-
cinlly those of women, and the
of domestic relations,

Deserters from the American army having
entered the serviee of the enemy suffer death
It they fall into the hands of the United
States, It Is agalnst the usage of modern
war to resolve in hatred and revenge and
give no quarter.
