Four Regiments of Tnfantry Start for
Tampa, Fla.

NEBRASKA BOYS RECEIVE THEIR PAY

Colonel Bilis is Appointed Provisionnl
Brigadier Genernl of the Third
Diviston of the Flrst
Corps.,

CHICKAMAUGA NATIONAL PARK, Ga.,

May 81.—Much to the disappointment of A
number of volunteer regiments hore. who
think they ate ready to go to the fronl, no

orders were recelved for the movement of
any commands sdditional to those mentioned
yesterday,

The Southern and (he Western & Atlantic
rallroads were Instructed today to move four
reglments—two epch-—-tomorrow morning,
In accordance with this order, the following
reglments have been designated o move
tomorrow: 1First, District of Columbia, One
Hundredth  and Fifty-soventh Indiana,
Seventh New York and the First Ohlo in-
fantry. The Fifth Muaryland, Sixty-tinth
New York, Third Pennsylvania and Third
linols will leave Thursday morning

Ordera have been issued and are expocted
tomorrow from Washington that all regi-
ments of volunteers must be reoruited to the
full atrength of 1,307 ofleers and men, and
recrulting officers are to be detalled at once
to seoure these recruits, These recrults will
absorb nearly 40,000 of the president's sec-
ond eall for volunteers.

Ingpector General Breckinridge this morn-
ing reviewed the Third division of the First
corps anil the afternoon was devoted to regl-
mental and brigade Inspection of the same
division. The division presented at review a
more satisfactory appearnnce than either
the Firgr or Becond, Innsmuch us the regl-
ments in the Third division have been more
generally equipped sud uniformed than the
othors.

A single line was formed, extending for
nearly o mile, just southeast of the Kelley
fleld. The columne were then formed by
fours, then followed qulekly regimental
platoons in Hae by companies. the division
advancing thus, 9,000 men with fiags fy-
Ing and bands playving, to the reviewing
stand., It wns a sight that warmed up the
martial spirit of old warriors who witnessed
it and one officer, in the enthusinsm of the
moment, said that *“no uation on earth
could make such a showing on thirty days’
time."

Noys Reeelve Thelr Pay.

The Second Nebraska, tne Pennsvlvaunia
and the Ohlo regiments today revelved their
pay from their respective states for the time
they were in camp, prior to being mustered
into the government service. The amount
pald the Pennsylvania troops Is about 9.
000, the pay roll of the Ohlo troops amount-
ing to about $150.000, while the Nebraskans
only received $5,560. The West Virginin and
one regiment of Illinols troops are to be
pald this week, the totnl pay rolls amount-
ing to about $300,000,

Colonel Bills of the Second Nebraska was
today appointed provisional brigadler of the
Third divislon of the Flrst corps,

Major McKee, Ninth Peunsylvania, was
thrown by his horse todny and recelved seri-
ous Injuries. Two ribs were broken, and
he suffered other paluful brulses and con-
tuslons,

George Schwartz, private of company 1D,
Fourth Pennsylvania, of Allentown, died at
the divislon hospital today. Couse of death
was pneumonin, Schwartz’'s brolher was

with him, aud the remains will be taken
home tonlght for interment.
The First Missipsippl infantry, compris-

ing 1.000 oMeers and men, in command of
Colopel George Govan, arrived today. An
incident of the arrival of the Mississippi
created  considerable  enthusinsm. When
their trains arrived at the Central depot,
there were several hundred of the northern
and western volunteers there waiting for
the Park tralns. The southerners got out
of the train and gave their northern com-
rades the "rebel yell,”" by way of assuring
them that they were ready to fight with
them to the last ditch,

The Firat Ohto cavelry today recelved its
full complement of uniforms, bridles, sad-
dles, ete. 1t has received only a part of its
horses, It was announced teday that by
Monday it will he fully equipped, including
horses mnd &arms.

The First cavalry, Illinois volunteers, ar-
rived tonight at Chattanooga and will re-
maln in the ears over night on the barrncks
siding. Colonel E. €. Young is in tcom-
mand. The arrival of the First Illinois
completes the cavalry brigade here, the
other two belng the First Ohlo and Colonel
Grigsby's cowhoy rveglment. The. brigadier
to command has not yet been assigned,

TWO TORPEDO BOATS,

Texnsw nnd Brooklys Hove a Hrush
with the Pestws.

ON BOARD THE TRITON, off Santingo,
May 81.—(New York World Cablegram
Special Telegram.)—The Lrsl engagemont
beiween Schley and the Spanish fleet oc-
curred last unight about midnight. Two
torpedo boats glipped out of the harbor bent
on mischlef, They crept along the shadow
of old Castle Morre and the mountain for
two miles to the westward before they were
discovered by the lookout on the Texas. The
men slept at their guns and so the latter
were gulekly manned and the alirm was
given an Ipstant later, while a stream from
the Texuas' searchlight fashed along in the
shadow, revealing the SBpaniards. The Lor-
pedo boats darted toward the Texas and
Brooklyn, which were lying close together
near shore. The Texas opened flire
from Its port forward batteries
and the crack of Its  wix-pound-
ers apd armor-plercing  shells  startled
the fleet, The Brooklyn came into action,
firing several times, but the bulk of the
ghooting was dong by the Tuxas. The entire
Aect went do general guarters and search-
lghts played around the narrow cutravce
of the harbor in expectation that Cervera’s
whole fleet would emerge and fight it out.
The torpedo boats made a plucky dash
through the rain of shells, but foiled io the
attempt ot & surprise and turned and ran
back,
