We meet today amid surroundings that
excite the most lively imagination and rouss
the dullest sensibilities. Entranciog and be-
witching scenes are all about us, The best
that architecture could plan and that skill
could construet and that art eould decoraie
and adorn, make up the exterior of this, the
most unigue exposition ever witnessed on
the American continent,

These ‘mighty structures stand where fifty
yoears age were the clustered tepees of the
Omaha Indians. Then the sllence of this
place was disturbed only by the Indian war
sound, by the revelry of the Indian dance,
and the priafries rang with no sound but the
wur whoop of the aborigine. Today it is
surrounded by twenly thousand bulldings,
the homes of one hundred and fifty thousand
people, who are the members of the rich
commerclal clly of Omaha.

But this is not an exposition for our cily,
or for our gtate. We are part and parcel of
the great transmississippl country, a coun-
try extending from the river on Lhe east
which Do Soto discoversd, westward to the
Pavific ocean, and from the Mexican He-
public on the south to the Hritish posses-
slons on the north—a country with more
than fAfteen milllons of Anglo-Saxon people.
It s & country now divided Into states and
territories, each large vnough for an empire,
with resources unparalleled, with soll unex-
colled, und with capabilities lmmeasurable.
It I8 the granary and market house of the

To know the present let me draw a con-
trast from the past,  Marcus Aurelius ruled
over Rome at the clesing  of its goliden
period.  His victories in war and achieve-
ments in peace elassed him, o the minds of
Romans, with Caesar and Augustus, In a
plaza ut Romg there was erccted a high,
towering monument to his memory. Clreling
around the cvolumn from the base to the
capitol the historic scenes and incldents of
his career were carved and chiséled In the
#olld marble,

That column still stands, browned by the
econturies that hnve rolled by sioce 1ts con-
gtruction.
antiquity, but as an histori¢c monument of
an nge when civillzation. linked with all
that makes & nation great and powerful, was
in eastern Europe, and when one mian ruled
the farthest known portions of the world to
the confines of the western sea, Al the side
ol the square close by is a high and gray
e¢olored building, apd along its front in
blazoned letters 16 the mume of an American
jnsurance company.

There % a slugular linking together by
way of contrast of the changed condi-
tions of seventesn hundred years, Ir
Marcus Aurelius could come forth from his
long slumber his eye would rest on that
mopument on which is recorded the deeds
of Rome' greatness and grandeur, and he
would see that Imperial City mouldy with
age and {ts magnificent structures crumbling
into ruins, When he looked on  the us-
sombled multitudes he would not sse the
legions of old that marched under his com-
mand. He would see a new people and hear
e new language. I he inquired what had
wrought this great change, he would find
that civilization iinoits onward course and
westward mareh i1 bad  discovered ® new
continent beyoad.the sen. That.a new race
of people with wnew langunge had buflt up a
mighty republig,of seventy milllons of people,
where industry ‘hml an open field, where
solence had made new discoveries, where
Iiterature and =rt and refinement were the
common property of all her citizens, That
this new people with characleristic energy
and enterprise wWere lpsuring the lives of
the lazuroni. vy

The scene l."ml  presented  to  Marcus
Aurellus would be more astonlshing to him
than were the giu‘;u upon the wall which
were Interpretgd 1p Nebuchednezaur., Yet,
thiy transmissigsippl country bas developed
more und accomplished more in  the last
fifiy years thikpy wes worked out in  the
seventeen centpries thut murked the space
of time between the nge of Marcus Aurellus
and the planting of this western civilization
which this exposition I8 bullded to com-
memuorate,

To judge of the future, let us draw another
leason from the past: The earliest civiliza-
tion had its habitation In westeérn Asla. in
Pulestine and Assyrin. 1t jolned hands with
trade and commerce as time rolled by and
left Babylon and Nineveh tn ruins, and took
up Its gbode In Egypt and northern Africa,

Later on It left the land of the sphynx und
pyramids apd ok up e abode in Greece,
the land that became (amous by the scualp-
turg of Praxiteles, by the matchless oratory
of Demowthenes, by the wisdom and phil-
okophy of Socrates and Plato and by the
statesmanship of Perlcles and Phovlan: the
lund whose patriotismn  made the pames
Thermopylae aupd Marathon synonymous
with all that is daring and brave and glori-
ous in war,

Time rolled on and civilizatios, with its
companions, trade and commerce left thiy
land of charming sacenes and bewlitching his-

On this spot the vyast resources eud Lofy and passed wesiwerd across the Adristc

1t stands not alnne as a relic of

severe arbltrament of war. It is our high
standard of civilization, our love of liberty,
our sympathy with suffering humaunity, our
regard for national honor, that has brought
us to the inltial point where we must solve
guestions of national policy, and which we
.ure to settle for future ages before the pros-
ent century shall close.

A month ago the Sandwich islands seemed
too remole an object for the grasp of na-
tlonal mmblition, They have now become a
resting ploce for the American army In Its
race across the Paclfic to give nid and as-
glatance to our navy in the Phillppines, and
to make complete the conquest of Admiral
Dewey. whose victory at Manila is the won-
der of the age anil the marvel of the seas.

Yonder Administration bullding Is sup-
ported by four open arches, looking toward
the four points of the compass, They are
emblemutic of the thought that this exposi-
tion stunds in the center of the American
republic, and that the people of the trans-
mississippl  country, through those gate-
ways, are ready to welcome to us the com-
merece and trade from tho four corners of

SPRECH OF HON. JOHN N, BALDWIN,

lown Orator Does Both Himself and
Hin Stnte Proad,

The “Song of Welvome'' was sung by the
Exposition chorus, pecompanied by the
Mariste band. The words of thiz opening
oide were written In honor of thw oncasion
by Henry M. Blossom of Bt. Louis and the
musie was composeld by Mrs, He H. A
Beech of Boston. The voelume of tone pro-
Auced by the chorug excopded the fondest
anticipations of the warmast friends of the
prganization. In spite of the fact that it
wius the first attempt of the chorus to sing
in the open air, without n vovering to pre-
vent the dissipation of the sound In the
uppor alr, the rendition of the tuneful ode
was executed in o munner which would have
done eredit to any of the older and lerger
choral orgonlzations of the country, Musical
Director Kimbull wielded the banton and
both chorus and band responded as o unit,

John N. Baldwin of Council Bluffs, the
principal orator of the ouvcasion, was intro-
dueed by President Wattles and spoke ws
follows:

Thoy de-
clare and resolve that governmonls are so
druwn and trussed that for the few there s
plethoric  plenty, while the many starve
They philosophize that this Is an age of
muchinery, not an  horolcal, devotioual,
phllogophical v morol age

These covtentions und opinlons mposed
upon the thoughtiul, istelligent aud pro-
grosslve men of the time, who beliove that
the present ds better than the  past  and
promises more for the fature, the task of
denlal, of assertlon aund of prool.
