AGRRESSIVE WESTERN PATRIOTISM,

Without disparngemoent of those who
live in any other section of the country,
and olly recognizing that patriotism s
alike and practieally equal thronghout
the length and breadth of the land, the
peoplie of the western states and  terri-
tories mny well take pride in the ready
responses made to the eall for volun-
teers in the army of the United States
and the readiness to bring the enlisted
regiments up to  the maximam  under
the second eall for soldlers,

Every state aml territory of the west
has furiished the president all the men
asked for and some of them offered
more men than thele quotas.  The cay-
alry  regiments have been  recrnited
almost wholly from the west, and Roose-
velt, Grigshy or Torrey would hoave lod
a great wmany more men wader them if
they had had places for them,  While
there s some  disappontment beganse
nnder the second call the wmen are to be
used Jargely to il out the regihments
alremdy In the camps, it is largely  the
disappointment of persons who had been
prowmised commissions, and this will not
Keep men who want to fight for their
countery from enlisting.

The governor of Towa, In response to
the second eall, sald, " The state {s ready

10 meet nll demands in any way.” The
governor of  Nebraska  declared  that
“Nebraska  will promptly  furnish  its

quotn in the manner prescribed.” From
the governor of  Wyoming came  the
response “Ready to farnish the troops
required,” and so on through the list
The responses from the varlous  states
I regard to the seeond call indicate thae
hnd it been for fonr  or five tlmes as
many men it wonld be filled.  From the
farms of the valleys, from the mining
camps, from the forests of the moun-
tnins and from the cities and towns the
men are ready to meet the demands of
their country.  The patriotism of the
western people Is aggressive,

This spontaneous response of the woest
ern people s all the more noteworthy
beciuse this is one of their very busy
vears. The people are not idle nor are
they suffering from business depression.
There is the greatest activity in mining,

agriculture, rallroad  construction  amd
town and city building all over the
west, and grenter incentives  to the
ambitiong man to remain at work than

ever before. Yet work is lald aside and
duty to country takes precedence
over all. It is worth knowing that
patriotism  preyails among  our  own

people and in every puart of the Amerl-
¢an union.

WHAT HAS BEEN ACOOMPLISHED,

1t is only six weeks since wiar wias
declired.  When that momentous fact
wits anpennced to the world the United
Stutes was nnprepaved for  hostilities,
Wi bl nonavy, but we did not  have
the supplics necessary for the requore-
moents of war. Had onr ships bheen sent
into actlon at that thme against o well
eguipped naval power they wonld have
sulfered defent. We had an avallable
military force for aggressive operations
of only about 25,000, which wonld have
been utterly useless for the lovasion of
foreign tevvitory. It muost bDe perfectly
apparent to anybody who has the slight-
est Iden of milltnrey and naval operations
thut had we gone to winr with a  first-
class power we would have been at an
enormous disadyantage, Yet there are
people who have thought and perhaps
there are some who still think that we
should hoave driven Spain out of Cuba
a wonth age and that the war should
by this thme be ended.  The number of
such, howover, iy extremely few.

The more Intelligent people —those who
are alble to take o ratinpal view of the
situption—uuderstand  that  remarkable
progress his been ade in hoth naval
and wllltarey prepareations and that per-
haps tw orther natlon of the worlkd muldI
hawve accomplished whnt hns been done |
by the United States, vader like condi-
tlons, durlng the last thirty days.  Con-
sider what has been done. Wien war
wins dechived the pavy was insathelently
suppled with gmmunition. It was said
upon good authority that oue ships conld
not boave kept up a fight for a s ogle
week and there enn be no doobt that
such was the fuet, How Ig It now?
There s an abundaace of ammunition
to supply our vessels of war for amonths,
however great the demand and in the
weanwhile provislon has been made for
seggldying  them for years of war, If
necessary,  So far as the navy ls con-
cerned we are prepared for any contin-
Heney.

Wihat of the army ? There was a rogu-
lur foree, when hostilities were declared,
of less than 25,0000 This force was well
armed and well disciplined, tut It would
Imve been mndoess o send it agaiost
the Spanish army v Ouba, altbough

The duty of getting these goldliers into
proper condition devolved upon the na-
tional authorities and It has been done
with remarkable promptoess, 1t ls a
striking objeet legson as to the energy
and resources of the nation, Within sl
weeks after the declaration of hostilitieos
the United States s on a substantinl
war foutlng and we venture to say that
under like conditions no other nation
conld have done so well. Welllugton

took slx months to get ready for the |

Peninsular campalgn, says the Army and
Navy Journal, and General Scoft took
ns long to get only 9000 men Into good
shupe to invade Mexico. In view of
these precedents the present war prep-
arations are phenomenal.

WHERE ENGLAND IS INTERESTED.

