OWANS ALL €O TO OMAMA

Thonsands of Hawkeyes Help to Open the
Great Exposition,

COYUNCIL BLUFFS CONTRIBUTES ITS SHARE

Hivershody Who Can Get Awny Taken
the Trip to See the Parade and
Pat in the Flrst Day at
the Grounds.

—_—

There was a great outpouring of all clastes
of citizens of Council Bluffs yesterday to
Omahn. Of the vast multitude that assembled
on the streets to witness the grent parade
| and attended (he opening ceremonics of the
Transmizsissippl and International Exposi-
tion, this ity and state furnished a generous
quotn. From as early as 7 o'clock the erowds
gathered at Pearl street and Broadway to
board the motor ears with Omaha their ob-
Jective point. From thut hour on up to 10:30
| and Iater, every car of the twenty odd trains
on the Omahn lne was erowded and Super-
intendent Dimmoek was compelled to press
even the baggage car into service. All day
long the travel between the two citles was
Immense, but the motor company hod antiel-
pated it and little or no complaint  was
heard, deaplte the fact that many of the
cars were filled beyond the comfort poini.
Townrds noon those who had gone over
sgimply to see the parade commenced to re-
turn and during the afternoon the streets
of the clty were thronged with crowds, no-
tleeable among them bing hundreds of peo-
ple from the surrounding country.

Among the first to take the cars for Omaha
were the High Schonl eadets In command
of Lientenant B, 0. Beardeley, and the mem-
bers of Pottawnttamie canton, Odd Fellows,
fn full uniform, both of which organizations
had prominent positions in the parade. The
clty hall was deserted during the entire day
except for the presence of  Finance Clerk
True, ag Mayor Jennings, the aldermen and
city oficials went over In a body nnd were
the guests of Mayor Moores and clty officials
of Omnha. They occupled carriages in the
parade and were much pleased with the
royal manner in which they were enler-
talned.

Tenchers and Scholars Go,

The Board of BEducation had granted a
general holiday for the city schools and
many of the teachers and several hundred
of the children helped swell the throng
across the river. The new time card on
the motor 1lines, which went into effect
yestordny, worked to perfection with one
exception, and that was that on  South
First street and Fifth avenue, between
the court house and the turn to the trans-
fer, the cars at times got badly bunched.
This was owing to the lack of suflicient
sldings, ncessitating all cars to make the
full round trip. This defect Superintendent
Dimmock says will be rectified a8 soon as
permission to put iln the necessary sidings
can be obialned from the elty eounell,

All the rallroads entering Counell Bluffs
brought in large crowds, many of the pas-
gengers leaving the trains on this side of
the river and taking the motor cars to
Omaha. The Northwestern, It {8 estimated,
brought in upwards of 2,000 people, mostly
from northern [owa, The excursfon from
Clinton had over H00 passengers In It. The
Milwaukee had an excursion tfain from
Perry, bringlng in $22 passengers, and No,
1 had four extra conches, all of which were
filled. Rock Island No. 1, that reached
Council Bluffs at 11 a. m., had thirteen
coaches, all of which were londed [full.
Colonel Davenport- of the Burlington esti-
mated that his rosd must have brought
in close upon 2,000 persons. The road had
n special from Ottumwa, pleking up the
travel between there and Creston and then
running from Creston to Coundll Bluffs
without & stop. The new train from Kan-
sas Clty on the Omaha & 8t. Louls came
ifn for the first tlme yesterday morning,
reaching Councll Bluffs at 7:65 o'clock. It
also had Its contingent for the exposition
opening. General Superintendent Willlams
of the nortbern system of the Port Arthur
Route nand party came in from Quincy over
the ssme road in a specinl to attend the
openlng of the exposition and witness the
parade,

Muany of the farmers from the country
adjncent to Council Bluffs drove their fam-
ilies over In farm wagons and during the
early part of the morning there wias a
etream of all kinds of vehicles ncross the
motor company's bridge. The bleyelists
were out In full force and many made the
trip to the exposition on their wheels,

The travel in the evening was nearly as
greal ns In the morning, those whose busi-
ness had prevented them from going during
the day “taking the opportunity to visit
the exposition after supper.

LENOX, Ia, June 1,—The citizens of
Lenox and vicinlly were among the first
who responded to Governor Shaw when ald
wne asked for suffering humanity in Cuba.
Mayor Armstrong called a meeting of the
citizens of Lenox. Committees were ap-
pointed to sollelt elothing and money, which
was liberally responded to. Two large boxes
of clothing were sent direct to the relief
committee In Des Moloes and the money
direct to Consul Brice at Matanzas. The
consul reports that the money recelved from
Lenox did more good or went further than
the snme amount of money received from
any other place or person. About the tUme
he recelved the money an American family
living in the Interior was reported lving in
destitute elrcumstances, two of the children
already having dled of starvation and $25 of
the money sent from Lenox rescued the re-
malnder of the family.
