Find Time Netween Diseunssions of
Finanecinl PFroblems (o Get Into
Vartinmentary Tangle—Cone

The first thing dona by the Unlted Presbhy-
terian general assembly when It eame to-
gether for the morning sesalon was to select
a pihce of meoting for next year. Invita-
tions were recolved from the Woodland
chureh, Chleago, and the Philndelphin pres-
bytery. No assurance of covering the ex-
peneges of the delegates could be given by
the Chieago chureh, but Rev. J, H. Webster,
on behalf of Philadelphia, sald the presby-
tety of that city would defray all the ex-
pensen, A motlon to secept the Phlliadel-
phia fnvitation ran up against an amend-
ment from Rev, David McCaw of the Chl.
cngo preabiytery to substitute Chicago, but,
on Clerk Reld's explanation that both eities
would have to be balloted upon, Philadel
phila wis choken by a vote of 68 to 10. The
place of meeting for the General Committoe
on Home Missions was left Lo |ts correspond.
Ing secrotary to sclect,

= The financial committee's report followed.

It recommended granting the request of
himself and wovernl proshyteries for a re-
duction of the snlury of Correspouding Sece
retary W. 8. Owens of the Home Misslon
boar) from $2,600 to $2,000, and recom-
moended also the discontinuance of the salary
of the corresponding  seeretariow  of  the
Boards of Publieation and  Edueation. It
wus the bellef of the financinl  committee
that the needs of the chnreh and the Limes
necesaliated a cutting down of some salaries
and lopping off of others.

Some opposition woas encountered by the
recommendation to eut olf the salary of Dr.
J. €, Boyd, corresponding sceretary of the
Board of Publication, but Chalrmhn  Hut-
Iedge expluined that it cost the assembly
310,000 a year for the operation of the bourd
named and it badl a general mannger ot
SLEND n yvear nnd a bookkeeper and staff all
under pay; besldes, the committee had
thotight that where the corresponding sec-
retary was poald A salory a8 pastor
of n church, he should be willing to con-
tribute hisg bourd gervices gratia In times of
Anancinl strese. On the other hand, Rev,
Rev, J. ©C, Beouller of Phlladelphia pointed
out the fact thiat the Board of Publication
had sustained itselfl Independent of the
church, and; In additlon, had contributed
$2000 lnst year toward the mission funds
However, the assembly voted Lo out off
Dr. Boyd's salary, and the same fate mel
the salary of Dr. W. T. Campbell, secrotary
of the Board of Education.

Maoke Snlnvies Pablie,

Another recommendation granted the
lown's synod memorinl ealling for the pub-
leatlon In tHe nssembly records of the salar-

- les of all the ofMeers of the assembly, pro-

fessora, missionaries and others. Statlatical
Clerk A. G. Wallace saw a diffioully in get-
ting the necessary dota and wanted Instroc-
tions. A large portion of the morning ses-
slon wag consumed In the discusgion of this
point and other financlal subjects, Dele-
gates thought the contrilmitors to the church

entitled to Information as to expenditure
of money, and  that the task  was
not beyond performanoe. Eventunlly
1L was discoverod that the

langunge of the memorinl was simply thut
“plans be deviged'” for publishing the sala-
ries, 80 the matter was disposgd of by lenv-
Ing It to the elerks of the assembly to
formulate some plan, send out blanks to the
various boards for data and make the plan
operative for next year,

One of the questions ralsed durlng the dis-
cusslon had been, *'What nre general
funds?” another, **What professors and mis-
slonaries are Intended in addition to the
genernl officers of the church?"*  These were
auswered by arriving at an understanding
that all moneys contributed to the church
were Lo be regarded s general funds, and,
as to the theologleal profesgors and mission-
aries, the amounts pald to them could be
ascertained through the various bonrds and
sgynods having direct control of them.

