Endorses Preosident MeRinley,

The oue on the war had been introduced
by R. L. Slmons of Colorado, 1t read:

Resolved, That the T. P. A. of America in
convention assembled hoartily gives 18 sup-
port to the government in thought and deed
in the matter of the present war  with
Bpain,

Finally one from Aloy Jacobs of Denver,
Colo,, was mdopted that the convention
honor Joseph Wallerstein of Richmond, Va.,
the outgoing president, by eleoting him a
Tife delegnte to the Travelers' Protective as-
woclation,

Immedintely after the convention acted on
them, H. L. Beoson, one of the Texas dele-
gotes, arose and said he had something for
the “good of the order.” Dut what he did
sy seemed to stir up a litle storm,

His remarks were in relation  to the
trivmph of President-elect Duffin the day

previous over the retiving president, Mr.
Waullersteln, He accused the four central
states of Illinols, Indlana, Missourl and

Kentueky with trying to run the Travelers'
Protective assoclation, and charged them
with baving effected a  “combination
agalnst the outside stutes In o “cold Blooded
muiner.” 1 this is to continue,'" sald he,
“sou who represent these four states wmight
Just a8 well fix up all your buginess without
coming to any national convention and save
the expense.”  Ho also predicted that if the

“eombination' were to continue the *‘first
thiong It would know there would be no
delegates’ from the outside  states, He

hoped all such combinations would stop.
Smooilh the Matter Out,

This brought to his feet W, A. Ryan of
Inidiana nnd several others and for a litte

while & battle of debate was fought
by the sympathlzers, respoctively,
of  Messin,  Wallervstoin and Duflin,

the delogates from the outside states taking
one slde and those from the four stales
named by Mr. Benson taking the other.
Mr. Wallersteln, himself, tried to pour oll
on the troubled waters, saving he was “‘not
in auy way sore'" over the outcome of Lthe
vlection for the national presldency of the
association, and among the others who took
the floor wus Mr. Duffin, the new president.
In his closing remark Mr., Duflin said “no
one had given more loyal support to the
man who wus elected at Nashville last year
(Mr. Wallerstein) than the candldate he
had defeated.” Mr. DufMo bad been o
candidnte at the time. He also explained
thut the unit rule hud been ndopted by his
delegation and that accounted for the solid
volg, intimating that this was probably the
ense with the delegations from 1linols, Mis-
pourt and Kentucky. Mr. Wallersiein as-
sured the association that under all olr-
cumstinces bhe would always stand by the
assoviation,

The hour was getting late and the dele-
Eales came to the concluslon that if they
wore to go 1o South Owaba at ull they
would better be starting, so when the hand
of the clock had gone siound conslderably
past 10 o w., the hour which had been set
for the start from the Lotel, they broke up
the meeting in belter spirits, leeling that
thoy bad pow & belter understunding of
the stptus of things und could Lreathe more

treely, and at once took thelr departure
for the South Omahba packing plants, to the
vislting of which they were to devole the
forencon,

Visit the Stoek Yards,

Av woon as the convention Anally ad-
journed, the Aelegates, many of them ac-
companied by thelr wives, boarded the
gireet ears for the Unlon depot to take Lhe
train for South Omaha. Assistant General
Freight Agent A. B, Smith of the Burling-
ton took them In hand, having provided for
them four comfortable chalr ears, Yard
Mnster Robineon bad charge of the train
and J. Erler, the Burlington stock agent,
went along.

At South Omwnha the visitors dlvided Into
three parties, each going through the Swift,
Hammond and Cudahy plants and observing
everything from the time the animal {& led
te the slaughter to the final dressing of
the meal for the consumer's table The
visit to the packing plants was without In-
cldent except that eome of the ladies d1d
not greatly enjoy the close¢ contnct with
the detaila of butehering, but they bore up
bravely.

The next Institution visited was the Krug
brewery. There a chance was enjoyed to
glake the thirst the wind and dust had
heen responsible for. Willlam Krug gave a
pouvenir of some kind to everyone, and
muny of the nicely engraved glasses of the
cstablishment found their way Into the pos-
gcxslon of the knlghts as keepsakes of the
trip.  Messrs. O, F. Bouffier and M, Meyer
were in the helght of thelr glory as enter-
talners.

Schollmeyer of St. Louis, who I8 nick-naumed
“Seully.” On the way back "Seully’” mani-
fested remarkable voeal talents and led a
chorus of ready singers In A successlon of
well Known sougs. On the whole It was a
very pleasant wind-up for the convention.

Mout of the delegates left on the enrliest
tradns for thelr homes. Before going Chair-
man John 8 Harwood of the legisiative com-
mittee sifd to a Bee reporter that the action
of the Travelers' Protective nssociation this
yoir on the antl-scalpers' bill put him in a
very awkward position.  Last year at Nash-
ville the convention took the opposite course,
and as chnirman of the committee Mr., Har-
wood had written to about 100 genators and

ropresentatives in congress asking them to |

appose the bill, recelving from many of them
an assurunce that they would do s0, Now
he finds it necessnry to reverse his appeals
and urge them to support the bill.

Muany of the Texas delegates display much
hitterness over the result of the electlon for
tational prealdent, and Texas, they say, will
“not ask the convention for anvihing next
year.” A Muaryland delegate wis so pigued
over it that he refused to peeeent an invi-
tation from Baltimoere for the next conven-
tion.

ADVANTAGES OF THE JEWS

Dr.

Levy of Philndelnhin DiNconrses
on the Opportunities of
His Mproe,

Dr. J. Leonard Levy of Philadelphia was
the guest of the congregation of Temple
Iernel Jast night on his way to the Pacific
const for a vacation trip. He was Intro-
duced by Dr. Franklin as one of the most
learned and eloguent rabbis in the Jewish
church, and he spoke In a very interesting
wiy of the history and condition
of the Jewish people.

Dr. Levy based his address upon the words
of Paul, "“What advantage hath the Jew?
Much, every way." The author of the re-
murk was deseribed ns the greatest man
that has lived in the last 1,500 yenrs, one
who saw his race overcome by superior
vhysical power and yet felt that the
spirituality and. moral power of the Jew
would be sufficient to bring him the final
victory, And his judgment was true for
the Acropolis of Greece, the temples of
Serapis and Diana of Egypt and Rome, all
were in erumbling fragments, while the re-
ligion of the Jew is still a power upon the
carth, for to him, Dr. Levy sald, were re-
venled the oracles of God. His, first of all,
was the advantage of a correct ethical con-
ception of the universe, the unity and eter-
nity of Godd. When all the earth apdvo-
ented that might made right, the Jews' he-
lief was that right made might, and ®o it
hns proved, as the names of Moses and
Christ are abose those of Caesar and Na-
poleon.

Another advantage which the speaker said
wis credited to the Jewlsh race was lis
invaluable gifts to the human race. Such
a one, he said, was the bible, the most
remarkable book mankind has  ever pro-
dueed, In It were truths thousands of years
old which only were beginning to be under-
stood at the present time, The prophoey
In the wverse, “Nation shall not lft up
sword agninst notlon, neither shall there be
war any more,’ Dr. Levy sald, is even
now coming to pass. The tolerance of the
United States In i1 slownesg to anger with
Spaln was given as an example that the
Anglo-S8axons at least, whom the speaker
believed were the natural successors of the
Jews In showing the way to spiritual en-
lightenment, were ready for & relgn of peace,
The epenker finished with an appeal to
Jews to be true to thelr conscience nnd the
assurance that in the end they would be
Justified.
