MASONRY AND THE CHORCH

Bev. Dr. McDonald's Sermon to the Iowa
OGrand Lodge.

TENETS OF THE ORDER ARE RELIGIOUS

True Tenchings of Masonry Lead (o
Christ Inevitnbly ns the Center
of the Temple All Seek
to Construnet.

In response to the invitation extended by
the rector, Rev. L, ¥, MuDonald, the mem-
bers of the local Masonle lodges and a large
pumber of the dolegutes to the grand lodge
attended the servicerg yesterday evenlong at
St. Paul's Bplscopal church. Specinl music
was rendered by the full vested cholr and
1. M. Tteynor, who wius In excellent volee,
rendered the beautiful sole, **The Penltent,”
by Vandewarter. The members of the or-
der rendezvoused at the Grand hotel and
from there prodesded to the chureh In a
body. Rev. Dr. MeDonald predched ou “Ma-
gonry and the Church,” taking as his lext
I Kings v, part of verse 6: “Behold, 1 pur-
pose to bulld an houre unto the name of
the Lord, my God" He suld:

The words are those of King Solomon, a
part of a messnge sent to Hiram, king of
Tyre, to ncquaint Wim with his purpose of
carrying out the desire of his futher, Doavid,
to bulld n house wito the Lord God of Is-
rael, And as they served to Introduce to
Hiram this very lmportant subject, 1 have
choken them to Introduce the words which
1 purpose speaking to those who are here
tonight representing Masonry, which, in &
tenchings and work, has so much to do with
that temple, which SBolomon In his text de-
cliures hilg purpose to bulld unto the Lord
his God. 1 deem It an honor and a privilege,
my brethren, to be granted this opportunity
to epenk to members of the grand lodge of
lowa and the trepresentatives of 50 Mg
sithordipnte lodges of this state, a privilege
which I appreciate and which 1 hope to
make the means of showing to you some of
the teachings of our order In whint may pos-
sibly be to some a new Nght o relation to
things outside of the lodge.

Result of ITgnorance,

Now, 1 know that the order of Masons
Las not lived its life und done s wo k
without opposition, and sometimes bliter
hoe!ility. 1 know that there are some who
still oppoee and fight against it that some
clements deery It and some predachers fvel
called vpon to preaeh agalnst it nnd refuse
Lty admit to their fcll those who belong tn
. Hut this 1 fully believe ig altogether
because they do not know anything about It
or because they Judge It by those who,
though members of the order, lyve In con-
tradletion of its teachings, 1 do not hesi-
tate to eay tenleht that there 18 no evil
teaching, no evil intluence in Masonry itself,
but that the whole sublect and Influence of
this ancient order are only for good. It is
elalmed and believed that Masonry created
an opposition to the Church of Christ, that
it makes its members satisfied without
ligion, without tle church, that the lodge
tnkes the place of the church with many,
and this Is apparently substantiated by or-
roneous claling ard Inconsistent conduct of
Manong themselves, who do make the lodge
ar excuse for uweglecting the church,

But those who make the lodge an excuse
for not going to church would, I am sure,
find another excuse if they had not that,
and they are in that position in direct op-
position to the real teachings of Masonry,
The truth Is that Masonry is caleulnted, and
1 believe wane originally intended, to be the
handmaid of religion. 1 belleve that it 1a
g0 to some extent today, and 1 use the word
religlon not in that vague, indefinite, mean-
Ingless way that is common to the world,
but in ite renl sense as reforring to the
Christion church. In  Masonry a man I8
taught to belleve In God as his Father and
Almighty Ruler and In the bible as the word
of God and the gulde of hia life. He Is
taught the Importance of prayer, that no
important undertaking should be entered
upon without prayer. He is taught of a fu-
ture life for which this Is a precaution, of
& land beyond to which ench must go, poor
and blind and naked, trusting absolutely in
the mercy and grace of God. He 18 taught
that hig entrance Into the lodge is typleal
of his future entrance Into the grand lodge
nhove, where the King of Heaven rules, who
ig no respecter of persons, but with whom
all are on a perfect equality, and in that
lodge he is taught the kind of moral life
which I8 necessary to win the approval of
yod. Falth, hope and charlty are the most
lmportant rounds of the lndder that reaches
to heaven, while purity and temperanee and
uprightness of living are constantly emphbu-
slzed,

Alwnys Good in the Lodge.

