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SPAIN'S FINANCIAL DILEMMA.

The Spanish governmoent is facing o
grave finanecial condition, the onteome
oft which will probably have a very de-
elilded beaving upon the guestion of con-
tinning the proscention of the war, As
noted in the dispatehios Parvis hankers
will not loan the government money ex-
copt  upon extraordinary guarantees,
while other European bankers decline to
undertake to flont a loan until the war
is ended and the political and finaneinl
stutus of Spain is known.,  Realizlng
that the Philippines and Cuba are cer-
tainly lost to Spain, that Porto Rieo is
likely to be and that if the war is pro-
tracted Spaln may lose other eolonial
possessions, the bankers of Burope are
not disposed to loan money vpon secu-
rity that the Spanish goverswent ay
not hold sixty days hence, The bonds
of that government arve of no valug witlis

out substantial guarantees and  such
guarantees a8 ib can offer may soon
prove to be worthless,

Without atiempting  to explain  the
complex charactor of Spanish finanees,
it will be sutficient to say that the eredit
of the govermuent is about exhansted
and that financinl chaos Is fmminent,
Golil is ot o prawimn of nearly W, the
holders of paper currency have Dboen
depleting the Bank of Spaln of its sil-
ver, so that suspension of specie pay-
ments by that lustiiation s threatened
aud the governmment is considering ex-
treme measures 1o ralse meney to an
aoeunt which will not enable it to carry
o war longer than thrie or four months,

While Spain unable (o borrow
money abrond the chances of floating a
loan of any considerable  amount at
howe, as it s sald the minister of -
nanee contemplites attempting, caniot
e vory good, inview of the fact that the
business of the conntey I8 almost pure-
ulyzed and Is gotting worse all the time,
Spantsh Industries hovee been s o ool
wiy for thoe and the war  has
greatly redueed the commeree of the ni-
ton.

THE NICARAGUA CANAL

The advoeates of the constraction of
the Niearagun canal by the  Tuited
States are getfing o goml deal of en-
counragement out of the existing condl-
thons, 1t I« urged that the necessity for
this waterway has been fally  demon
wtrntody thas in order to enanble  this
country to ocenpy o commarding posi-
tion in the Pacific this  link between
ocenns I8 Indispen=able.  Of eourse this
contemplates the annexation of Hawail
and the permnuent possession of the
Ihilippines and It may bhe  adodtied
thiat if we embark upon that course of
territorinl aggrandizement it wonld be
imporinnt to have the eannl But the
conntry hong not yet decldsl to make
this departure amd there is still reason
to hope that it will not do =o,

Whoen the ware i ended and the gues-
tion of what shall be done with con-
ipered  tereltory hag boen determined;
whien the eost of the conflict and the
burden fmposed by 1t is known, then
will e time enough to conslder whether
the governnient shall agsume an obliga-
tion of perbaps $150,000.000 for  the
constrnetion of the Nicargun canal or
w0 into the business of ecanal constroce-
tion elsewhere lu order to shorten the
witer route between the Atlantie and
Pacitic. At present, with war expenses
excesding $1LO00000 o day, the people
cannot be induesd to favor a project
that would Involve so Invge an expendi-
ture as the canal for which the govern-
ment would be vesponsible,

Meanwhile we shall have more  in-
formution as to’ the feasibility and the
probable cost of this project from the
commission appointed by the  present
administiition to make an inspection of
the proposed waterway  and there will
also b opportunity for farthier negotin.
tion with Niecaragua in regard to giving
permission to the United Stites to con-
struet and control the eanal, Something
may also have to be done with the Clay-
ton-Bulwer treaty, whiel is held by some
to forbid this conntey obminibng eseln-
sive control over a trans-isthmian eanal.
These are matters that amust Le settled
hifore the governnment assmnes any re
ﬁl‘(l]]ﬁl].ili'}' for the careving out of ths
project. Perhaps there would he little
difficulty  In satisfactorily  adjusting
them, but at all events thelr settlement
must preewde any other action,

Granting that a trans-dsthmian canal
s desirable, 1t is not conclnsively estah.
lished that the Niearagun rvoute iz the
hest one. Other rontes are advoeated
with mueh plansibility. At all events
the United States is not going inte canal
bullding on foreign territory for some
time to come, if 1t ever does ad the
eagerness of the Niearagua eanal promo-
tors to utilize the war for the advance-
ment of the project will not be fmnme-
liately productive of any practieal ee-
sunlt.

The action of the demoeratie  state
committee In deciding upon its conven-

Strange it is, in-
deed, that thése shme newspapers have taken
an entirely different position regarding the
forcign politics of their own countries for

Stales,

A few Oays ago a respectable Berlin news-
paper, of national tendency, demanded that
Germany obtaln exclusive control and pos-
apssion of Samon, on the ground that Ger-
mun commerce In the Islands in the last
vear had greatly shrunk. This same news-

paper, however, in the strongest words
chargod the Uniled States with fostering
rapacious deslgns on Cuba, ignoring the

fact, however, that the exporis of the Union
to the Pearl of the Antilles, and the dam-
nges which it has eufferad in conseguence of
the Cuban war, have been far greater than
tho German lossed’ in' Samon. At the pres-
ent moment the divislon of the Chinese em-
pire between the Buropean natlons is going
on, applauded by these same newspapers,
who are now thundering against the “‘ra-
pacious aod brutal Yaokee pation.” It s
avknowledged by allr fmpartial - witnessen
thist the Jegal rights of the North American
union de facto Arfe fhr greater than Lhose
of the Buropean nations, including Germuny,
who are now so anxlous 1o obtain fat mor-
wiels of land in China. Had the North
Ameriean unlon any desire 10 annex Cubno It
would have o perfect right to do so, for
geographieal, politienl, commercial, huminl-
inrinn and other ressbns,

Our whole sympatby In this war I8 with
the Union. ‘here & hardly o famlly In
Austriz or Germany which bas ool some
dear relatives or friends on the other side
of the water, many of whom are now pre-
pabltg to shed thelr blopd for the chause
of thelr adopted country!
