Secretary Wilson of the State Board of
Irrigation bas tubulated a report from the
Farmers' and Meérchants' Irrigation company |
ghowing the esperience of thirty-six farmers |
of Dawegon coanty who raised crops under
frvigation Iast year and who raised crops
without (rrigation. The number of acres of
irrignted wheat reported on was 660 aver-
nge yleld per acre, 226 bushels. Acrea of
wheat not under irrigation, 1.160; average
yield, 13.1 bushels. Acreg of corn under
irrigation, 866; average yleld, 46.4. Acres
of corn not irrlgated, 900; average yield,
121 bushels. The report of the farmers
using water from this one ditch shows that
the avernge gain in the yield of wheat when
irrigated is over nine bushels per acre, and
the galn In corn over thirty-four bushels per
acre.  This is sald to be the experience of
all the farmers of the semi-urid country |
who are trying irrigation,

The people of Dawson county hnve made
Ran estimate of the total value of the prod-
ucts of that county for last vear, which is
s follows: Wheat, rye and oats, §1,500,000;
corn, $400,000; live stock, $650,000: other
products, $250,000, If these figures are cor-
rect the products of Dawson county for a
slogle year If placed on the market would
amount to $300 per capita for the entire
population.
