Stranger from Sterling, Colo, Hasx n
Very Unpleasnnt BExperience with
Threee ANable Gentlemen e
Chances to Meet.

M. 8 IHampleman, from Sterling, Colo,
wins robbed of $66 on this &lde of the river
vesterdny aftornoon by three wily confidence
sharks, two of whom he haa met in Omaha
After robbing Hampléeman the three men
made thelr oseape while thelr victim has-
tened to the police station, where he related
his tale of woe.

Humpleman, who admitted he was nol ac-
eustomoed lo the waya and wiles of a large
¢liy, stated that he was slopping at the
Moote house In Omaha while toking In the
exposition. There a couple of days ago he
became acquainted with a man who clalmed
to have formerly known him In Arkansas,
Hampleman did not remember the man, but
guessed the fellow was all right and it was
not long befors he and his newly found old
friend became quite Intimate, After dlnner
at the hotel where Hampleman was stop-
ping, the man fram Arkansas Introducsd
another frlend who propesed that they cross
the river and take In the s=ights of Council

Bluffs Instead of vigiting the exposition, As
they hnd done on the two previous diays.
Hampleman was willing, especially ns the

secand stranger appeared to be n most con-
pendal acqualntance They boearded the
Council Bluffs motor ahd  Hampleman's
friend (rom—Arkaunsas pald the fare. When
they reached the enst end  of the motor
bridge one of the men suggested that they
get off the car and take a look at the gun
club's grounds. Hampleman had done a Hit-
tle targel shooting in his time and was
nothing loath to visit the grounds,

Arriving at the enclosure they were met
at the gate by o stranger who claimed to be
the manager. He was most affable and
would be delighted to show the wisitors
around. The grounds looked over one of thes
trio suggested a shell game, but Hampleman
commoenced to smell a rat and declined to
play. His refusal * scemed to enrage the
friend from Arkansas, who told him he
need nob be afrald as he had more money
with him than Hampleman had and he pro-
dueed a blg roll of bills from hls pocket.
This put Hampleman on his mettle and he
dove down In his Jeanz and pulled out his
wail contalnlng $65 mostly In $1 bllls. The
roll looked a blg one, but It was the last
chance the man from Colorade hal to look
at for the three men clozed round him
while two took hold of his arma, the third
man, who clalmed to be the manager of the
shooling grounds, selzed the wad and trans-
ferred it to his own pockets.

The trio simply
lnughed at him and told him he wag 4 great
bl sucker, The Irle of confidlence men
then made a bolt for a passing motor to
Omaha and that was the last Hampleman
saw of them. .

companies who are still holding out back
down other wholesile firms who ship large
quantities of goods by express will take up
the fight with the implement men.

Faying Rejected Reoruitws,

Warrants for §6,177,93 in pay of lowa sol-
diers bas been forwarded by the state of
lowa on authority of Paymaster McHenry, It
completes the liquidation of this debt by the
state. Most of the money went Lo men who
were rejected after being called to Camp
McKinley and had to go home. There were
289 of these men. The total amount given,
however, includes the pay of twenty-seven
men who were mustered, but did not re-
celve their pay before leayving for the front,
thirty-five men called for artillery organiza-
tion and Captain Emery and clerke in the
quartermasier’'s department. Of the total
the state will be relmbursed for the pay
of the men at the front only, mnking the
total cost for rejections and other expenses
$4,074.656. The total number of men re-
jected and who receive pay represents about
20 or 30 per cent of the men who were
netually rejected, but who are not entitléd
to pay under the rules of the department.
One captain certified thirty men to Pay-
master McHenry. Five were allowed pay.
Only those who came on the call are en-
titled to this pay. Those who came to the
camp without authority of the call, even
though they jolned companies In good faith,
could not recover from the state, Married
men and men whose families were il and
other men simllarly situated, although mem-
bers of the gusrd, were specifically ex-
cluded from the call, and even though they
came to Des Moines, they could not get
pay for the time.
