There will
be no flarcup and fAash and then nothing,
as with the heavywelght champlon,  bul
Dixon's light s expected (o go oul from now
on, although he may still whip many n
man In his class.

For a good many years ring followera
have been predicting the downfall of the
colored wonder, His continuous training,
many fights and the lurld path he has trav-
eled between times were sure to result in
his downfall, but it was put off much longer
than has becnu often antleipnted, Yet In his
dozen vears of career In the ring Dixon has
el o record that eam but be the envy of
those who succeed him. 1t 1s lmpossible
to tell how often he has appeared in fights
and in exbibitions, but the pumber ruos
way ‘up in the hundreds,

In his twelve years in the ring Dixon has
been possibly engaged In 160 fights, all told,
but many of them have been left from his
record. Those that have been written aml
dated, however, amount to 117 engungemoenis,
