A, ot army heoadgunrt on  Woldnesday
noen. The traflle will be Adlvided, and the
regimen: will be moved na soon na it s
ready. This, Captain Baxter thinks, will
probably be on Monday of noxt weok,
Threo of the four Omaha-Chlengo lines

and iwo of the Omaha-81, Louls roads went
ioto o peol, and In competing for the busl-
nesa submitted blds that were practienlly
the same. As o rosult of this pre-arrange-
ment among the rallronds for dividing the
business two hittalions of Colonel Bryan's
reglment will KO Lo Jacksonville
through Chicago and Nashville, and the third
battallon will be handled throuvgh St, Louls
and Noshville, At the latter place the three
battillons of the reglment will be reunjted
and will be moved to Jacksonville as one
reglment.  There Colonel Bryan will report
with his commund to Genernl Fitzhugh Lee.

The Omaha-Chlengo lnes that will earry
the soldiers are the Milwaukee, tho Rock
Island and the Burlington, The movement
of the Thivd battallon from Omaha to St
Louis will be over the lines of the Missour]
Tacifie, the I'ort Arthur route and the Wa-
bash,  All of the trialng will be started about
the same time, and eorts made to bring
the ontire reghinent together in Nashville
without delay to any part of it. By dividing
the huul among 8o many lines It I8 belisved
that n much more expeditions movement of
the reglment can e secured than if the con-
tract were awardoed to ote or Lwo roads.

Chiengo Great Western Takes Part In
the Omnhn Trailice.

CHICAGO, July 1M,~—The Chlcago Great
Western today  announced that it would
make the snme reduction between Chicago
and Omaha a8 the Hock Island might make
bhotween Chicago and 8t. Paul. The Graat
Western alleges to be just as good a road
into Omaha us the Rock Tsland ja ta St.
Maul, and says the latter has no right to
moke the rates for the other St. Paul roads,
which have a shorter milengo.

The Rock Island Is dissatisfed with Ita
present volime of business out of St Paul
und says It will have ita share.

Owing to the open reduction of $2 in rates
to Kansas City it is tolerably certaln the
Omnha rates will be similarly reduced apart
from the threatened trouble by the St Paul
Hnes.

The Missourl Paclfice today gave notlce
thnt it would make the rate between St
Louls and Kansas City In both directlons
§6.50, a reduction of 1 from the present
riles,

CHICAGO, July 13.—Some fear f{or the
new schedule of freight rales which went
Into effect on all transcontinental lines less
thon & month ago s expressed, because of
a fight which bas started between the South-
orn Pacific and the Panama llne, At South-
orn Pacific oflices In this city It was atated
that the Panama line had made a reduction
of nearly 60 per cent on a few commodities,
including some canned goods and wines, and
that the Southern Pacific had met tha com-
petition. Whether Aurther reductlons would
be mado by the Panama line could not be
stated.  The danger to the new and ad-
vanced transcontinental rates lies In a
Bpread of the warfare. So far none of the
commodities handled In quantities by the
northern lloes has been affected.

Foreclose on ,\\'qu-llnu & Lnke Erle,

CLEVELAND, July 13.—Proccedings were
entered in the United States eolrouit court
today with a view to causing the foréclosure
ol morgages agninst the Wheeling & Lake
Erie rallroad, aggregating $8,000,000, and
ssking for the sule of the road 1o satlsfy
the elalm. Fallure to pay interest is al-
leged, The Central Trust company of New
York ds the complalnant, but consolidated
with its case 48 that of the Metropolitan
Pinaneidl and Indusirial company of Jeraey
City, N. J.,, which originally caused tho ap-
polntment of Myron T. Herrick of Cleve-
land and Robert Blickensderfer of Now
York as receivers of the road,

THREE GRAFTERS CAPTURED

Omuhn Tollice Corral an Outflit
Sore Thing Men from
Chienzo.

Three of Chlengo's representative grafters
and *'big mitt" men were captured ¥yes-
terday at a north end lodging house. They
are Jake Johnson, Fred Smith and Harry
Noble,  The paraphernalla of thelr profes-
slon was found in thelr possesslon and con-
slsted of a pair of nlckle-plated locks and
a small counterfeit detective star, Tho
locks, one of which is known as a “live
one,” the other as a “dead one,” are used
to victimize innocent suckers whom they
conx to bet on their ability to open any one
of them, The star s used by one of the
men who impersonntes an  officer, The
bogus offfcer pounces uppn his confederates
and thelr sucker in the nfldst of a betting
gama and arrests all for pambling. He
conflscates the money in sight and then
relents and allows his prisoners to go, His
pils meet him when the sucker {8 out of
glght and divide the money.

