The regolution
was ndopted by a rising vote,

Heport on Leangoe Work.

The report of the committee on league
work was presented and upon motlon of
Mr. Melntyre of lowa, was adopted by a
unanimous vote. The report follows:

That the secretaries of the various state
leagues be requested to forward to the nua-
tional socretary copies of their plans of
orgunization, and lesgue literature used
by them.

We further urge that the national secre-
tary publish, quarterly, noted and suggos-
tlons on league work, and disgribute the
same to the officers of the national, state,
congressional, county and club  organlza-
tions.

That we do not favor the legal incorpora-
tion of stato republican leagues.

We recommend, that in so far a8 wo have
authority, that blenninl sesslons be sub-
stituted for anoual sessions of the National
league,

That we recommend that the president of
the National league be moade an ossoclate
member of the natlonal republican commit-
tee, and the state presidents be made as-
sociate members of thelr respective state
republican central committees, and
the presldonts of the congressiomal, county
and township leagues be recommended s
ngsociate mowmbers of thelr respective cen-
tral republican committee.

That we call speclal nttention of the na-
tlonal officers to the resolution pnssed at
the natlonnl convention held at  Detroit,
found on page 41 of the proceedings of that
convention, and recommend that the same
be more vigorously euforced.

That the national president be Instractod
to see that the plans of organization adopted
be completed and enforced In the several
gtatesn and territories, ns far as practicable,
and that each state and territory hold a
slate convention nunually, and that the
delegates to the National Republican loague
he #elected at the mecting of the state
leagues, next precediog the date of the hi-
cunlal conveutlon of the National Repub-
licun league,

On “Time and Place.”

The contest of the worning came up when
the committee on time and place reported.
The report wns brief, the document simply
etating that Los Angelea, 8t. Paul nnd Gal-
veston hond  extended  invitations to  the
twelfth annusl meeting of the league. It
recommended that ip the [nterest of the
party the pext convention be held two vears
hence, and that the date and the location
be left to the executive committee, The re-
port precipltated a spiritod discussion.

C, B. Bradley of Wyoming wanted the eon-
vention to go ahead and settle the location
for the next meeting. He thought that it
was o matter to be disposed of by the con-
vention instead of by the committee,

8id Foster of lowa urged thut the selec-
tion of place should be left entirely with
the committee, Conditions might arise dur-
Ing the next few monthas that might make
it advisable to change any location made
at this time, and agnin, no convention should
delegate 1o itself the place of holding o
convention tbat was to be held in 1600,

E. . Caldwell Ingiated that no
town could tell st this time what it
could do two years In the future. No town
wus in o pogition to make good the promises
wade at this time.

Senator Berry of Illlpols favored leaving
these matters with the executive commitiee,
the members of which were honest men, who
would look after the best Interests of the
parey,

Mr. Wright of Minnesota came to the
front with an  amendment, but be was
quickly dispesed of by his ameéndment being
tabled. He proposed that the conventlon be
held In 1900 and that 8t. Paul be named us
the place for holding the same. The amend-
ment went to the table before it could be
soconded,

By a unanlmous vole the report of the
committee wus adopted and the next con-
vention will be held two years from now,
the place of meeting o be léft (o the com-
mitiee.

In order to allow the delegates to onjoy
the trolley ride and then aftend the ¢ X ol
ton, 1the convention oadjourned until 10
o'¢lock this morning, when the olection
of oflicers will occur

EXPORTS AND IMPORTS FOR JUNE.

Former Show n Big Inecreanc, but the
Latier Are Smaller.

WASHINGTON, July 14.—The monthly
statement of the Imports and exports of the
United States for the month of June, 18958,
and for the whole of the fiscal year just
closed, shows that the cxports of domestic
merchandlse durln'y, June amounted to $02,-
054,401, an incrense over June, 1807, of over
221,000,000,

The fmports of merchandise during Juna
nggrogoted §561,207,6501, of which $22,017.877
wae froe of duty, Thig is a decrease In the
dutiuble merchandige 1mported of $15,700,-
(00,

The gold imports during June amounted
to $3,1584,744, agalnst §6L0,843 for June, 1807,
The exports during the month were §375,-
520, as compared with $7,625,678 from the
previous June.

The @llver exports amounted to $1.105¢
a decrease of noarly a million from June,
1897, The silver Importe were §560.700, o
decreéase of nearly $200,000,

The flgures for the fiscal year show an
Increuge as compared with 1807 in the ox-
