Figures Showing the Mighty Army Employed
in the Business.

ONE MILLION MEN THUS EARN A LIVING

Operation of Electrie Cabs In New
York City=Telegraph and Tele-
phone  Nates =< Hoom  for
Electrivanl Engineers,

The marvelous Increage In the electrieal
| buginese (1 this country will be apprecinted
by the statement that fully 1,000,000 men
are employed In its various departments.
A computation made by the New York Sun
shown that there are In the United States
nearly 1,000,000 miles of telegraph wire And
there are 22,000 telegraph offlces, exclusive
of those malntalned by the rallrond com-
panica for the conduct andl regulation of
thelr traing, Taking (nto account telegraph
operntors, telegraph company emploves nnd
those In the telegraph gervice of the rall-
roads there are 100,000 persons connected
cwiththe transmissionof telegraphic messages
in the United Sthtes. There are now 600,000
miles of telephone wire in the Unlted States,

more than 1,000 exchanges, and an equal
number of telephone branch offices, ex-
clusive, of course, of pay statlons, The

nimber of employes of the teleplhione com-
pinles of the United States Is 26,000, ex-
[elusive of thoge engaged in construction and
repalr work for the companles.

The gradual substitution of the electrie
Leurrent for horse power on surface rallroads
Lhas added largely to the number of em-
ployes of electric rallroads. There are now
llu the United States 14,000 miles of cleetrie
or trolley roads, and these roads give em-
'plu_\'nwm. it Is computed, to 100,000 persons
(a5 motormen, conductors, clerks, inspectors
and electrictans. Then is there the ltem of
jolectrie lighting, which I8 one of the most
1lm|mr|ant branches of the development of
Lelectrie service, but likewise one the figures
of which are the most fragmentary. Nearly
| every important city of the Unlted States,
land many unimportant clties, too, are
Hghted by electticity, ns well as private
houges, stores, public buildings, tunnels,
bridges, caves, mines and parks, and the
|mm of the eleotrie current in manufacturing
I8 constantly on the incrense. Machines are
rin by  electricity, many manufacturing
operations are performed by i, vlovatora
are run by eleetricity, tans for cooling pur-
poses are run by electricity, and as these
|nr¢- extended the number of persons em-
| ployed is steadlly belng Inereased.
| There are still to be added the figures of
another hranch of the business, onc of the
most important, the manufacture of elee-
trie appliances, which, it is computed, gives
'umploynwnt to more than 250,000 persons.

Taking all the figures togetber, it is prohe-
ably not for from the truth to say that there
are 1,000,000 pergons in the United States
dependent upon electricity for a lvelihood.

Eleetrie Caba,

The genernl publie, a8 well as electricians
and financlers, have been watehing with
interpst the development of the electrie liv-
ery service established in New York City
o fow months ago by the Electric Vehlcle
company. Leaving nstile the political and
municipal questions involving a public cab
service in a city as large as New York, says
the Electrical Review, there were several
vitul polnts to be overcome, experimentally,
before o positlve answer could be glven
as o whether or not an electrie eab serv-
lee would be finauclally successful.

The first point to be attained ras that
the operating  cost of the electrie vehlole
ghould be below that of a vebicle drawn by
a horse. The fact that this has been ac-
complished in street rallway traction left no
doubt to those in charge of the matter that
it could also be done with other eleetric
vohleles,  As reversal Lypes of electrie car-
rioged have been used in New York, and
as the whole scheme is of recent origin,
exact figures as to the ecarning powers of
any partieular style of electric vehlele are
unavallable at the present time.

There i no doubt that electric cabs are
perfectly practicable, but the construction
of such vehicles being relatively new, there
{s, of course, n great fleld for their im-
provement. Such a vehlele has to be built
exnctly according to the requirements it
will hiave to meet. Certalnly the public cab
und livery service in New York is about
a8 severe o test as could be devised for any
kind of vehicle.

The Electrical Review understande that
the company now operating the electric cab
gorvice in New York bas achieved results
which are very encouraging. This s em-
phasized by the fact that the company is
now completing 100 new eleciric earringes,
which will be put In operation as speedily
us gossible, It is probable that a year hence
soma very interesting and  valuable facts
and figures regardiog electric vehicles will
be available,

Electriec Horses.

The old {dea of fitting up merry-go-rounds
with electric horaes which should prance
and rock in reallstie fasbion has been
resuscltoted and made to form the pretext
for the formation of a stock compuny, The
object of the company s staled as “the ex-
ploitation  of palents relating to an
absolutely original form af recreation, com-
bining the pleasure of equesiriun ecxercise
with the charm of novelty,”! The mepns
whereby the desirable combipation s to be
effected is the electrie horse. Acvompanying
the eircular of the proposed company ls an

Mustratien  in° which thirty or forty
mechanicol etevds are shown  disporting
themselves In an extensive, arena. These

up-to-date quadrupeds, mounted on rods at-
tached to rails, enter the arenn on n series
of tracks, An outér ring affords the more
adventurous an opportunity to indulge In
an electric horse race, the apparatus being
arranged In such o mapner that “the race
j& u genulne one, and the selectlon of th

winger Is purely a matter of chance,” The
asaurance I8 glven that the new cquine
machine will trot, walk, canter or gallop

at the wish of the rider. Further, it Is {m-
possible for the most Uimid to fall or lose
I his balance when onece seated on the saddle,
s0 that when this initlal performunce has
been accomplished the equestelan will feel
far more 4t home than he would on o safely

