Ordered to Washington to Coneult Regarding
Porto Rican Expadition,

ONLY TWO MORE REGIMENTS FOR CUBA

These Wil Be Tnimuones to Hold San-
tingo After lix Surrender—YMost
of P'resent Force to Nle
Withdrnwii,

WASHINGTON, July 14.—Major General
Brooke, commanding the large army of
Unitéd States troops now at Chickaomauga,
has boen ordered to report to Washington
and |8 expected o rench here tonight. 1t Is
believed that his call to this city hns been
with n view to consuliation respecting the
next military expedition, which it is now
proposed shall leave the United States
within a short time after the fall of
Suntingo.

It i3 belleved that n Porto Rican expedl-
tidn will not draw upon our troops in Cuba
to any great extent, the plan bedng to have
our Cuban forees Jargely returned to the
United  States for resuperation. General
Wilson's division, composed of the brigades
of Generals Halnes and Ernest, are under
orders for the Porto Rican expedition. One
brigade is now at Charleston and the other
at Chickamaugn. No more troops, it is
ordered, shall be embarked for Santingo
with the cxception of dwo regiments of
immunes, These immune reglments are at
New Orlenns and Galveston, where trans-
ports have been provided to take them Lo
(Cuba,

Although the reported appearance of a
fow cases of yellow fever nmong our troops
in front of Santingo presents a perplexing
problem to the president and his advisers,
It Is nlmost certaln to result in the tem-
porary removal of all our land forces from
the island of Cuba as promptly as possible
after the final surrender of Genoral Toral's
army Is effected. In this connection the
question of withholding for the present the
cxpedition mow being fitted out agaiost
Parto Rico has been under serious consider-
atlon, but up to this time no positive con-

cluslon, It is thought, has bheen resched.
Tnvestigation with respect to the climatie
conditions at  San  Juan, however, have

convinced the officials that there would be
vo danger to our troops there from yellow
fever, which prevails in all parts of Cuba.
The ity of San Juan, which Is built on
bigh ground, is said to be exceptionally
clean for n Spanish town. The water 15
dild to be good and oll things consldered
it I8 not believed that the present arrange-
ments for the dnvasion of the island will
bo Interfered with, None of the troops now
in front of Buantingoe, It 18 understood, will
tuke part in this expeditlon, but will be
brought north to remaln until  October,
when §t is expected the dangers from the
Cubnn fevers will bave passid.
