RECOVERING ON

THE BONCS

Taxpayers Who Helped the Bridge Company
Get Another Judgment,

RESULT OF A CHANGE OF CORPORATIONS

Omahn & Council Bloffs Rallway
and Nridge Company Loses Hes

cnuse it Has Not an Town
Charter to Baek It

Judgment for 35,845,390 was entered yvesler-
day In the superior court against the Omaia
& Council Bluffs Rallway and Hridge com-
pany in the sult bBrought by W, 8. Balrd,
representing the elaims of varlous property
owners, Lo recover taxes levied for the con-
struction of the company’s bridge acrosa the
Misgourl, The cage was tried in April last
and W. 8 Balrd and W. ). Hardin ware
appointed commissioners by the court 1o
determine the amount of the tax that the
plaintiffs had paid. The commissfoners flled
thelr report yesterday and judgmoent was en-
tored sccordingly. The oase, it I8 unders
stood, will be taken to the supreme court by
the motor company.

The sult Is one of several that arose from
the levying of the tax voted to assist the
Omnhn & Councll Bluffs Rallway and Bridge
compiany in the construction of the bridge
across the Missouri river. In 1886 the people
of Council Bluffs voted a 6 mills levy on the
total valuation of all properly In the elty
for the years 1887 and 1888, the proceeds of
which were to be given to the Omaha &
Council Bluffs Rallway and Bridge company,
an lowa Incorporation, for the purpose of
constructing a rallway and wagon bridge
over the Missourl river at or near the foot
of Brondway in Councll Bluffs, running to
the opposite bank, The basls of the action
brought to recover the taxes pald was that
prior to the payment of the taxes by the
citlzens to the county treasurer the lowa
corporation assigned to the Omoba & Coun-
cil Bluffs Rallway and Bridge company, a
Nebraska corporation, all its right, title ana
Interest in this tax that had been voted, in
return for one-half of all the fully paid-up
capital stock of sald Nebraska corporation.
The state law provides that a tax may be
levied for such purposes, but helds that the
money can only be pald to a corporation in-
carporated under the laws of the state, The
lowa corporation having assigned ita interest
in the tax to a foreign corporation the court
held that the money for the tax had been
unlawfully pald over to the Nebraska cor-
poration.  Spencer smith, representing a
large number of citlzens, brought suit
agalnst the molor company and recovered
an amount in the nelghborhood of $30,000,
The motor company appealed, but the su-
preme court declded against it

In the case brought by Balrd in the supe-
rior court and in which judgment was en-
tered yesterday, another questlon was in-
volved. The motor company set up that
Balrd was outlawed Inasmuch as suit had not
been brought to recover within five years
and that therefore he was barred by the
stutute of limitations. Balrd, however, con-
tends that suit was brought within five years
after the discovery of the fact that the
money levied under this tax had been paid
by the county treasurer to a foreign corpo-
ration and not to the domestic or lowa cor-
poration, as the law provides., Judge McGee
sustained Balrd's position and it is on this
point that the motor company will take the
case to the supreme court.

Get the Weedn Cut,

County  Auditor Matthews yesterdny
malled to each of the township elerks of the
county a notlee calling their attention to the
new law  passed by the Twenty-seventh
General Assembly providing for the cutting
of weeds on public roads and also sent. thom
the necessary blanks on which to moke re-
turne. The law Is as follows:

That it shall be the duty of the owners
of land situated outside of Incorporated
towns and clties to mow or cut near the
sirface all weeds on sald land within the
limits of the public roads thereon, on or
befcre the 16th day of August af each wear,
Thet in the event sald land owners do not
comiply with the foregoing section on or
tefore the 16th day of August of each year
it shull then be the duty of the rond su-
pervisor having jurisdiction to give such
owner, his agent or lessee, three days' no-
tice in writing to comply with section one
hereof, and upon fallure so to do it shall
be the duty of the roud supervisor to mow
or cut near the surface the weelda on such
public roads of his district and he shall
miake return in wrlting to the trustoes of
such township, with the bill for hls ex-
penses, which In no case shall exceed two
dollars per doy for his gervices, which shall
be pudited and allowed by sald board and
pald from the dlstrict road fund; and the
amount so pald shall be enteéred up and
 levied against the lands on which aald
weeds have been destroyed, nnd collected
v by the county trensurer, the same as other
taxes nnd returned to such district road
fund,

