A half rate of 25 cents will rulo at the
txposition maten today, and the working-
men will have an opportunity to demon-
Birnte thelr approclation of the concession
by couilng out in full foree to swell the
Bunduy erowd. Aa children wiil be ndmitted
for 156 cents they ecan bring thelr familics
and epend the afternoon and evenlng on
the grounds without Incuiring any oob-
slderable expense. Huondreds of men with
small Incomes bave complained that they
could not afford to pay o0 pents for a half
day's rvluxn[tnn. but with the concession
that ls In foree today they will have no
exeusa for stuving anway Nowhere can
they spend helr Sabbath more unj‘n)‘nhiy
and dpproprintely than among the beautles of
the exposition. There they can find g pratefinl
rellef from the heat and dust and enjoy the
luxury of dellghtful musle and beautitul
surroundings, At u cost that i3 within the
rench of every man who enrns o living they
can oxperience a day of pleasant recren-
tlon and go home Sunday night refreshed
and Invigorated It is for the benefit of
this clusa of people that the concession s
mnde and whether It will be conlinned or
not depends altogether on the extent to
which it Is taken advantiikze of,

The religlous services that were to have
been keld at the Auditorium  this  aft-
arnoon have been called off. General Man-
ager Clurkson had extended an invitation
to Rov. John MeQuoid of the First Meoeti-
odist church to conduct the goervices, but
on nccount of n previous cngagement the
courtesy could not be accepted.

DOUGLAS COUNTY'S GOOD SHOWING.
Agricnltural Hxhibit Attracis the Atl-
tention of Everyhody,

“We can't ralse such gralos, grasses and
vegetables in our country.” The foregoing
remark waes made yesterday by a couple of
men from the stale of Washlogton, At the
time they were standing In the Agricul-
tural building, goazing In wonder and as-
tonighment at the Douglns county exhibit.
They were Immedlately taken In charge by
Buperintendent Walsh and sbown through
the exhibit, After locking it over for
nesarly an bhour, they frankly admitted that
while they were strong advocenles of Woash-
fogton and e resources, Douglas county
could make a better sgricultural showing
than any of the Vacific coast stales.

The Douglas county agricultural exhibit
is ope of the things of which exposition
visllors pever tire. This no doubt is due
1o the fact that everything s kept fresh
and trim. The vegetables are renewed
three times a week, T eadays, Thursdiys
and Satordays.  Peter Magnus of  West
Omabs furnishes most of the material at
this time.

A groat many additions bave been made
to the Douglas county vegelable exhibit
since the opening of the exposition. Many
of the old vegetables have bLeen thrown
out, and thowe of this year's growing sub-
stituted. This 1s partioularly true with the
potatons, boets, turpips, cabbage and stores
of other products. Jusi uow Superintendent
Waulsh Is showing some rare green vege-
tables, such as okra, which 18 4 soup stock,
oysler plant, carvots, paranips, onlons, cuale-
buge, cauliffower, squash and pumpkins.

COne thing that attracts much attention is
the exhibit of aweot poliloes made by
Theodore Willlams of West Omaha. They
are the biggest cover seen, and while they
have not been coaxel by artificial means
into growing, one of them has kept right
O untdl it tipped the soales at thirteen
pounds.

Potted vegetables are
fad In the Douglas county exbibit. The
planta have been placed o large pots,
sbhowing the vivnes us they appear when in
A perfectly hoalthy state.

Organize a New Corps,

1t is announced here that immediately
wfter the several regiments have left Chlck-
nmuatign park the organization of the Sixth
corps, to be commanded by Major General
James H., Wilson, will be begun and com-
pleted. The carps will consist of twenty-
aoven regiments from the second call for
volunteers, numbering in all 36,000. While
the first is moving the park officials, It Is
understood, will perfect the sanitary condi-
tlons at the park, clean off the grounds and
have everything in good shape for the vol-
unteors, It 18 ¢tated that there will be an
official examination of all the wells and
gprings at the park not heretofore analyzed,
so that If there are any wells not whole-
gome, and it is not belleved there are, steps
will be tnken at once to fill them up and
have them abandoned.

Hach man before leaving for
the front i provided with & full medical
cnse callsd “Firet ald to the wounded.' Tt
consiats of bandiges and medical appliancea
such as ure to be used in stopping the flow
of hlood from n bullet wound, ete, All
over the Iirst corps ars a number of moen
who are not physically nble to endure the
hardehips of war. These men are to be
discharged at once. An examination board
from each of the division hospitals will at
gnee be appelnted to examine and inguire
{nto the health of the men. This work will
not delay the departure of the corps, ns it
ig #p divided up that it can be done rap-
idly as well as thoroughly,

vey 300 prominent refugees back to San-
tlago, but when the story about Gurein wos
received the departure of the Deo was de-
layed until the Junta could communicate
with Santlago. An answer to gueries made
¢ to the truth of the story was recelved
today, stating that the whole thing was a
cannrd and that Garcia was at Saningo and
maintaining  the best of terms with the
Americans,

BANTIAGO, July £3.—It now turns out
that the letter alleged to have been ad-
dressed by General Garcia to Gendéral Shaf-
ter, complilning of the tréeatment pocordod
the Cubans and advising General Shafter of
Geoeral Garclas resignation, was prepared
by a pewspaper corvespondent named Arms,
who has been acting on the staff of Generanl
Castillo.

