FIRE OF THE BROOKLYN MOST EFFECTIVE

Sceand=A1l the Ships
nNiddted by Small Rapld Fire
Shells Used by AN the
Vessels Kongnwged,

Towna Comes

GANTIAGO DE CUBA, July 17.—(Cor-
respondences of the Amociated 1'ress )
Thern han been so much digcusalon over the
parts taken by the American ships in the
battle that destroyed Admiral Cervera’s
squadron, and there have beon 80 mMALRy aie-
feront sreounts by eyeé-witneases, giving the
crofit to one or two ships, that some fgures
taken from tables and charta prepared by
an examining board will be of interesl. The
distussions, 1t must be borone In mind, are
merely colpeldental with esprit du corps
and are not at all bitter,

Naturally, each ship's company Helleves

that it did the work to a greater oxtent
than any other. An examination of the
hulle of the Hpanlsh vessels above the

present submerged waterline shiows the fol-
lowing:

Four-inch shells (Ared only by the lowa):
Infanta Maria Teresa, 1; Almirante Oquendo,
b; Viecayn, 2.

Fivesinch  shells  (fired only hy the
Brooklyn): Infanta  Maria  Teresn, §;
Vizgeaya, 0; Almirante Oquendo, 56, one of

which exploded g torpedo; Cristobal Colon, 4.

Eight-1nch shells (fired by Brooklyn, lowa,
Oregon and Indlana): Teresa, &; Oyuendo,
d; Vizcnya, 4.

A# the Indiana dld not follow the chase
it had nothiog to do with the hits on the
Vizeayn, Twelve or thirteen-inch shells,
only two on the Teresa, must be eredited
to the battleships Oregon, Indiann, Texas
and lown, although It Is quite certaln that
the Texas fAred one.

All the Spunish were riddled
rapid-fire of the one and
carried by all the Amerloan ships. It will
be scen from this table that the grentest
proportion of large shells efectively landed
went from Commodore Schley's Hagship, the
Brooklyn, and that it placed twenty G§-
inch shells In the vitals of the different
vousels of the enemy, pretty equally divided,
except that the Vizeayn caught one extra,

This demonstrated that the Brooklyn
fought every ehip of the Spanish squadron
and landed nearly twice as many five-inch
shells as all five vessels did  elght-inch
shells, and as many as all other kinds com-
bined., The lown comes next with elght
4-inch shells, five of which were planted
in the lanst vessel out of the harbor, the
Almirante Oguendo, The ten 8-Inch
shells must be divided among the four
vessels firing them, although two placed dn
the Vizeaya undoubtedly belong to the
Brooklyn's bateh of hita,

Settles Malne Controversy,

“Any doubt that may have existed that the
Mualne was blown up by an outside explosion
has been dissolved by the exominmtion of
the destroyed Spanlsh ships,” sald o muem-
ber of the Board of Survey that examlined
the remnants of Admiral Cervera's fleet,

YOt four ships examined three bhad been
blown up by their megazines,” he con-
tinued, “amd of these, one hud every
magazine exploded and torpedos In addition,
yet on none of them was there the suame
effect as that produced by the explosion on
the Maine. There waos no upheaval of the
keel and little bulging of the plates cxecopt
In the Immediate vicinity of the explosion.
The efMect wus nearly nltogether upward, i
some cases the protective deck belng Hfted;
but outside of the gpringing of a few plates,
the hulls were intact.”

The examination of the wrecks of tha
Spanish ships, three of which were burnel
and all thelr magazines exploded, was made,
first for the purpose of ascertaining the effoct
of American gunnery and secondly to find
the effect of the internal explosion. Both
subjects bore upon the Maine incident, as
noted abote, and the awful effect of well
almed shots wus demonstrated in the rapid
sinking of the fleet. When it is rememberod
that the Almirante Oguendo and the Tifonta
Murin Teresa were both sunk within forty
minutes of the time they left the entrance
of Suntlago harbor, the worc of American
gunners may well be looked on as remark-
able, The Oguendo waa strack over fAfty-
five times and the Infanta Maria Teresn
thirty-seven times, but by larger projectiles,

Effective,
The record of damages to these ships Ia
one of great Interest. The fight started at
a range of 6,000 yoards, or three miles, Al
2,000 yards or 2,600 yards two torpedo bonts
and two crulsers wore annihilated, The
clogest fighting was done at 1,100 and 1,000
yards by the Brooklyn and WVigcaya, with
annihllating effect on the Spanish ship. But
two projectiles larger than eight-inch struck
a vessel, both of these, either twelve or
thirteen-inch, belng put through the Infanta
Marle Toresa. The elght-inch, six-inch,
five-inch, four-inch and six-pounder pro-
Jectiles did the bulk of the work and were
frightfully destructive. Some ldea of the
effect can be obtalned from a brief sum-
mary of the Injurles to each ship as found
by the examining board. The board had
upon It such capable men an Executive OfM-
cer Rogers of the lowa, Executive
Mason of the Brooklyn, an expert on the
effect of shells on armor; Licutenant Huess-

