thit It shall be unlawful for any person or
perachs to peddle, hawk, sell or olfer for
sale upon the streets of . Council Blunts, Ta.,
any frult, vegetables or produce without
first obtainlog a leense therefor from sald
clty.
See, 2,—~That there shall be charged an-
nunlly for esch team or carriage used for
the purpose of selling such fruit or pro-
duce the sum of 20 and the same shall be
collected from each person URINg or owning
the same and that no leense shall be issued
for a shorter period than six months or
for o ledas amonnt thon $26.

See, & —That for the purpoge of lssuing
Heenses under this ordinance, the year shall
be divided into two periods of six montha
ench, heglnning on the first days of Febru-
a¢y end August, respectively, of ench vear,
and all licenses shall ‘erminate on said
dutes, whether the holders thereof have held
the same for the perfod of six months or
for o shorter period,

Undor the ordinance at present in foree,
which was pusged  Fehruary 4, 1895, the
lieense for hucksters or hawkers was placed
at $750 per vear, no lcense to issue for less
than a year and lleense year to commenco
February 15,

at persons who purchase from the commis-
slon houges nnd then hawk their goods
from house to house In competition with
the grocer.
