season on September 24,
Claetnnatl will come baek home from her
socond trip with n nice substantial lead
once more. On last Friday with out one
more game 1o play away from the home
grounds she was twenty-one polnts to the
good over the Bostonese. 1t Is thirty points
1ens than the lead the Reds had when they
left Cipcinnati, but it seems to be sufficient
for all purposes, ns they will remain almost
uninterruptedly on the home groundas for
the coming three weeks. When they left
on the trip they were fifty-two pointa ahead
of the Beaneaters. This was on July 4.
When they had finlshed the trip about the
western elreuit on July 11 they had in-
croased this lead to fifty-seven points, so
that thelr actunl Joss on the trip in the ecast
was thirty-six points.

WITH HORSES AND HORSEMEN

Opening of the Grand Circult Ronces
at Detroit Shows There is
Still Speed,

The opening of the grand circuit last
Monday at the Grosse Pointe track at De-
trolt brought together for the first time
this year a great many of the trotters
and pacers that have been burning up the
tracks in the cast and the west in the pre-
Iiminary campalgns. As 8 consequence the
followers of harness racing look with keen
interest upon the first bout between the
flyers of the rival sections. The number
of high class horses uncovered at the early
meetings was altogether unprecedented, and
turf followers predicted a campalgn of res
markable brillianey. When the sensational
young performers from the far west were
cut loose at Denver, St. Joseph and this
city a few weeks ago, eastern horsemen
shook their heads and prophesied that the
westerners would sweep the board. The
opinion continued to prevall during the
early performances at Hartford, Providence
and other enstern meetings, but toward the
end of the gatherings the doings were
enough to indicate that the east will hold
up its end.

The blg purse at the Detroit meeting was
the Merchants’ and Manufacturers' annual
atake of $10,000 for the 2:24 class. This was
won by an eastern horse, Directum K‘e“y.
the property of James Butler of New York,
who hnd to lower his record from 2:14 to
2:11% In order to win the mouey. Kelly's
principal opponent was the Colorado mare,
Belle J., who quit, however, after two heats,
both of which she won, Kelly belng fifth and
gocond. The winner, while at present owned
in the east, Is & western horse, hred by Mon-
roe Salisbury at Pleasanton, Cal,, and was
gold nt auction in 1885, He is o 4-year-old, of
a rich bay color, about 15,1 handa high and is
congldered one of the fastest horses in train-
ing. He ls by Direct, the son of Director,
2:17, who has a trotting record of 2:18% and
o pacing record of 2:063. He Is out of the
bloodlike bay mare Rosa Ludwig, by Anteeo,
2:16%, grapddam by thoroughbred Limerick
Boy. He won two races in a week at Hart-
ford, cutting his record down from Z2:24%
o 2:14.

In the 2:04 pace easterners again woon
with Frank Bogash after a struggle extend-
ing over elght heats. The prominent west-
ern horses, Anaconda and Chehalls, were
pot in it, being flugged out at the end of
the fifth heat, The west came to the front,
however, in the fast clags on Thursday. In
the 2:08 pace the great Callfornia horse,
Hearchlight, won in thres straight heats
from & field of nine others. The time made,
2:078, 2:07%, 2:06%, was almost equal to
the records made in the 204 class io the
firet three heats.

Magnificent (ime was made on Thursday
fn the other race for a big purse during
the week. This was the chamber of Com-
merce $5,000 stake for 2:24 class pacers.
Heats in this race were down to 2:08%.

The Incident referred to oc-
curred at Terre Haute, Ind., on the after-
noon of Mily 4 Kathay, 4 years, won the
2:30 trot; time, 2:30%, Kavala, 8 years,
won the 2:35 trot; time, 2:29 1-4, There
belng no race for 2-year-olda, the youngest,
Kualevala, had to go agalnat time and trotted
on easy mile in 2:80, the first half belng In
1:11 and the third quarter officinlly timed
In 0:34. All this must have been highly
gratifying to W. P. Ijams, the president of
the track, who owna Kaplan, the yearling
brother.

Chehalis at Denver, where hs took a record
of Interest, has attracted the attentlon of
horfemen all over the country. Chehnlig
I8 & ®on of Altamont and he I8 out of the
famous producing mare Tecora, by Cassius
M. Clay, §r., second dam by Brignoli, son of
Mambrino Chlef. In his race at Denver
he paced to the half in the first heat in
1:01 and the second quarter was covered in
0:20%, & feat that demonstrates his pos-
sesslon of speed 86 make even the owners of
Star Polnter, John R. Gentry and Joe
Patchen consider him as a probable rival in
the pacing brigade, Chehalis s o very
beautiful bay horse, standing only fitteon
hands high. His action 1s easy and gliding,
although he goes rigged In hnhblus.' which
are let down much lower on his legs than
most horses wear them. He also earries
considerable weight on his toes In addition
to ten-ounce shoes, a knowledge of which
will make horsemen regard his chancesy
for champlonship honors with suspicion,
There have always been surprises bobbing
up In the pacing world, however, and this
queerly-rigged Oregon pacer has already
demonstrated his possession of extreme
speed and good raclng qualities. If his eox-
tremely fast race so early in the senson
has not injured him he is lkely to be one
of the shining lights of pacerdom this yenr.

