l.owor rallroad rates to Omaha during the
remainder of the exposition sre In sight.
The result of the joint conterenve botwaeh
the general passenger agents of Omaha
terminnl rallroads and representatives of
the exposition and of the Omnha Commers
cinl club was the recommendation of & #et
of lower ratén to the Western Passanger
nssociation. To conelder this recommendas
tlon a special moeting of the Western Pas.
sonper aswovlntion bas been called for COhi-
onEn on Wednesday, August 10, An tha
lines entering this elty constitute the bulk
of power of the Wostern Passeniger nsso-
clation It Is confidently belleved that thelr
recommendation will be accepted and thely
suggeations ag to low rates be adopted,

Two usessionr on the sublect of reduced
rates to the exposition were held here yes-
terday. The morning sesgion was held In
the Adminlstration Arch on the exposition
grounds  and represeniatives of the several
Interests mentloned were present. The aft-
ernoon session was held in the Bervice
bullding and was o cloged session of the
generul passenger agents of the Omaha
terminil lines.

Previous to the morning meeting the viz-
fting rallroaders met the local passenger
men at the Elkhorn headquarters and hur-
rledly went over the looal rate situation.
Then the party adjourned to the oxposition
grounds, where the conference was called
to order shortly after 11 o'clock., In addi-
tion to the members of the expositlon ex-
ccutlve committes there were present Her-
man Kountze, C. 8. Montgomery, J. B. Baum
and the following general passenger agents:
P8 Eustls and John Francls of the Bur-
lington, Heafford of the Milwiaukee, Lomax
of the Unlon Pacific, Buchanan of the Blk-
horn, and Harry €. Orr of the Port Arthur
Route, Assiatant General Passenger Agents
Mneleod of the Rock Island, Payne of the
Missour! Pacifie, Calrnes of the Northwest-
ern and Hutchison of the Union Paclfic;
Louls Jackson, Industrial agent, and Fred
A. Nagh, genera]l western agent, of the Mil-
waukes; B. D. Cnldwell, chalrman, and T.
W. Lee, Joint agent of the Western Pas-
senger associntion.

Arguments for Lower Rntoes.

The arguments n favor of a reduction 'In
rates L6 Omuabha on account of the exposi-
tion were made by Edward Rosewnter, Her-
man Kountze and J. E. Baum. All of them
epoke of the benefits to be derived, not
oniy by the exposaltlon and Omaha, but the
wealern country nas a whole, through the
medium  of reduced rates during the re-
mainder of the cxposition. Mr. Roscwater
made an especinl plea for reduced rates
from more remote points than had yet heen
granted low rates to the exposition.  The
request of the joint committes of the ex-
position directors and of the Omaha Com-
mercial club was formulated and presented
as follows:

The Western Passenger assoclation lines
are requested to make the following rates
to the expaosition:

First—Dally one fare round trip from all
polnts, fifteen days lmit.

Second—8tate and clty days 1 cent per
nrile from all polntg round trip, limlt ten
days,

Third—Local excursion traine from points
within 200 miles In morning and hack at
night, 1% cont por mile. Excursion beyond
200 miles limlit to be Increased based on con-
ditions,

Fourth—Red letter days from points
within 200 miles 1 oent per mile, three days
lmit; excess of 200 miles, Hmit based on
canditions,

After the presentation of this request

there was n general discussion In which
most of those present participated, The
rallroaders did not combat the arguments
in favor of reduced rates, but contented
themaelves with an explanation of the rate
situation and the difMcuolties in thoe way of
conceding all that was asked for by the
cxpogition. The morning meeting, which
was an exrecutive session, adjourned at 2

o'clock for lunch.
In the afternoon the rallroad men econ-
venead In the Bervice bullding. They dis-

cusgod the four propositions  Tor reduced
rates presented to them at the morning
senslon. The Omuha  genernl passonger
agents argued with thelr brothers for most
liberal concesslons. What recommenda-
tlons were agreed upon will be submitted to
a general meeting of all the lines in Chi-
cago on Wednesduy., It was voted to Keep
these recommendations secret untll Wednoes-
day's meeting, for fear thay the premature
publieatlon of them would be prejudiclal
to theé movement for lower raies,
Fuvorahle to the Exposition,

After the adjournment of the afteérnoon
meeting General Passenger Agent Franols
of the B & M. sald: “The action taken
thies afternoon wag very favoruble to the
exposition. A meeting of the goeneral ws-
gociution hag been ealled for Wednosday to
conslder our recommendations. What these
recommendations were we think best not to
muke public for fear of hurting our cause,"

‘Do you think the other lines in the as-
soolation will agree to your recommenda-
tlons "'

“You bet they will, The Omaha terminal
lines will recommend lberal rates to the
exposition, and thelr recommendations are
golng to go.'

