Filter, Willlnm Whitney, Schott Hros, A, L.
Amith and Coombe & Rrenpan. None of the
defendants appeared to plend and the In-
Junetions were granted by default, all Bhea
having to do belhg Lo prove the fact that
Intoxfeating lgquors are sold as alleged. The
deeree of permanent Injunction carries in
each case with It $26 attorney fees and the
costs of the sult., Under the old law the
decree enrried $100 attorney fees, Shea has
a number of similar sulte still pending in
which he has not a8 vet proved up. In all
the sulta that Shea has brought at different
times agalnet the saloon keepers of this city
he hins never yet put the Injunctions granted
In foree. Some of the saloon Keepers have
gona out of business, but the majority have
pald the costs of the suits and the attor-
ney's fees and have gone right along selling
as before,