English oplnion appears to eling tena-
clonsly to the vilew that notwith-
standing  the French protestations
of  neutrality in the present  con-
test between  thils conntey  and Spain
there is after all something in the
oft  repeated  story  regarding a se-
cret understanding  between  France
and Spain.  For all of thelr expressed
sympathy for this country in the strug-
gle the real enuse of English solieitude
regarding this alleged allinnee Is not
the welfare of the United States but
the ultimate result of the understanding
on Kogland itself,

That Prance is not golng to mix up
in the present controversy through any
mere rmee sympathy s evident, The
cost would be too great, with no sub-
stantial gain., Rumor freely fixes as
the price Spain is to pay for French as-
sistance French possession of the Canary
Islands,  This group of Iglands in them-
selves are nnimportant, having Hitle in
the way of natural resources, not much
of a commerce and not eapable of any
grent development  in this  direction.
They however, capable of belng
strongly fortitied, have several fine hap-
bors which would aford a safe refnge
for ships of war in ecase they were In
need of such and by reason of their loen
tion would place the rapidly growing
commerce of Kurope with west Africa
at the merey of any strong power which
should be fortunate enough to possess
them.

With the islands in the hangds of Spain,
whaose lmpotency is generally recognized
in Europe, no alarm is felt by the great
commercial Interests of England, but
the hint of their pussing into the posses.
sion of a strong power llke IFrunee at
once excites  those Interested  In the
acean carrying teade,  While the islands
belong 1o Spain, it is safe 1o say tha
any attempt to dispose of them would
bring out an  emphati¢ protest  from
Grreat Divitain, which that country would
donbtless not hesitate to back with foree
if necessary to ake its protest effective,

REJECT THE SETTLEMENT.,

The action of the city council in agree
ing to the proposition of the Bolln bonds-
men to settle the treasury shortage of
nearly $115,000 by the pnyment of $35.-
000 ealls for vigdrous protest from the
thxpaying citlzens of Omaha., 1If th's
infamons settlement 18 carrvied throush
it will mean nothing mare nor less than
saddling upon the property owners of
the eity n burden of over $75.000 which
in law and justlce should be borne hy
the men who wvoluntarily signed the
Bolln hond.

The Bee has frankly said that any
fulr proposition to settle the sults azains
the Rolln bondsmen out of court would
have the approval of the community,
The  proposition  to seftle at 20
cents on the  dollar, however, is not
a fair proposition. The city has o judg-
ment nganst the sureties on one bond
for more than £70.000 for money embez-
zled by Bolln during only one of lils two
terms of office, and if this judgment s
good, as the city attorney Insistz it 4s,
na ecounctl that abms to protect the inter-
ests of the taxpavers shonld think of
considering favorably the donation of
half that sum out of the treasury to the
Judgment debtors.

The Bolln Bowdsmen seem to have pre.
villed upon the council to endorse their
seheme by pleading the Innocent vies
tim dodge and setting up that some of
them would be ruined If compelled to
live up to their oblgations. But the
great body of taxpayers have first eln'm
upon the attention of the city ofeials,
It is not true that the Bolln bondsmey
are all innocent victiing of misfortune,
althongh some of them doubiless arve.
The bondsmen signed the bonds with
thelr eyes open,  They volunteered to
st good for Mre. Bolln even though
they may have bheen confident  they

would never be ealled on to pay a dol- |

lar for him. Many of these bondsmen
went security for Bolln for selfish and
pecuniury ends, reprosenting bauks who
profited by his diverslon of ¢liy funds
or themselves borrowers of public money
by Bolln's faver. It will be reuwen-
bered, too, that as seon as Bolln con-
fessed Dis gullt he was foreed to deed
all his property in trost for the bhonds-
wen, which the lotter expect to convert
to thelr dwn indemn fiention,

Under  the elronmstauces, therefore,
the proposed sottlement of @ $115,000
cladin for SA5000 would be un oufrage
upon the conpgunity and should be oo
vercmomionsly rejected.

we were to liberate Cubn from the rale
of Bpain and to pérmit the people of that
Island to establish n government of ther
own, under the Influnence of the United
States, It now seems that we are golng
to depart from that proposition and not
simply free Coba from Spanish domina.
tion, but also the only other eolonial pos-
session of Spain in the West Indies. 1In
other words, 1t is not simply the freedom
of Cubn we seek—which is n task we ean
absolutely justify before the world—bat
the expul=ion of Spanish anthority from
the western henigphere,

Before the declaration of war thers
was no thought of taking Porto Rlco,
That island, a thousand miles from
Cubn, was not in the ealenlations, any
more than the Philippines, but clrenm-
stances have changed the situation  so
that it muy now be absolutely necessary
for this government to take possession
of Porto Rico, on the abstract proposition
that it is necessury to enable the United
States to maintain a naval Hase In West
Indinn waters. We do not belleve that
this is a sound reason for the permanent
oceupation of Porto oo, though ng a
question of strategy it may he necesgary
that we shall for a time occnpy that
island. 8o far as the exigencies of war
are concerned the expediency of ocenpy-
ing Porto Rico Is unquestionable, but
this does not necessarily imply that the
United States shonld' retain permanent
possession of that igland,

The third of the Towa regiments under
the first call for volunteers is schednled
to start this week, bhut where 1t will
go is not yet known. Iowa lLas another
regiment in eamp ready to go and will
respond quickly to the eall for a thon-
sid more priviates to bring the  four
regiments up to the maximum.