An eflort maode to cut down Dr. Owens'
snlary still further Lo $1,800 falled and in-
stend the assemibly by a vote on a motion
by Dr. Meloy of Chicago, complimentied him
for his generous concession of part of his
salary for the next three years,

Church  extension recommendations  fol-
lowed, The committee on this subject com-
plimented Sceretary A, G. Walluce and Su-
perintendents of Missions Willlam F. Robb
and P, L. Btephenson, Elghteen congrego-
tlons had been assisted to an aggregate sum
of $28.625, Dr. Wallnce has been secretary
of the Church Extension board for a very
long time. In his address, which followed
the committes’'s report, Dr. Wallace enu-
merated the real estate and financial per-
plexities ever confronting his board, and
among them “should it pay $7.000 for a lot
in Sloux City?" It was not go dispoged, He
also took o survey of the trend of evenls
in the world today, and this suggesied to
him Senator Thurston's Decoration day re-
mark: *“The law I8 not the survival of the
fittest; it {8 the sacrifice of the best.'" This
wis being very keenly felt in church ex-
tension work.

Chalrman Hawes of the committee pralsed
the board for the wisdom of Its management
and lnvestments, aod  personally compli-
wented Dr. Wallace.

Guestion of Chureh Law,

The C. P. Meredith case from lowa, In-
volving 4 question of church procedure, then
came up for isswe. The only poluts to be
detgrmined were: When an elder asked for
n lotter of dismission and it has been issued,
does he cease to be n member of the con-
gregation? and, Does the Look of govern-
ment entitle a rulivg elder to n certificate
In his letter of dismisslon showing that he
wus a rullng elder? Rev., 8. B, Martin of
the College Springs, ln., presbytery and Rev
I, Nicoll of the lown Northwestern presby-
tery took the opposite sides of the argu-
ment, the Intter upbolding Mr. Meredith's
right to a proper certificute of eldership.
Accordlog to Mr. Martin, My, Meredith had
confuged matters by wanting to resume hig
membership In the Boyden congrapution
after hils lotter of dlamission hod been issued.

AL this point the case became full of prob-
lematie intricacies. Mr. Nicoll contendesd
that inasmuch as the letter of digmissal was
pot in sccordance with church law L was
pol a proper one, and Mr. Meredith still
remalned 8 member of the congregation,
Technicalitics multiplied lnvolving the regu-
larity of the course of the complalnant in
bis efMorts in the matter, and the proprievy
of the actions of the Boyden session, lowa
Northwestern presbytery and lows synod.
Mr. Martin and Dr. Bell rulsed the polat
that the general sssembly bhad  already
passed upon and approved the minutes of
the lowa synod, and while Moderator Fer-
guson did not entertaln these polnts at the
time, yel the assembly by vole Mnally re-
fused to sustain the complaint.  As the ap-
polutment of the Meredith commisgsion had
been recongldered, all record of It was or-
dered omittod from the minutes,

Among the recommendations of the special
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committes on refarm, which was the next
thing consldered, were these:

We express our emphatic disapproval of
the pubitie exhibition of the nude in art and
earnestly warn our people not to encourage
thin evil by having in their homes Immodest
pletiaren or statues,

While not assuming to dictate to the polit-
leal aMiintions of our people, the general
aanomnbly earnestly urges all our members
to carefully and prayverfully welgh the ef-
feot of thelr voles on the liquor problem,
and to use the power of the ballot as to
be elear of all responsibility for the exint-
ence of the rum trafMe.

Its  other recommendalions were the
denignation of the fourth Sahbath In No-
vember as “'Temperance day"” on the re-
quest of the Women's Christisn Temperance
unlon, and an endorsement of the petition
of the International Commities of the Gen-
eral Alllante “setting apart one day of the
week of prayer to epecinl prayer for the
temperance caume, The latter actlon was
prompted thls time by a request from the
Wonen's Kdeley league.

The entire report was adopted without
dlscussslon,

On the question of presbyterial siupervision
of vncancies a speclal committes's recom-
mendation was adopted providing for com-
mittees of supplles In eacl proshviery, with
the superintendent of missions as chalrman,

From the committee on appro-
printions came the following: For
forelgn misssions, $113,538; home

mixsions, $00.8G6; freedmen’s board, 850,000,
church extensionh, $50,000; educntion, 55,0003
ministerial velief, $5,000; general assembly,
$2,000, This amounts to a total of nearly
$2.25 per member in the United Siates
There was no abjection to any tem, and the
report was ndopted without change.
Suppert for MeKinley.