Agaln, through all the history of Masoory
there have been found In its ranks many of
virth’'s greatest and wisest and best men,
and many of them deeply religlous, many
leaders in the service of God, while never
y¥et has there been knowlngly or intentlon-
ally admitted one Infidel or one reprobate.
Therefore, T say that both the teaching and
the Influence of Masonry are good; that
every man who eoters there in earnesiness
nnd sincerity ought to be the better man for
it, and I never attend the lodge without
findlng there some good thought worth tak-
Ing home capable of helping each life,

True, Musonry leads directly and of neces-
ity to the Christian church and its sacra-
ments and no mwan can be a consistent mem-
ber of the fraternity in the brondest sense of
the term unless he 18 ilso a4 member of the
Christian c¢hurch, Some of you will, 1
think, disagree with this; some of you will
think 1 am exnggerating, and so 1 propose
tonight to demonsirdte the facte In thelr
different ways, or at least from three dif-
ferent suthorities. First, from the holy
bible, the guide of all Musons; second, from
the examples of these who are revered in
the lodge, and third, from the work of
Musons In construction of the temple,

The holy bible, the recognlzed word of
God, I8 declared to be the gulde of Masons.
There they find the truth, there they learn
their duty, there they seek for light, 1f
Muasons will follow the guide offered them in
Masonry they will be led direcily to the
Christlan  church. And 1 ask you, my
brethren, to study that gulde and tp seek
the truth, nod | am convinced that the more
you seek the more you will find staring you
In the face wherever you turn the ceotral
truth of It all, Jesus Clrist, your Savior and
His kingdom prepared for your entrapce
And If you search that record sarnestly and
clearly 1 shall be much surprised it yvou Jdo
not find that when Christ established that
kingdom In the world He made It to be one
and gave to It & charter which should be
handed down from generation o generation,
and 1 shall be still further surprised if you
whoe clalm as Masons to come by right of
charter and by right of the same Initiation
and work from the lodge of the holy St
Jebn at Jerusnlem  are satisfied as Chris-
tlaps to enter any ehurch which canuot show
it charter from the Church of the Holy St
John at Jerusalem, which Is in any sevse a
clandestine or irregular one and which las
not the original work ordajned for It In the
boglnniug.

Severn! Men Are 'Injured, but None
Are RKilled, Though Severnld
Hundred Weére it Work,
LEBANON, Pa., Juhe &2—=A terrifie explo-
slon, causing the ground ‘to tremble and
houses to shake for mifes' ‘around, occurred
today at Colebrook furnace, No. 1, West
Lebanon, operated by the Lackawanna Iron
& Steel company of Seranton. The explosion

British Government s Notified of His
Conduet in Canada.

HIS LETTER MAKES THE DESIRED CASE

It Is Porsible He May Get Ont of the
Dominion Nefore the Power of
the Government (s Called
Into the Unne,

WASHINGTON, June (. —Steps have been
taken by which it Is expected that Livu-
tenant Carranza, Who has conducted the
Bpanieh spy eyetem from Montreal, with his
arsocinte, Senor Du Wose, former firat secs
retary of the Spanigh legation here, will be
oxpelled from Canadda ln the next few days,
unless they adopt their own means Lo leave
before an International question |s ralsed
over thelr prescnce o Cannda

The Carranea lettor wos communicated to
the Rritish ambaseador, Sie Jullan Paunces
fote, tegether with other luforimation bear-
Ing on the operations of the Spanish oMeinls
In Causdn. The ambassador was quick Lo
act i the matter and without walting the
alow process of the mall entled the entire

mutter o the forefgn oMee,
No doubt I8 entertalned as to the actlon
of the authoritiee In London, now that a

gpecific case has been made out ngainst the
Spanish officials In Canoda. They would
have taken the Initiative ere this had there
been auything more thau suspleion ns to the
operations of Carrunza and Du Bose. bBut
the Carranza letter was proof positive and
the British oMceinls moved quickly and on
their own volition toward securing adeguate
redress.

The State department haz not eabled Am-
bassador Hay, not deeming It necessary to
do more than simply lay the facts before
the British nmbassador here, It 18 expected
that Lord Salisbury will call the attentlon
of the Spanish government to the undesira-
bility of having Messrs. Carrnnza and Du
Bose remain In Canada longer, ns thelr
operations are so obviously hostile to the
United States,

This may become unnecessary if  the
Spanish oMelals withdraw from Cabnda ot
once, as there appears to be no disposition
to prosecute them or glve them an  en-
forced expulsion so long as they are willing
to close thelr operations and depart.

The British statutes, as well as thouwe of
Cannda, have specifie provislon against the

use of Hritigh or Canadian territory by
foreigners temporarily secking asylum there
ag the bnse of hostile operations against

countries with which Great Britaln amd ita
colotiles are at peace,

About A week ago an effort was made
by the Spanish officinlg to enlist the sym-
puthy of the British embassy here with an
nlleged British sehject imprisoned at Tampn,
who, It 18 now believed, Is the Spanish apy
alluded to In Lieutenant Carranza’s letier.