All of the men were identified after thelr
arrest by Fred Buler of Manhattan, Kan.,
whom they victimized of $35 Monday night.
Four other victims of the lork game have
called nt the station to ldentify the pris-
ers. These mon, or men who use the same
methods, have been operating in Omaha for
a month with varying degrees of success,

COLOR LINE DISCRIMINATIONS.

Prominent Pastor Enters Protest in
the Nome of His Roce,
OMAHA, July 12.—To the Editor of The
Bee: May I, through your columns, call at-
tentlon to a growing evil which should be
checked? 1 would alse nsk that you dis-
cuss the matter, editorially, If you approve
of the plan proposed, or have any othep

remedy Lo sugKgest,

It I8 beeoming n notorious fact that it s
almost a matter of impossibillty for an Afro-
American, however reapectable or genteel he
may be, to reccive necommodation In a hotel,
restourant, ice cream parlar, barber shop or
public resort of any kind ih our city. At
many places he |8 met with blank refusal.
In others the disorimination tnkes the form
of a usurious overcharge or the resort to

some basp subterfuge, tantnmount to a re-
fusal, Nor 18 this confined to the city
proper., It has invaded the grounds of the

great Transmissiseippl and International Ex-
position. T know of threa cases of such Jdis-
criminatlon at the expositidn on July 4. 1
can clte you several cases occurring within
the last two weeks where Afro-Americans
have been refused accommodation in public
places. Residents of the city avold places
where they kuow they are not welcome, but
strangers, not knowlng where such places
are, are constantly being Insulted; and, in-
deed, so prevalent is this custom becoming
that none of us now know Jjust when or
where we are golng lo run upon these ex-
asperating conditions.

There are two ways in which
erimination can be stopped: The legal and
the moral. Not that the legal is not maoral.

The legal way I8 to have every person ar-
rested and prosecuted who violates the stat-
ute. And if the other remedy is not applied
this one will be applied most vigorouely.

The morial remedy is thia: Let our llbher-
al-minded and substantial white citizens
publish over thelr signatures a stutement of
thelr lack of sympathy with and their dis-
approval of the discrimination thus praec-
tleed and the further statement that they
will withdraw their patronage from those
practiglng such diserimination.

This, I belleve, will be the best corrective
of this evil. Are there not among our cltl-
zens those who are courageous enough and
llberal-minded enough to take up this mat-
ter varpestly and effectively? 1 believe that
we have such men and women in our oity.

PAYING UP BACK SALARIES

Clty In Settling with Flremen and
Pollcemen for Their Long
Deferred Pay.,

Salary warrants of the fire and police de-
partments agegregating some 320,000 have
been called in by City Treasurer Bdwards.
By Lhis actlion the clly's obligations for
palaries are more nearly wiped out than they
have been for a conglderable length of time,
As soon as all the warrants are in back aal-
arfes of policemen will be pald up to May 1
and of firemen to March 1,

Of these warrants $10,000 are on the po-
lice funds, paying the ealarvies of February,
March and April, The remalning $20,000 are
upon the fire funds, and include the salorieg
of January and February. The Indebtedness
will be still further wiped out by the calling
in of additional warrants as fast as the
taxes are pald Into the city treasury,

During the month of June some $132,000 in
goneral taxes weore pald into the treasury.
This is between $75,000 and §50,000 less than
for the month of June last year. This differ-
ence would be lessened conglderably, how-
ever if the amount recelved in the shape of
checks were Included in the grand total.
On account of the great amount of work
the clerks in the office have to do receipis
for these checks have not yet been sent

out.

This fact furnishes the ofMcers of the de-
pariment with oceasion to com-
plain that a bigger force has
not been employed during this portion

of the year. They poiug out that so long
as receipts for these chycks are not sent
the money Is mot avallable. 1f the slips
of paper could be transformed into cash at
once, additional warranta could be taken
up. It is pointed out that the 7 per cent
interest saved on these warrants ,would
more than eal up the expenge of the nddi-
tional help and that the ¢ity would be win-
ner by the temporary augmentation of the
office force.