Telegraph and Telephone Mates,
Some Impatient ceitielam of long-distatce
telephone rates might be aaved if the publie
understood better the basis on which such
charges were made, The correspondent hy
telephone munt have all the line when he
requires it, and practically the entire sarn-
Ings of the long-distance line must be
within the hours when business men are at
tholr oMies The capaclly of i dis-
tanee line i& conlined to an average of six
conversations an  Hour, that the rate
mist be suMcient to yield during o Hmited
time an adequnte return upon the Investment
und expenses, Telephone rates, therafore,
are biased on mileage, and the lime the line
Is oceupled In arranging the connection, in
conversation and in disconnecting Many
people are unable to understand the causs
of the difference of the rates for telegraph
and telephone service. This difference 1s
caslly. explalned, The telegraph employvs
a single wire conductor, and by the guadruy
plex system this wire I8 made to serve the
parjione of four wires, The long-distance
telephone service roguires two copper wires

long

L]

for each ¢ireult, which, together, welgh
noarly double what the single iron wire
does;, and cost over five times as much per

pound, The gencral construction and equip-
ment of the long-distanee telephone wervice
Is algo fur more expensive than that of the
telegraph. Furthermore, an ordinary ten-
ward telegram may be transmitted in a
minute, and four messpges can be golng
over the same wire at the same tme, Each
completed conversation over the long-dis-
tatice telephone occuples two wires for an
average of ten minutes, which brings the
comparigon to two wires for ten minutes,
ns against one-fourth of o wire for one
minute. Another essential difforeénce in
the two systems Is that the sender of a tele-
Eram writes out his message, and goes
abiout his business, and the operator for-
wiards it when convenlent, thus keeping the
telegraph lines fully employed at all hours,
whereas the telephone must necessarlly be
Innctive for the greater part of the twenty-
four hours.

FPhonograph Services for Charches,
One of the features In a recent eleetricnl
exhibition wag a church lighted entirely by
tubes of soft, white, phospharescence in the
roof. To make the show even more true to
the conditions It slmulated, there were pewa
with hymn books and a real organ, upen
which a  prelude  and an offertory  were
played at ench sesston. This being groatly
appreciated, It was suggested that the oc-
clesiastical iden would be further carried
out by introducing a real gervice. As the
show was practically continuous, there were
objections to engaging o clergyman, but a
phonograph was mounted on a chalr at the
altar, with its bross funnel stretehing over
the lectern, and from this (nstrument the
Lord’s prayer, the twenty-third Psnlm and
the Beatltudes were glven out with sonorous
cffeot. 1i s stated that the volume of sound
by the best cylinders in the most eMelent
phonographs frequently reaches 90 per cont
of the sound of the actual volee, and there |
are those who elalm that the percentnge s
evin higher. De this as It may, the effect
af the Ilpnovatlon mentioned has suggested
new possibilities for poor churches and out
Iving parishes, especinlly ag many phono-
Eraph cylinders now carry hymn words anid
tunes, aml as mechanical organs can obtrin
an inexhaustible supply of roll music of a
religious character. It may be that in the
near future a whole chureh gervice, sermon,
music and all, will be run by muchinery.

"lenty of Room,
In replyving to a toast at a recent elec-
trical dinner one of the spenkers, whose

opinlons are always recelved with respect
in electrical ¢ircles, entered a strong protest |
aginst the cry which Is now often hu-nrd,|
that the colleges are turning out too maony
clectrical onglineers, After making an ex-
haustive pergonal Investigation, he found
there was no foundatlon for such an appre-
henslon.  The question has been approached
from a false directlon, and it was wvery
essentinl that the [ssues should not he con-
founded, What 1s an actual hindrance to the

professlon Is the fact that a greal many
young men are pushing Into the electrical

courses of our colleges who ought to have
studied law, or divinity, or become profes-
slonal bunse ball players, or gone dlrectly
Into mercantile Ife. For such there could |
never be any hope. They necessarlly becomae |
itinerauts, and the profegsion would be bet-
ter In repute and status without them. For
successful electrieal englneering there should
be a fair amount of naturel aptitude in the
candidate, a careful training and & capacity
for dogged work. Of men who have these
guallfieations there Is today an actual lack
In the profession; so that lopstend of belng
Yogvercrowded” It Is suffering for want of
proper material, It Is not necessary thot
every electrieal engineering graduate should
take the idenl occupation In Iife to be the
technienl conduct of w factory deslgning |
eleetrical apparatus of all kinde, from w
push  button to an induction motor. To
supply the needs of the whole country in
this regard possibly tweo dozen men would
guMees. But there are thousands of situations
in central siations, large isolated plants, en-
gloeering establishments and long-distance
trunsmission plants, where electrical Intelli-
gence and training are Indispensable. Hero
the so-called practical eloctricil englneer |8
of no uge, for the work is beyond him-—hls
day s already pust, and here the college
graduate comes In. The standard of the
profession has risen immenpely In the last
few years, and nowndays o Young man must

be thoroughly grounded in the scientific slde

BSince
then varlous and novel theories have boen
offered by sclentlsts to explain the radiant
matter o the Crookes tube, but they have
been dropped one by one, and the original
theory of the discoverer appears to be os-
tublishod, And this, too, although remoarka-
ble advances are being moade in rodiography.