FORT MADISON, Ia., July 21.—(Bpecial.)
—The announcement has been made that
Fort Madison |8 to have a new Burlington
depot. The outward dimensions of the depot
will be about 24x02 feet, one story high,
It will have two
walting rooms 22x28, and a frelght room on
the west 18x22 feet, Leading to the en-
trance from Front street will be a broad
stairway which will be enclosed and which
will enter an eight-foot hallway, and at
either side of the hallway commodious
closets. The building will face the south,
and over the tracke It Is antleipated a rain
shed will shelter passengers from sun and
rain. The bullding will cost about $12,000.

Find n Mastadon Tooth.

BURLINGTON, Ia., July 21.—(Speclal)—
Last SBunday some harvest hands {n the
employ of T. H. Barnes, reslding on sectlon
16, in Unfon townshlp, found the fossil tooth
of a mastodon, The monster tooth com-
prises five prongs, or indentations, and
measures, longitudinally, seven laches,
with a width of three and one-half Inches
and protruding from the gums of the jaw
two and one-half to three inches. Tho
roots were probably four or five Inches long,
one of the broken pleces measuring about
two inches from the base of the tooth body.

I0WA  BANK  CLOSES

German Savings Bank of Doon Shuts Its
Doors,

NO REASON GIVEN FOR THE COLLAPSE

State Aunditor Notifiled by Telegraph
of the Fallure, hat No Particen-
Inrn Are Thus Far Glven
Ont.

DES MOINES, July IL—(8pecial Tele-
gram.)—The offlce of the auditor of state
was notified by telegraph this afternoon of
the fallure of the German Savings bank at
Doon, Lyon county, la. No information or
particulars as to cause were included in
the telegram which conveyed a
#tntemont of the fact that the doors of the
Institution had cloked. The last ofMeinl and
sworn statement filed with the auditor by
the bank was filed June 00, It then owed
$37.36895, but geemed to be in falr con-
dition. The statement at the oMee of the
aundltor was sworn to by C. H. Becker, as
vice president, and C. 8 Bennett, as
cashier, and by James Peterson and Fred
Becker as directors,

An effort Is being made In Camp Me-
Kinley to induce the War department to
order the Iowa batterics to one of the hig
camps, possibly to Chattanoogn, The men
are drilling twice a day In the camp here,
but they have no horses and no proper
armament with  which to drill.  Delng
isolated from other soldiers, the officers
fear that eventually the Interest may lng,
and realizing the great advantage Lthere
would be in belng camped with other ar-
tillery organizations and belng fitted with
proper eguipment, the effort to sccure re-
moval from this to a national camp has
been inaugurated.

SOLDIERS NEED A REST

Shafter Recommends that His Men
Be Returned to the United
Stntes,

SANTIAGO DE CUBA, July 20—(Via

Kingston, Jumaica, July 21.)—General Shaf-
ter has epened a cable office here and is in
communleation with Washington regarding
the disposition of the Fifth army corps,
which consists of those troops which ecamoe
with him from Tampa and the reinforee-
ments from the four transports which have
slnce been unloaded, Except the Thirty-
third and part of the Thirty-fourth Michi-
gan, none of the latter have been in action,
but are all eamped in the same place, and
so far as lealth conslderation go General
MceKibbin seems to have held the opinion
that the Fifth corps could join the Porto
Rlco expedition under General Miles as soon
as Santiago should fall. This was the evi-
dent intentlon when the invasion army left
the United States. but the condition of the
men now, according to the physicians and
commanding officers, I8 such that the entire
corps should return north at once. General
Miles has cabled that he does not want and
will not need a single man among them,
and he belleves that after their hard cam-
puign they should be given a rest of at least
two or three weeks,

General Shafter's messages to the same
effect have been most urgent and the doe-
tors say the men should be given a rest of
at least two or three weeks, The dactors
say the men should be sent Into camp in
the mountains of North Carolina or western
Maine for a month. Washington agrees to
this and will do everything posgible, the
cable dispatches today say, to carry the
army away from here. But there Is a lack
of transporta. In addition to the Porto Rieo
troops, which will require forty eteamers
for thelr conveyance, the authoritles here
are still counting upon having to convey
the 22,000 Spanish prisoners to Cadiz. The
Intter want to go 8% soon Gs possible, and
it appears from here that our government
cannot get sufficient vessels and this fact
holds the Fifth corps here, doing nothing.
The men are anxious to get away.