WASHINGTON, July 3.—General Miles'
expedition in all probability Is now in the
Moni passige between Mpyti and  Porto
Rico and will be in sight of the londing
polnt In the morning. While this s the
expectation of Secretary Alger, for pru-
dential reasons the War department de-
ellies to make any comment o8 to the ae-
wurney of the guesses that bave beey made
Iu the ¢lfort to ascertain Just what polnt
has been selected for the landing place,

There 18 likely to be o lapse of a day or
two between the arrival of the expedition
aridl the potification of the fact to tho de-
partment unless  some merchant  vesscl
crogsing to =t. Thomas should sight the
American Hotilla.  After that, however, the
department will be in the closest eonm-
nledtion with Gonernl Miles, for it will
possess ifsell of a cable conuecting General
Miles” headquarters divectly with the de-
partment.

The Porto Rican expedition has been de-
layed a few days beyond the dates fixed for
its departure, but in view of the difficul-
tles in handling lurge bodles of men and
the supplies for them this I8 not surpris-
ing. Thus Schwan's troops got away only
today from Tampa, though it was belleved
they started yesterday, while the most nu-
merous detachment of the whole expedl-
tion, the First division, under General
Brooke, will not be able to clear from New-
port News before Monday. Still, it is be-
lieved they will arrlve at Porto Rlco In
good season and it will certainly facilitate
an orderly and comfortable landing of the
troops to have them land in detachments,
Instead of In one vast army, s in the case
of Shafter's army at Santiago.

Doubt Reports Abhout the Cnbans,

Doubt 18 east upon reports of recent ex-
citing events among the Cubana at or near
Santiago, owing to the fallure of General
Shafter to make any report upon them and
inagmuch as he has muade less Important
subjects matter for dispatches, It Ig hard
to understand why he should fall to men-
tion an event of such Importance as the
reported attack by Garela upon Epanish
troops on their way to surrender to
Shafter.

There has been no report from Shafter
today, but there is belleved to be the con-
tinuance of an Improvement in the situa-
tlon from yesterday and the day before as

to the health of the camp. The War de-
partment {8 now, while keeping a close
watch upon General  Miles' expedition,

looking with interest for reports from Gen-
cral Shafter telling of the engagement pro-
ceding and leading up to the surrender of
Santlago,

It was reported today that Colonel J. J.
Astor of Shafter's staff is returning to
Washington bringing with him the full
capitulations, signed by the commlissloners,
and (t was expected that Shafter's preced-
ing reports would accompany them., How-
ever, up o the close of office hours, which

today, to the relief of the hard-worked
clerks, was 3 o'clock for the first time In
many mopths, the officer dld not appear

and the department does not know where
he is.
Shafter's Heport,
Some of the papers have come from

Sam von, but to the great disappointment
of tue Navy department the report was
closed on the day before the famous naval
battle, Some polnts of interest contalned in
them will be glven to the publle in the
course of a day or two, but they will relote
only to the severnl fights between the
squadron and the shore hatterles,

It is the purpose of the War department
to begin the executlon of the plans devised
by Sceretary Alger for the creatlon of re-
serve camps and boards of strff officers are

This expedition 8 under
the commuand of Genernl Schwan and com-
prises seventy-three officers and 21,823 en-
listed men, Theéey probably will reach the
point of debarkation, joining the other por-
tions of the Porto Rlean expeditionary force
next Friday, possibly Thursday. Sailing a
posaible nine kpots an hour, it is expected
they will cover the 1,200 milles distance in
8lx days at least.

The War department authoritles say the
sltuation yesterday among the troops, as
shown by tonight's dispatch, Is less serious
than they had expected. With 27,000 men
before Sanltago, the offleinls say that with
the conditions considered, the proportion of
vietims and of sick 18 less than have been
expocted.  Adjutant General Corbin sald to-
night that the men were largely affected by
exhaustion and over-exposure. *'There is
not,’”” he sald, "one regiment that s not
infected, and for that reason none of the
men from the commeand at Santlago will be
taken on the Porto Rican expedition.

Pence Rumors In Gerninny.

the United States ambassador, in wo inter-
view with the correspondent hers of the
Assoclated Press,

“Resldes,’ continued Mr. While, *‘there
has becn no question at any tinmio between
this embassy and the German forcign office
relative to the desire for a conllay station
In the Philipplnes, nor for the posecssion
of any of the islands there, nor has thers
been any notice of Germany's wish to se-
cure any other Spaunish colonies. To ex-
press such wishes, which we are unaware of,
would be at the present moment, above all,
too premature, There have been important
negotintions  begun  between the United
States and Germany, but it ia tog early to
tulk about that now."