A H-inch shell hit Just
above the armor belt and a 6-inch shell
struck it on the bow., None of the Injurles
wis suMejent to put [t out of action nor ns
porlous as those recelved by the Brooklyn,
at one time its sole antagonist. The asser-
tlon that the Brooklyn was overhauling it
and the Oregon's terrific 13-Inch guna waore
shooting nearer and nearer, and that ea-
cape wag Impossibile, seetms to be the cor-
rect solution of its surrender,
Vigseayn Riddled,

The Viecava 1s of the same clase an the
battleships Texas and Maine. It carrles two
11.5-inch guns and ten 6.5-Inch guns, with
protective armor ten and twelve Inches
thick, double and treble that of the Brook-
l¥n. This ship was the speecial prey of the
Brooklyn and the Oregon, although the
Texns, after itg destructive work on the
af the same bulld as the Vizeaya, was badly
punished and was the only one of the four
ships hit by 12 or 13-inch projectiles. It
has two of that slze clean through it and
the position of one would tend to demon-
atrate that {t was fired by the Toxas. An
S-inch shell, undoubtedly from the Brook-
lyn, hecaure It was the only ship In line
with the Maria Teresa's head as it turned
west, ohtered just forward of the beam
on the port side and, exploding Inside,
oleaned out the deck with four gun crews.
This [¢ the shot that Cervera says came
from the Brooklyn and get fire to the ship.
The Teresa's difficulty and one that com-
pelled its hurrled surrender, was that all
ita fire malng were cut and It was unable
to extingulsh the fires that were keeplng
Ita men from the guns,

Oguendo Hardest HIt,

The Almiratite Oguendo, armored crulser,
game class a8 the Vizeaya and Teresa, wentl
through the most terrible ordeal of any of
the ships except the torpedo boats, Its up-
per works were one rogged mass of outup
ateel and fts decks were covered with dead
and dylng. 1t was hit on the port side four
times by eight-inch shells, three times by
four-lnch shells from the Town, two tlmes
by six-lnch and forty-two times by six
pounders, The Innumerable number of one
pounders that struck it show that it met the
fire of the entire fleet as it turned last out
of tho harbor,

The torpedo boats followed 1t and the
socondary battery shots Intended for them
hit the Oquendo. When it turned to the
shore It was In a diplapldated condition.

One of the Andings of the Board of Survey
was that an elght-foch shell had struck the
forward turret just where the gun opening
was, and that every man in the turret was
lkilled, the oflicer standing in the firing hood
belng still in that position. Another fact
learneidl was thnt the torpedoes In some of
the ships were already loaded in the tubes
and prepared to fire.

The writer recalls ao Instance @
year or two ago when raonge horses were
offered on the streets of Chamberlain ot as
low us 205 per dozen head without takers,
The largest shipment of horses that has
left the ranges of western SBouth Dakota for
many years left Chamberiain one day this
week by specinl train for Alnsworth, Ia.
There were 244 head in the lot, and the anl-
mnls came from the ranch of James M.
Woods near Rapld Clty. Well posted ranch-
men say that horse ralsers are to be re-
warded for thelr patience and small number
of sales during the past few years,

Aurora county has nssumed, for the county,
the $6,000 necessary for rebullding that
purt of the state reform gchool destroyed
by fire a year or two ago.

IS INTERESTING.

It Is Kept Fresh and New All of the
Time,

The Horticultural building continues {o
be the Mecea for all of those who are In-
terested in frult and frult eulture, and yes-
terday, while the attendance upon the
grounds wans the smnallest, this bullding
was crowded. The exhibit In the bullding
In constantly changlng, and those who go
there today will see an exhibit mueh djf-
forent from the ong upon which they gazed
a couple of days ago. This change I8 made
necessary to accommodate the new varle-
tles of fruit that arrive dally.