Western Horseman: *The Merchant, 2:25,
the Keystone farm's grent young son of
The Congueror, 2:12%, is clearly nbout the
best 2-year-old trolter that has thus far
showed up this senson. In his race at
Omahn, June 28, in which he took his rec-
ord of 2:25, he was easlly driven to the
half by the clever reinsman, Scott McCoy,
and had it been necessary it is bhelleved
that the gallant youngster could have
stepped the second half about as fast as he
did the first. The Merchaat was the only
trotting yearling to take a standard record
last year. While he is a marvelous colt,
much of his greatness must be credited to
the careful and skiliful handling of Me-
Coy."

Yet according to the agreement fually
signed it is stipulnted that the koights of
the felded digits shall break clean. It is
explained that this backdown on the part
of Corbett was the result of a bit of
diplomacy upon the side of W. A. Gray,
MoeCoy's manager, MoCoy, It Is sald, kept
away from any meetings with Corbett be-
cause he feared that something might come
up that would queer the match. In answer
to a query Gray told Corbett one day that
McCoy s0 thoroughly despised bim that be
would not come (o the meetings for fear the
trapsactions would break up in a general
fight and he would not get the opportunity
of fighting Corbett (o the ring. Corbett
turned whits with rage when he heard that
and told Considine to agree to any kind of
an agreement in order to get the "kid" in o
ring. Corbett appears to think the coming

fight will be one of the softest Lbings he bas

ever fallen into, Soeme of his frienda arg
worried about the easy mannet In which
Corbett In taking the Affalr and are earn.
estly telling him to be eareful.

well over an Inch longer in that respect
than Corbett and that will stand him In
good stead at long range battling.

purses than are the blg majority of the
amateurs. This fact has been demon-
strated hereabouts. For this reason pro-
fessionnls and manufacturers’ agents are
gradually being barred from taking part in
many tournaments, or at least are barred
from doing anything except shooting for
targets only. The result bas  been that
amateurs have turned out well at several
guch tournaments, for example that at
SBloux City, but only to meet the same old
fate—to be skinned by their more expert
brethren who belong to the amateur class,
It is only n question of Ume, therefore, he-
fore another wall goes up from the
amateurs, who will soon find that they need
as much protection from the expert amateur
as they do from the expert professional.”

The most recent developments in whist
Beetm to be almost entirely nlong the llpe
of trump management, the most promi-
pent feature In the best known modern sys-
tomas anparently belog some method of in-
dicating trump strength or & desire to find

whether of not a tromp lead would sult
him It the partner had strength enough to
risk it. In speaking of the good and bad
points of this gatme & writer in the New
York Sun remarks that {ts ehief trouble in
that the partner often feela unduly encour-
nged and xoon gets (nto {he habit of lead-
Ing tromps on very slight provocation. In
some bands thla works very well, In oth-
erd it proves very dlsastrous, but the re-
wult has been that the good ahots have so
overshadowed the bad that many modern
players have drifted into the habit of lead-
INg trumps for one sult. When It "works"
thisa is very niee and the practice 18 re-
sponsible for mont of the swinga that we
Kep nowadavas in compnass games. The
amueing part of It {8 that some players
lead trumps for suits that have no exisl-
ence oxcept in their own imaginntion, they
are ®o afrnid to go back otice more just to
s whetlier or not thelr partners really
have the sult. The most Inveterate Invita-
tlon players will occasionally lead a sin-
gleton and [t would seem as If those occeas
slone wore especially selected by the part-
ner for leading short trumps

The hands from which most playera are
likely to be tempted to make a speculative
trump lend for one sult are those In which
the comblnntion of cards in the long sult
I# such that ome cannotl make an Invitation
lead of a small card without stretching the
prineiple a good deal. Take the case of a
long suit headed by A K ©, for lustaoece,
with four averuge trumps and no re-entry
carde, To lead n small card from the long
suit 18 to risk a very small card winning
the figst trick for the adversaries and the
second round of the sult belng ruffed. To
Tend a ehort suit from euch & hand s to
conceal (ts poszibilitles from the partner
and to “run” with the strong sult is prac-
tically to glve up all hope of making more
than two tricks In it

The common-sense way to manage such
hands is to show the sult once and then to
lead the best supporting card the hand con-
tains, =0 as to give the partner a chance
to come to your nssistance if he can, but
at the snpme time to warn him that you
have no re-entry carils and cannol accom-
plish anything In the sult without his ns-
slstance,