B. D. Caldwell, chairman of the Western
Passenger association, said “The confor-
envo bhas been very favorable to the ex-
position. Your commities presinted somo
good arguments for lower rates. The rull-
road men did nol argue sgainet them bhut
explained the situation go that they might
know what has to be accomplished to reducy
the rates. We are all working together
on this matier, and 1 belleve the recom-
mendatiops of the Omaha terminal lnes will
bo agreed on by all the lines in the asso-
clation, 1 want to say that bLetter rates
have heen secured for the exposition than
were granted during the Aret six weeks of
the World's falr, and mueh credit for this
must be given to Manager Babcock of the
Dopartment of Transportation, who has
worked very hard with the rallroads for
the best interests of the exposition.”

There Is no doubt but the other lines
will offer the same rate on Tuesday morn-
Ing, when the Milwaukee puts lts Chiengo
tickets on malé at both Omaha and Chi-
cago, General Passenger Agent John Fran-
cln of the B. & M. last night sald that the
Burlington would moeet the cut, Assisiant
Genernl Passonger Agent MaclLeod of the
Rock  1sland sald the matter was being
handled In Chicago and he had recelved no
Advices of the cut. The Northwestorn offios
d1d not recelve notice of the cut either. But
It'a a foregone conelusion that all the lines
will put In the rate on Tuesday,

Asked where, the rate war was golng to
bring up, Chalrman Caldwell of the Western
Passenger assoclation yesterday said: “‘lt's
pretty  hard to  tell. The rate of £0.25
bhatween Chicago and Omaha and of £8 be-
tween Chleago and 8L, Paul will be put
Into effect on Tuesday. It {8 probable that
the lines to Bt. Louls will alao make a cut,
but nothing has as yet been announcod
concerning n cut in the rates to Kansas
City, The rate of $0.25 s not only a selling
rate, but Is n basing rate as well and as
such  will necessarily nffect the through
transcontinental rates, Untll the rates Ko
Into effect on Tuesday It s probable that
nothing will be done In the wav ol re-
Bloring ratea to tarifr.'

COUNTY COMMISSIONERS MEET

Three Hundred Dollars Sei Anide o
Annint the Oniaha Schools In
Making n Live Exhibit,

A brief session was held by the county
commissloners yesterday morning. Mlisecel-
laneous claims amounting to about $26.000
ware allowed.

The request of the clty school board for
$600 for an exhibit at the exposition was
taken up and acted upon, not just as the
school board wanted, but still there was a
measure of complinnce.  Beveral of the
county commissioners feel that the board iy
not In a position to help the school hoard
very much, consldering the condition of the
exposition bond fund. An opinion has heen
recelved from County Attorney Baldrige to
the effeet' that the only fund out of which
the county board can do anything for the
school board Is this one, which now amounts
to about $5.000 and is subjeel Lo constant
drain. As # compromlse, the sum of $300
was approprinted out of this fund to as-
glst the school board to make a live exhibit
of the manual trainiog department-—carving
nnd machine work—as they are actunlly done
In the schools.

At the last meeting previous an request,
accompanied by much explanation, had been
received from Farson Leach & Co, of Chi-
eago for the return of the check for $500
which had accompanied their bld for the
§180,000 worth of county funding bonds last
December. This matter met with adverse
nction. The firm [nsisted that the bhonds
should have been signed by the members
of the new board, as they were dated Jan-
uary 1,  The membars of the new board
did not qualify until after that date, and
a8 the demands of the firm appeared to
be out of all rbasom the new board took
the bull by the horns and made a sale Itself
of the bonda. Under the clroumstances
the hoard considers the deposit of Farsong
Leach & Oo. forfelted on the ground that
the firm Aid not act In good falth, and the
request was therefore denled,

Commlssloner Poter Hofeldt was not pres-
ent-—a  very unusual thing. The reason
was that It happened to be his annual birth-
day and there was the usual big celebration
in preparation at the Hofeldt home near
Elkhorn The other members of the bonrd
gothered at Mr, Hofeldt's home for a good
time during the evening.