The afternonn session finlshed the work of
the goneral aseembly for this yvear. It was
Just about 4 o'clock when the assembly dis-
solved,

Before adjourning resolutlons were adopted
on the war with Spaln and a telegram way
sent to President MeKinley, The resolutions
woere sent up by D, W, T Meloy of Clileago
and Dr. Johm A. Wilson of the Alloghony
srminary and the telegrom was added hy
Evangelist H. 1. Bell of Mohmouth, 111, A
copy of the resolutiona was ordered en-
groased and sent to the prestdent ot the
earllest convenlence of the principal olerk,
Dr. W. J. Reld. The resolutions read ns
follows:

Resolved, that the eruelty of the Span-
igh govertmoent shown toward the inhahit
tuntg of Cuba for go mony vears justified tho
Interference of our government in the cause
of hutnanity,

Eesalved, That we admire the patlent,
dignified and Christian epirit which charac-
terizes P'résident MeiKnley In the trying
duties he Is requited to perform and that
wir nssure him of our prayers that he be
gulded wisely.

Resolved, That we earnostly pray God to
shiold our army and navy and (o pive such
vietories to them as will gecure an honorahle
and lwsting peace,

Resolved, Thil we express our earnest
conviction thut no terrttory wresied from
the dominton of Epaln should ever be re-
storod to It

The only objectlon eame from Dr. T. B.
Turnbull of the Argyle, N. Y., preshytery,
and his was slmply to the last resolutlon
n8 to this government keeplug tervitory got-
ten from Spain, but it went through, by an

almost unanimous vote. The Bell tele-
gram sent to the president was:

Shutting Out Advertisements.

The report of the committea on Board of
Publleation opposed the proposition to in-
crease the prices of the minutes of the as-
sembly and the Christian Union Herald and
the assembly took the same position. Its
regolution, based upon n Pitteburg request,
wis adopted advising editors and managers
of church papers, particulary the Sabbath
unchool publications, to “eyclude as far as
practicable advertisements of a moerely secu-
lar character the reading of which I8 not
promotive of devetional Sabbath keeping.”
Another resolution went through Instructing
the Board of Publication to encourage the
sgale of the church psalters through retailers,
regardless of the location of depositories.

The boprd {8 $100,000 o debt, principally
on account of s new bullding, still the
bullding seems to be o good investment, the
committee reported, and it looked forward to
an early concellntion of this debt.

A great deal of trime was taken up with
discuesion  of the educational question.
Grants of $500 were awarded to the Mawnee,
Neh, and Waitsburgh, Wash., academies
nnd $200 to the Marissa Institution. The re-
port of the committee on the board of educa-
tion urged ralsing the denominational in-
stitutions of learning to o Higher degree of
efliciency, seclng that sp muny students are
in Institutions outside the denomination,
Dr. W T. Campbell, the corresponding sec-
retury of the board, spoke at length in behalf
of greater educational effort and finally got
through a motion for the apportionment of
i spt't'illl committes to report to the next
ngsembly some comprehensive educational
scheme, the committee to conszist of the
presidents of the colleges and seminaries,
with Moderator Ferguson, who 1s himself
president of the Westminster college at New
Wilmington, Pa., its chairman,

NEW YORK, June 1L.—A special te the
Times from Washington, says: Washing-
ton |8 working liself up (o the hope of
ofMcial newn from Sefiley to mateh the news
from Dawey. With yarious corroborative
dispatches ubout the opérations at Santl-
pgo It s made plalh that whatever the
plans may be for eventual co-operation at
Santingo de Cuba of the navy and the army,
there I8 no restraint dpon Commodore
Behley to prevent him from reducing the
forts at the entrance to the harbor, does-
troying Cervern's fleet and making the city
uninhabitable to the Spanish if he chooses
to do Eo.

The news from Commodore Schley con-
talned In the pregs dispatehes caused no
surprise to those who bave known him and
his record. He Is 0ot &6 ofMeer to remaln
quiet while there is a chance for enterprise
s0 close at hand, His sdventures in Coren
when he took part in thp attack on the na-
tive forts, his participation In the Greely
rellet expedition, and, more recently, hia
deflant stand for American rights In Val-
paraiso harbor, indicate the nature of the
man who {8 now the Americin commodore
at Snntiago, carrying with him a very poor
opinion of the military ability of the Span-
ish people,

He had heard the opinions  of these
people respecting this country, and it was
his belief that the United States ought to
have an opportunity te show these con-
temptuous scoffers that they did oot under-
stand the plople they hnd sneered at go
long. It has been known that Schley was
cager to meet the foe, and that he and his
men had fretted at Fort Monroe while
Dewey was making himsélf famous, Schley's
friends lnaist that he will never stop work
at Santlago untll he has demonstrated the
ability of American ships and  American
sallors to overcome Spanish ships and sail-
ors under diffloult elreumstances,