The cavalry division has been sent Into
the mountains at its own request to see If
It canngt get into shape to join General
Miles, and If no fever develops the men mny
Eo 1o Ban Juan de Porto Rico,

The Twenty-fourth Infantry is acting as
guards and as purses at the hospital at
Juragua. and more of them are needed.
The colored troops are all likely to remaln
here to attend the sick and hold Santlago,

General Shafter has cabled to Washington
that It is Imperatively necessary that he
should have more immunes sent to him
qulckly, and the probability is that a corps
will leave within the next ten days.

All our men are now encamped on the
fighting line, where they have been for two
weeks, except General Wheeler's men, who
have been sent inte the hills, General
Wheeler 1s still 11, but he resists the pleas
af his friends to return to the United States,

WASHINGTON, July 2i.—Becretary Alger
sald today that the troops which were in
the engogements at Santlago would not be
sent to Porto Rico, and thore was no do-
sire to use them. They will remaln in
Cuba until the yellow fever bas been en-
tirely stamped out. General Mlles did not
think It advisable to take any troops to
Porto Rico that were lHable to bave con-
tracted fever and in this conclusion the de-
partment concurred,

ATTRACTS ATTENTION OF FOREIGNERS

United Siates Has Censed to Be Simply
the Graunry of the World—
Opportunities for Fure
ther Increase,

—

WASHINGTON, July 21.—The remarkable
advance of the United States iInto  the
markets of the world {is presented In n
publication just issued from the Dureau of
Forelgn  Commerce, Department of State,
under the direction of Frederick Emory.
While presenting  elaborate  statistics and
datn on the incroase of this trade the world
over, the subject is also treated broadly to
Lring out the general signlficance of this
trade development, which Mr, Emory refers
to a8 “an American invasion of the marketa
of the world. Aithough no reference is
made to recent geographical and political
changes resulting from the appearance of
the United States In the Philippines, in
Cubn, Porto Hico and elsewhere, yet the
review deals with the important part which
Ameriean  enterprlse  and capital s tak-
lng in the development of the far east.
In his Introduction to the work Mr. Emory
SOYE:

The United

. States Is no longer the
grooary of the world" merely. While its
exports of agricultural products have in-

creased to a remarkable extent during the
last year, its sales abroad of manufactured
goods have continued to extend with a
facllity and promptitude of results which
dave excited the serious concern of countries
that, for generations had not only con-
trelled  their home markets, but had
practically monopolizel certain lines of
trade In other lands. When we consgider
that this result has been reached with
comparative ecase in gplte of added Impedl-
ments to United States exports In the form
of diserimination of various kinds, and, not-
withstandiog that organized effort to reach
foreign markets for our muanufactures ia as
yet in its infancy, the ability of the United
States to compete successfully  with the
most advanced Industrial  nations in nny
part of the world, as well as with those na-
tlons In thelr home mwarkets, can no longer
be serlously guestioned.
Attrocts JForeign Attention.

The dttention which foreign EOVEernments
have glven to this rapid increase of Amer|-
can trade s discussed asg follows:

In view of what may be termed an Ameri-
can invasion of muarkets of the waorld, the
attitude of the leading commerclal nations
townrd each other and the relatlons which
their industrial activity and trade inter-
ests bear to the United States become n
mu?t_vr of practical concern. The more fm-
partant Incidents of the last year In forelgn
diplomacy have, therefore, a significance for
us which might not bave attuched to them
in the absence of concerted efforts to extend
the #ale of our goods. It may be said that
the chief business of Europesn diplomacy
ut the prvm-[n day Is to secure new “apherea
of jufluence” and wider opportunities for
trade, o8 well as suitable territory for og-
cupation by the overflow of population from
the more densely Inhabited countries, The
world has watchoed the progress  of the
diplomatic dramn  in Cuba with Interest,
which has beon helghtened by the knowl-
elge that the practiesl outcome might be
either the opening of new channels of trade
to the commerce of the globe or the nppro-
printion of them by particular nations for
their own special benefit,