Tables and shelves In the Horticultural
bullding that were vacant & week ago are
now filled with fruit, the finest In the
Iand, and all of the vacant space that re-
maing I8 a amall sestion in the west end,
which will be occupled by Colorado within
the next few days, Peaches, pears and
grapes are beginning to come o at a lively
rate, and before the end of another week
the display will have undergone many
changes,

Take California for Instance. During the
past week Superintendent Wilson has added
severnl new features that have caught the
visitors and opened their eyes with reln-
tion to the products of Los Angeles county.
He has put ln an exhibit of walnuts that
in every respect are superior to those of
the English varlety, and are nearly as
large again, These he has In large quans
titles, and eventually will Dbegin giving
them away to the patrons of the exhibit.

He has just put on exhibition a fine dis-
play of orange blend, a product that is
seldom seen in this market, It has been
suppored that the orange was good only
for eatlng raw, but the people of Los An-
geles county have discovered that the fruit
ig for other purposes as well. They bave
discovered the secret of cannlng the orange
and have made what they designate as
blend. It is fnely flavored and ls rapidly
coming Into publie favor as a preserve,

Port wine Is another new exhibit that
Superintendent Wilson tnkes great pleasure
in showlng. The wine now on exhibit
comes from the wine cellars of F. A. Last
of Los Angeles, and is pronounced by ex-
perts as being as filne as any that ever
went through the press. Instead of being
thin and watery It Is thick and oily, while
the flavor Is smooth and pleasant.

Just at this time lown |8 showlng some
apples that attract the attention of the na-
tives, as well as the attention of the visit-
ors from a distance, Superintendent Cole-
man of Corning has some sixty-five varie-
tles on his table, but the fruit In which he
tnkes great pride Is the big winesaps from
his own orchards. They are the favorites
and he hopes that they will be the prize
winners, He also has the yellow {ransparent
apples, which are rare. Theze are of his own
ralsing and are greatly admired. Iowa g
also showing some fine berrles end plums.
The plum season I8 hardly on. Later in the
sepson It 1s expected that Towa will put up
a plum exhibit that will be bard to beat.

The Nebraska frult exhibit rontinues to
be the favorite, probably beeause just at this
time Nobraska |s sending more visitors to
the exposition than any other state. Super-
intendent Youngers, who Is In charge of the
exhibit, says, however, fhat the Nebraska
frult attracts the attentlon of overybody
and that they are willlng to admit that this
is one of the leading fruit states In the
union. The exhiblt of peaches is rapldly in-
creasing, H. P, Karnes of Fall Clty being
the latest exhibltor. He has one of the larg-
est peach orchards in the state and will mar-
ket fully 40,000 baskets this season,

D. ., Jenkins of Arcadla is showing twenty
varietles of cherrles and isg still shipping,
while A. J. Brown of Geneva Is sending in
some of the finest apples and peaches that
have yet been seen. Mr. Brown 1s one of the
frult men who has ngreed to keep the Ne-
braska tables full durlng the exposition,

At this time Nebraskn hus seventy varle-
ties of apples on exhibition, many of which
belong to the crop of this season,

MINNESOTA PEOPLE GRATIFIED,

Continue to Pralse the Reception Ac-
corded Them by Omnhn,

GHORGIA DUILDING WORTH SHEING,

Hxhibit In o Revelntion to the Visltor
from the Sonth,

The Georgia state building, on {he bluff
tract, contains sgome of the most Interesting
exhibite on the grounds,

Ag 1s well Known, the legislature of the
stiate of Georgin falled to make an appro-
priation to defray the exponse attached to
making n display at the exposition. Not-
withstanding this fact, a oumber of the
prominent men of the great southern com-
monwealth declded that the resources of
the south should be called to the attention
of the people of the transmisslesippl coun-
try and actlve operations were Innugurated
In this direction. That they succecded s
best evidenced by the fact that Georgln has
n croditable building upon the grounds and
that it s filled with the grains, grasses,
minerals, marbles and products of the state.

The bullding is in charge of Superintend-
ent W, J. Northen, manager of the Georgla
Immigration and Investment burcau, a man
who during the last thirty years has de-
voted hils titne and his money to explolting
the resources of the state of his birth., Mr,
Northen 18 n genial gouthern gentleman, a
man whom it s a pleasure to meet and
while he {8 actively engaged in farming
aud promoting, he has held the position of
governor of the state and at the present
time he {8 chairman of the Georgin Exposi-
tion commission, His home is In Atlanta,
but his Interests are scattered from Atlanta
to the sen, and so, Instead of representing
one section, he represents the entire state.
He is out of politics and tnkes great de-
light In telling of the progress that hos
been  wade by the south during the last
twenty-five years. It I8 largely through
his efforts that Georgin Is here with an ex-
hibit that attracts more than ordinary nt-
tentlon and iz the admiration of ull who
visit the bhullding,