Nelson C. Crews, ¢lerk of the Kansas Clty
pollee court, Is one of the delegation from
Kansas Clty visiting the exposition, Mr.
Crews was In {nterested spectator (n the
police court during the afternoon session
yenterday, He was struck by the dis-
similarity of the methods of the Owuba
police and the police of his own city. The
Omaha method of dealing with the criminal
élément he thinks primitive nnd cumber-
solwe, and, from his polnt of view, Lhe
méthods are not prohibitive, particularly in
dealing with known crooks arrested on petty
charges.

In Kansas Clty the fact that a prisoner
Is an old offender {s sutficient to seoure for
him the limit allowed by law—385 days
in the workhouse—whoether the churge
ugainst the prisoner be sustalned or npot,
In Omahu past records count for naught.
| If a charge Is not sustalned no punishment
I8 meted out (o the prisoner no matter how
black his record may he,

This was shown when the Omaha police
relensed four confidence men found with
the imnlements of their profession on their
person  hSecause of want of prosecution,
These same men went from Omaha to Kan-
sns Clty and were sent to the workhouse
for 800 days ench on general principles. The
arrest of these four confidence men In Kan-
sak City developed the fact that they were
fmplicated with the MoCarty gaug of coun-
terfelters urresied here a month ago, J.
Johnson, one of the wen, is a sweetheart
of one of the women arrested with the Me-
Carty gang. A telegram and s letter from
the woman to Johusoy were intercepted hy
the Kansas Olty police. In the letter the
men were advised that they would be sent
nsslstunce when a job the gang had planned
had been consummptod,

the Hobber' of Chicago and his wife and
ane of the Shevelln gang of plekpockels are
belng held by the Kansas Clty pollce. They
were arrested on thelr arrival from Omaha,

Trouble Over Slot Machines,

The cases of B. F. Huddleson, Willlam
Frazier and Ed Feney, who have been ar-
réxted for the larceny of a slot machine,
have been get for August 13 In Justlce Fos-
ter's court, All of the prigoners are out on
bail, but they were not around their ac-
customed haunts yesterday afternoom. 'The
story of the arrests Is quite Interesting, the
first chapter being written when Mayor En-
sor took up McDonald's leense and returned
him the money. Next came the arrest of
McDonald for being a suspiclous character
and then, a week ago last night, McDon-
ald's slot machine was stolen from Feeney's
saloon, This last act was too strong and
MeDaonald employed detectlves, who located
the machine at 1710 Willlams street, Omaha,
Although the machine was loeated last
Wednesday, It wan deemed best to postpone
the arrest of the parties untll suffclent evi-
dence had been secured to {mplicate all
who were (nterested. The work of the
detectives, who were assisied by Attorney
W. €. Lambert, was most thorough and the
evidence against the ring here Is sald to be
complete. When arrested Huddleson ex-
claimed: “You can’t hold us, tor we bought
the machine.” This was before the warrant
charging him with the larceny had been
read. Then Huddleson wanted to pompro-
mise, provided MeDonald would agree (o
leave the city, but as things were coming
his way McDonald declined to leave and
then a suggestion was made that a gettle-
ment of some sort be arrived at with the
departure feature eliminated. McDonald has
80 far scorned all overtures of peace and
sintes that he proposos to fight the game
to n fnish. The three prisoners are all
charged with grand larceny and Attorney
Lambert says that he is certaln from the
evidence at hand that Justice Foster will
hold that further examination by a higher
court Is peceseary. One of the men em-
ployed by Huddleson to sleal the machine
happened to be a man In McDonald's em-
ploy and an interesting sworn stutement (s
now on file in the county attorney's office.
Huddleson and Frazler and this man, along
with Feeney, the saloon keeper, loaded the
machine on the wagon and hauled It 1o
Omaha, where it was hidden,

Local owners of slot machines are sore at
Huddleson for the course he has taken in
this matter, as they assert that they are
now prevented from operating their own de-
vices. Huddleson and Fragler were supposed
to control the operatlon of slot machines
here and it is stated that they promised pro-
tectlon to those who used the make of ma-
chines they represented.