Sinee Commodore Schley's fleet has been
reported at Santiago o grent deal of cal-
culation and speculntion has been Indulged
in a8 to the posgibllity of acting effectively
against the fleet of Admiral Cervera with-
out entering the harbor: Some of the naval
men here have  taken:all things into ac-
count and have concluded that with the
thirteen-inch, twelve-ineh and  eight-inch
guns on the Massachusetts, the lown and
the Texas, he can veadh the city of San-
tingo itgelf if he can get the range. If he
could obtain the mooring of the Spanish
vessels, which it {8 assumell he has done,
80 definitely as to be able 1o chart them,
no doubt is entertained of his ability to
pour a destruetive fire tipon the ships at o
Adistance of five or six miles.

According to the dispatehes recelved, com-
paratively little attentien appears to have
been given to the fortifications. The a8~
sumption among naval' men who are dis-
cussing the engagement before particulara
are obtalnable s that he has directed just
enough fire at the forts to ocoupy them, and
has employed his most elffective long range
guns in peppering the Spanish vessels In
the harbor.  Admiral Cervera, it is be-
Heved, has found himself at a terrible Qis-
advantage In being penned up in the har-
bor. The bay of Santingo Is searcely a
mile wide at Its widest part. It Is naviga-
ble for vessels of such great draught as
the four armored cruisers of Cervern's fleet
for but a part of its width, Tt is consldered
to be out of the guestion for Cervera to
protect himself to any great extent by
maneuvering., Having once got the range
of Cervera's vessels, elther at anchor or
moving up and down the bay, Commodore
Schley may sink or disable them all, At
the same time, he may kee¢p his vessels con-
stantly In motion, playving on the fortifica-
tlons and the Spanish fleet, while the forts
and imprisoned fleet are wildly endeavoring
to hit a lot of moving vessels.

Army men are hearing the news with some
concern,  They have accepted as true some
reports that there is to be a land force dis-
patehed to Santingo, and they imagined that
all preparations were to be deferred until
the army was In readiness to participate
In the attack upon Santiago and to win a
share of the credit for its capture. While
Commodore Schley does not appear to have
been mnde scqualnted with this view, the
army officers who have heard of the attack
upon Santlago by Schley say It will be im-
posgible for him to make as complete a job
of the reduction of Santingo as It 1s for
Admiral Dewey to take possession of Manila
without the aid of a large number of troops.

Secretary Long does not look for any re-
port from Commodore Sehley until he has
completed the job that he is reported to
have begun. He has complete liberty to
use his own discretion about attacking, and
under his instructions I8 expected to de-
atroy or caplure the fleet of Admliral Cer-
vera If he can do It.  “Use utmost en-
deavors,' the Instructions lssued to Admiral
Dewey, were repeated to Schley when he
was found to have cornersd the Spanish
fleet, These lustructiops will nol permit
him to Ile ldly outside the harbor, and his
temperament and ambitlon will stimulate
him to the greatest aetlvity.

Mr. Taylor consjders historically the
circumstances out of which have risen the
two leading political "ﬂlp in the penin-
sular kingdom, which ; have been equally
resolute in resisting the blicans on the
one hand and the Carl on the other,
slnee the re-ecatablishment In 1876 of the
pregent dynasty. United, Mr. Taylor says,
thespe parties are more & mateh for all

thelr opponents.

No matter what may happen in the exter-
nal politics of Spain; ne, matter If she s
stripped of her colouinl possessions, no mat-
ter if Romero and Weyler do try to stir up
clvil war for their own selfish ends, Spain is
rafe S0 long as conservatives and liberals
stuud wgether Lo preserve soclal order under
the existing constitutio

Mr. Taylor {8 strongly “of the opinlon thut
the time has not come for Spain to depurt
from monarchical Institutions. That being
the case, Mr. Taylor nskea why the present
dynasty should be overthrown, why the wise
and devoled queen régent should be driven
out on account of ndtlonal misfortunes for
which neither she nor her son is In any way
responsible.