Ching has for some years been one of the
most promiging flelds for Amerienn enter-
prise, industry and capltal and the entrunce
of the vast empire upon the path of woest-
ern  development under conditions which
would securs equality of opportunity to the
Unlted States would doubtless result in fm-
menseg gain to our manufacturers In the
demand sure to follow for lines of supplies
and goods of varlous descriptions that we
are fitted to provide,

The soiution of the problem of the future
commercial conditions of the Chinese em-
pira has, theérefore, an immedinte and most
lmportant relatlon to the expansion of our
export Lrade, especlally that of our Pacific
slope, The partitioh of Afrlea among the
Buropean powers offers considerations of an
economic character of almost equal magni-
tude, whila the plans of the more aotive
commercial natlons for inereasing their re-
apoctive shares of the trade of the Latin-
Amerlcan markets allected us even more
serlously in the development of our ¢om-
merclal intercourse with the southern half
of the western hemisphere, The “inters
natlonalization' of the Unlted States, so far
as Industry and commerce are concorned,
has, in fact, been made a thing of the past
by the logie of the change In our economic
requirements. and we can no longer afford
tn disregard international rivalries, now thut
we ourselves have become o competitor in
the world-wide struggle for trade,

Waorks Economie Changes,

It s shown also that internntional econ-
ditions in many of the forelgn countries ure
bringing about important economic changes
which affect the trade of the United Btates.
In this connection Mr. Emory says

Nor is it with the relations of the differ-
ent nations wward oue aootbor that we are
wlone concerned Tie Indusirigl changes
ourrent within the territory of each obtain a
new and much graver importance in their
possible effect upon our recent development
as an exporter of manufactured goods. The
conditions centributing to the rapid growth
of manufactures In pecent yeurs—the flseal
chiupges In Russin, India and Jupan, as
well a8 In gome of the Latin countries; the
extrpordinary lmpulse given to the io-
dustria) and ammercial growth of the Ger-
man empire as o factor of International
trade; the advance of Russia on slwmilar
lines and the rapld progress of the Siberlan

LETTER WILL COST FIVE CENTS

New Regolntionx Issued Governing
Conre and Chnrges on Mall Matter
for Santingo de Cuban,

WASHINGTON, July 21.—Postmaster
General Emory Smith today Issued the fol-
lowing order:

In conformity with the order of the pres-
ident, of this date, my order, No. 161, of the
26th of April last, prohibiting the dispatch
of any mall matter to Spain or her de-
pondencies, is modified so far ©s to per-
mit postal communleation  between  fthe
United States and Santingo, Cubn, The
malls sent to Santiage may contain’ mall
matter of all clusses allowed In the reg-
ular mails, addressed to pny point within
the territory occupled by the United Stales
forces in the vielnity of Santiago, and the
malls sent from Santiage may contain the

same clnsses of mnil matter addressed for
delivery In the United States, all articles
ineluded in eald mails belng subject to

inspection by the proper military or naval

authorities.
The postage rates applicable to artleles

orjginating in or destined for the United
States in the mails in question are fixed
as follows, viz.:

First-clags matter, 5 cents  per  half
punce,

Postal eards, single, 2 cenls; double, 4
cents,

Second and third-class matter, 1 cent for
cach two ounces,
Fourth-cluss matter,
ounce,

Registration fee, § conts,

Only United States postage stamps will
be valid for the prepayment of postage.
Prepayment shall not be required, but if
postage 18 not prepuid In full double the
amount of the deficlent postage at the
above rates shall be colleeted on dellvery
to addresses in the United States or Caba.
To articles originating In or  destined
for countries beyond the United States the
Postal union rates and conditions  shall
npply.

p‘;‘h'o malls for Santiogo mugt be addressed
to the United States postal agent at San-
tiugo and the delivery of any art leles may
be withhoeld if deemed necopsary by the
proper milltary or nuval authorities, Com-
pensation to merchant vossels for the sen
conveyance of moells from Santingo shall
be made at the rates heretofore paid to
merchant vessels for conveying mails from
the Unilted States to Bantiago.