In the past the people of the north have
Inbored under the Impression that the cot-
ton crop I8 about all thot the people of
Georgla have to depend upon. The exhibit,
however, digproves this and shows that the
state can produce evervthing grown in a
seml-tropilenl country, ns well as the prod-
uets of the most northern states of  the
union, the eastern and the Pacific slope sec-
tlons. The marble and building stone ex-
hibit containe specimens from fifty quarries,
while the wood Is something that his been
an eye-opener. In the exhibit  there are
cherry, plne, onk, hickory, ash and almost
hundreds of other Kinds, but the pride of
Chalrman Northen i8 hig collection of the
products of the soll. Of his grasses he 8
showing alfalfa, something that it has been
contended could not he raised in the south.
This product from Georgin looks as healthy
a8 that grown In Nebruska, In addition to
this, there is white, red and crimson clover,
Bermuda grass, Johnson grass and n dogen
other kindg, among which is the vetch grass
that grows on the tops of the highest moun-
tains as well ng In the low lands of the
valleys.

A produect peculiar to Georgla is the run-
ning pea, This is ralsed In atundance, and
for cows is n great milk producer, Tt s
pastured the same as timothy in the north
and then is plowed up, the roots and stuh-
ble being a rich fertilizer.

The grain of Georgin is one of 18 strong
cards and a magnificent line 18 shown. There
Is wheat of this vear's crop, the sheaves
standing six feet high and runnlng from
twenty to twenty-five bushels to the acre,
the berry grading No. 1. The crop, however,
Commissioner Northen says, was not up to
the usual standard this year. Oats moke n
more remarkable showlng than the wheat
and an affidavit accompanies some of the
exhibits, furnishing proof that they wielded
elghty bushels to the acre, In addition to
the small grain there is corn that stands
elghtleen feet from root to tassel, the stalks
bearing ears thot are twenty-ong Inches in
length from tip to tip.

The Georgin coxhibit supplles
the atate Is the land apd the home of the
sweet potato, and that the Irish potato is
at home in the southland. The southern
potato I8 unusunlly mealy and ite striking
pecullarity Is that two crops per year can
be planted and matured,

Cotton Iz ope of the products that brings
much wealth ipto the exchequer of the
Georgin farmer and the evolution of this
product is an interesting  study. Twenty
years ago the cotton was the product of the
plant that was utilized, but condltions have
brought about a change and now there is
uolhing that Is wasted except the root and
even that is llkely to he put to sgome use
within the next few years. Twenty years
ago the geeds of the cotton plant were earted
away and dumped in the river, but now this
seed Is about as valuable as the fber,

Taking the colton seed after It Is run
through the mill, it bears o large quantity
of fiber that I thort and sticks close., Now
machinery hits been invented and is in gen-
eral ude that picks off 1his fiber, which,
when wasbed and put through the usual
process for cleaning, s used as shoddy in
miking the cheaper grades of cloth. With
this off, the seed I8 ready to be oporated
upon. It is put through o mill that separates
the hull from the kernol and here the roads
separate, The kernel s ground into meal
and presged Into cakes that are convenlent
for handling. After this the cakes are put
through another mill, the oll tnken out anpd
the menl ground into what Is deslgnated as
cotton seed meal, and here there |s snother
soparation of the roads, Taking up the oil,
which Is In a erude state, it 1s purlfied and
the first product secured I8 known as blown
oil, which I8 used generally for lubricating
machipery, Continuing the purificallon pro-
cess further, salad oll & maede, and then
there is the butter oll, one of the products
used In making the best quality of oleo-
margarine. From this there 12 0 by-product
that Is used by miners In their lumps, and
Atlll another, known as sumier oll, which
is thin, but Is the best quallty of oll for
machinery. Durlag the course of purification
there has been a sediment, but this is not
wasted, as Iv i used (p moaking eoap, both

MONSERRAT

COMES FROM TEXAS,

Expresses Pleasant Sarprise
Exposition's Mugnitude,

M. D. Monserrat, vice president of the
San  Antonio & Aransas  Pass Rallroad
company, accompanled by his wife, Mrs. N.
A. Tynan, his wife's mother, G. W. Butcher,

He also
nppointed the agents wlong his line of road
as nssistunts to promote the Interests of
Texas nt the exposition, instructing them to
gather up exhibits for the display that is
being made. Viee President Monserrat also
logned his own personal collectlon of rare
Texus products, all of which can now be
seen In the west end of the Agricultural
bullding.

Last night, In speaking of the exposition,
Vice Presldent Moupserrat sald: It ls o
leasaot surprise; 1 think that it Is better
than elther Nashville or Atlanta, and al-
most a8 good as the World's fair.