The moet priceless poasession of Spain, is
Murla Christiua, becauss wsbe alone bars
the door to u renewal of clvil war, which
ot this moment will be destructive to the
country. In this dark hour of 8pain's wis-
fortune, ber pure, womanly character shines
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forth 1ike a fight In a dark place, round
which all patriotic Spaniards gather,

If monarchieal Institutions survive, her
overthrow meais the aocession of Don Car-
los, who, apart from his utter and admitted
worthlegsness a8 & man, ropresents a set of
mediaeval fdeas and aspirations that would
set Spaln far into the past—at least a cen-
tury.

An confirming his bellef that Epain f=z not
ripo for a republie, Mr. Taylor refers to the
attitude of Emillo Castelar:

If anybody clearly comprehende and loves
Spaln, he does. In his mighty braln s
gtored away her whole history, as a part of
the history of Europe. In his heart & an
unselfish and greag love of country, as lofty
ond unselfish as ever ennobled a patriot.
Convinced years ago that Spain was not pre-
pared for a republic, he resolved to retire
from the political arena, and to transmit his
aspirations to apother channel,

Mr. Taylor expresses the hope that the
United States in thelr denlings with Spain
at the end of the present war will follow
A course consistent with thelr own normal
dignity, and In the hour of victory remem-
ber that justice and generosity should char-
acterize their dealings with a once friendly
patfon, “When the end comes,'' he swys,
“let us resolve to be just and gencrous, not
only to Cuba, but te Spain, too.""

MAKES PRINCE APOLOGIZE

Admirnl Dewey Rewents n Slight to
His Country and Lenves Prince
Henrey's Banguet,

CHICAGO, June 1. —Charles N. Post, vice
president of the Lyon & Healy company,
who hna just returned from an extended tour
of the orient, met Admiral Dewey in Hong
Kong, March 26, Mr. Post tells of a social
passage at arms between Dewey and Prince
Henry, a brother of Emperor Willlam, com-
manding the German aquadron at Hong Kong.
Prince Henry immediately after his arrival
nt Hong Kong gave a banquet to the higher
ofMicers of the other fMects, among whom was
Rear Admiral Dewey, At th. feast the
prince proposed a tonst to his own country,
then to Great Dritain, then to -all the other
great powers cexcept the United States,
Finally, Just before the dinner wos over the
royal host proposed a toast to this country.
When ‘Rear Admiral Dewey saw that appar-
ently his country waa to be slighted he left
the banguet without ceremony. Next day
represeniative of Prince Henry sent o round-
about apology to the Ameriean commander
Dewey sent word back to the emperor's
brother that he would accept nothing but o
written or personal apology from the prince.
The latter then called upon Dewey and apol-
oglzed, saying that In the confusion of the
dinner he thoughtlesely neglected to put the
American toast In proper place on the pro-
gram. While Mr. Post was at Hong Kong
Prince Henry gave a  ball, but Admiral
Dewey, though invited, did not attend (L.
The banquet ineldent was not allowed to
get out, and Mr. Post received 11 first hand
from one of the officers of the Amerieau
fleet.

Money may be sent to the surgeon generunl
of the army n8 n contribution to the hoapital
funds of the hospital ship Rellef and of
United SBtntes general hospital, This will
be gent to the surgeons in charge, to be ex-
pended for delicacies for the sick, such as
canned soups, jellies, lemons, ornnges, ete.

reeder.anay  contribute  canned
soups, clam broth, orange marmalade, ginger
nle, biscult, water crackers and slmilar
articles In hermetically sealed cans, for use
on the hospital ship Relief, and at the
United States general hospitals at Key West,
Fla.,, Fort MePherson, Ga., Fort Thomns,
Ky., and Fort Myer, Va. Bandages, lint
and other surgical dressings are not desired,
a8 these can now be obtalned from the manu-
facturers, sterilized for use, and of the gual-
fty which experience has shown to bhe best
suited to our purposes. Shirts and drawers
are provided by the governmaent. but will
be accepted, and ean be given to con-
vialesconts upon their discharge from hos-
pital,  Papamns made of light gingham will
be useful for the sick in hospital and on
the hospital ship, as they ean be worn by
convalescents who are able to be out of bed.
Long night shirts of light muslin ean also be
utllized. Broad bandages of light Mannel to
protect the abdomen are highly recom-
mended and may be worn to advanlage by
our soldiers in the field,

WRECK SPANISH BLOCKHOUSE
