CHARACTERISTICS OF A NATION BUILDER

Mow Me Shoeked Conservative, Shats
tered Costoms, Tamed Natlons and
Precipitated Wars=HRennty
of Hix Home Life,

The story of the eareer of Prince Bis-
marok occupled during the past week a
Inrge space in the publie prints—a #spRce
communsurate with hls share in the world's
activitles during the Iast half of the nine-
testith century. The various epochs of his
Iife, the national and individual deatinies
he fashioned, the events he foresaw and
prepared for, his trlumphs and defeats, and
the magnifcent frulls of his labora for
Osrman nationhood have been related (n
detail. But therr was much In his career
necessarily omlitted by obituary writers.
Oooupying ns he 414 the center of the world's
stage for more than a quarter of a century,
hig publlc acts commanded attention and
mora or leaa obmeured Incldents which beat
fllustrate the character of the man.

One of the personal tralts of Blsmarck
conapleunus throughout his life was hia
domineering temper, In his younger days
he was notorious ng a rolllicking student,
n rough riding equire, an incorrigible cadet,
and later on a brow-beating diplomat and
despot. Of his student days thers remaln
talex of his Auels, his hrow-beating of shop-
koepers, his insoletice to professors. Of his
brief years as a squire there are legends
with a medleval smack to them—orgles at
Knlephof, his eountry meat; midnight rides
on horseback, drinking bouts in which cham-
pagne was the sole beverage for prolonged
debauches, and the firlng of pistols at the
most unearthly hours. The peasants there-
abouts used to say that the “"Demon-Hunter™
of old wine storles had come back into
his own again, and In view of the shady
goings on at Knlephof, they changed the
spelling of the word—which ag it stood had
no Instant slgnificance—to Knelphof, which
means “Rolllckers' farm."

Shocked the Profeasors.

Before' the first twenty-four hours of his
Bludent lite In Gottlongen were up he had
swung himself, attired In a long dressing
gown and accompanied by his big dog, Into
the presence of the university rector to an-
swer A charge of misconduct. The enormity
of appearing in a dressing gown and with
a dog before the rector magnificus of a
German university ean hardly be exagger-
ated, for a German rector Iw an authority of
unsurpassed dignity, Installed In office with
all the medieval pomp of gearlet robes and
gllded staves and posseased of a golden chalin
which in an “open sesame” to the doors of
the local princeling's nudience chamber.
Bven today a German student could do few
things more reckless than to call in a drese-
ing gown oo a rector magnificus, and offl-
cinl dignity in Germany today is nothing
compared with ofcinl dignity in Germany
BixXty-slx yedrs ago.

Borhehow Bismarck managed to escape the
penalty which the helnousness of his offence
moerlted, and was allowed perfect liberty to
make himself generally obnoxious as only a
German student ean, He bullled and brow-
beat and swaggered, and insulted people,
and quarrelled with them for being insulted,
and challenged them and fought with them,
and beat them, He trod on other students’
toes, cuffed their dogs, stared them out
of countenance and c¢alled them  "stu-
pldl  boys"'—mll of which performances
constituted formal and unpardonable Insulte,
which, according to university etiquette, had
to be atoned for on the field of honor. Very
few gtudents got any real satlsfactlon out
of crossing swords with the dashing young
aristoerat, however, for he was an expert
fencar and knew how to make the hest of
his long, wiry arms and his tall figure, Most
German students then, as now, came out of
their first duels with cheeks ke Hamburg
steaks. Bismarck, in  twenty-eight duels,
recelved but one wound, and that only
through the brepking of his  opponent's
sword. A scar on his left cheek marked for
life the spot where the fiylng steel striuck
him. What with kecping himself in hot
water and parading the streets in the saucer
hat of his corpg, big boots and a cut-off
jacket, young Bismarck found little time
for henring professors’ lectures. One  fa-
mous professor spoke for many others when
he sald thnt, although he had young DBis-
marck's name on his list of hearers, he had
never had the pleasure of seelng the young
man in the lecture room.

Aftor five years of carousing and desultory
reading Bismarck left the university, a doe-
tor “without high praise’" As clerk In a
court, or augcultator, he made some pre-
tence of continuing hig studies for the eivil
service, but he still distinguighed himself
only for effrontery and ready wit.

“gir!** he once shouted to an obatinate
witness, “take care or I will kick you out!"

“Mr. Auscultator,”” remonstrated the
judge, "discipline Is my business in this
court.”

“8ir," sald Blsmarck, turning back to the

* witness, ""take care or 1 will get the judge

to kick you out.'
Touming Austrin,

Among the first things Bismarck dld after
shaping his plans for humbling the pride of
Austria was to fracture one of the rules of
the dlet of Frankfort In 1851, How he
tamed Austrin and at the same time opened
the struggle which ended at Koenlggraelz
is best {llustrated by his most famous clgar
story:

At the sittings of the military committee,
when Rochow was the Prussian representa-
tivo at the IMet, Austria alone smoked. Ro-
chow, who was a furlous smoker, certainly
would have liked to do It, but did not ven-
ture. When 1 succesded him 1, too, han-
kered after a clgar and as 1 did not see why
1 should not bave it 1 asked the power in
the president’'s chair for a light, which
geemed to cause him and the other gentle-
men both astonlshment and displeasure, It
was evidently an event for them, That time
only Austria and Prussia smoked. Hul the
other gentlemen thought the matier so serl-
ous that they reported It to thelr respective
courls, The mater required careful delibera-
fon and for half & year ouly the two great
powers smoked, Then Schrenck, the Ba-
varlan envoy, asserted the diguity of hls
position by smoking. Nostitz, the Saxon,
certalnly had also a wish to do so, but had
pot recelved the necessnry authority from
bis miolster. When, however, he saw Both-
mer, the Hanoverian, lodulglog himself at
the next sitting, he also took & cigar out of
bis case and puffed away. Only Wuertemberg
and Darmstadt were left and they were not
personally In the habit of smoking. But the
hopor and digeity of thelr states lmpera-
tively reguired it, so the next time we met
Wuertemberg produced a clgar. 1 see It
now~—the loug, thin, light-yellow thing-—and
smoked at least half of It as & burnt offer-
jug to the fatherland.”

Not only as & smoker, but also as a drinker,
did Blsmarck manifest the equality of
Prusslas with Austria. He always attributed
much of his succese at Frankfort to his abll.
ity to put three-bottle meo under the table.
Al the dipners of the German and Austrisn
ambussadors wine fowed like water and
every diplomatist was obliged to swallow an
enormous quantity of It for the sake of his
reputation as & Teuton and a representative
of a Teuloplo sovereign. “They drank the
weak-headed ones under the table,” Bia-
marck wrote, “asked them all kinds of ques-
tions and forced thewm to make all sorta of
cancessions, which they were not authorized
t@ wake. Then they made the poor fellows

sign thelr namen. The next day, when the
wonk-headed onee got sober aghin, they
could not Imagine how thelr signatures had
ROL Gon paper.”

The War with France,

The oventr leading up 1o the war with !
France, and particularly the manner In |
which Nismarck mutilated a dlepateh which
precipitated hostilitles, is best told by o
blographer In the master's own words:

“When the uproar broke loode in Paris
concerning the candidacy of Prince Leopold
of Hohenzolletn for the Spanish throne, the
king was In Ems and 1 was in Varzin. The
French bebaved as recklessly as possible,
For us the slituntion was extremely favora-
ble. We were, in fact, the injured party.
and, as the neceeslty of a final settlement
with France had long been apparent to us
all, the moment seemed 1o have come to
flrike out. Therefore | left Varzin for Ber-
Iih to discuss the fwportant questions of the
bour with Moltke and Roon. On the way
1 received this dispateh:

" "Prince Anton of Hohenrollern has, for
the sake of peace, withdrawn the eandidacy
of his son, Leopold, Everything is now all
right.’

"I was dumbfounded by thig dispateh, and
I Kept asking myself: When will we have
another opportunity as* favornble as this?
Ih & dispateh to Ems | communicated to his
majesty my resignation as minister pres-
ident and federal chancellor. In reply 1 re-
ceived a dispatch to the effect that 1 should
come to Ema. I had already got a clear
vlew of the situation and 1 sald to mysell:
It 1 go to Ems the whole gatne will be up;
at best, wo will come 1o a rotten comprom-
Ise, and the only honorable aud adequate’
solution will be impossible. 1 muat do all
In my power to bring his majesty to Berlin,
where bhe can feel the pulse of the German
people better than in Ems; that I leave Ber-
lin at this time I8 not to be thought of,

“"As good luck would have it, the Frénch
did meantime all poesible to push matters
to a crisia, They would have the king sign
n letter—in fact, would humble him. The
king, by telegraph, asked my advice, and I
anawered with a clear conseclence, ‘Signa-
ture la lmpossible.” On the evening of July
14 I had Invited Moltke and Roon to dine
with me, and we discussed at table all the
possibilities of the sltuation. We all hoped
thnt France's foolish behavlor in making the
unprecedented request for his signature to
the letter would not be allowed to pass.
As we weres speaking on this polnt a de-
patch from Ems came. It began with the
words:

" *After the news of the deolination of the
hereditary prince of Hohenzollern had been
communieated ofMelally by the royal Spanish
government to the imperial French govern-
ment, the Frenth envoy at Ems made the de-
mand upon his majesty for authority to tele-
graph to Parls that his majesty the King
pledges himself for all the future never
agnin to glve his consent In case the Hohen-
zollern should return to bis eandidacy.'

“Then came a long explanation. The sub-
atance of it was that the king directed at-
tention to what he had already told Bene-
dettl, Count Benedettl accepted this an-
swer thankfully and stated that he would
communicate it to his government. Mean-
time Benedettl requested another meeting
with his majesty, if only ngaln to verify
orally the statements which his majesty
had made to him on the promepnade. Then
the dispateh proceeded:

“‘Hia majesty deelined to recelve the
French envoy again, and had him Informed
through an adjutant that his majesty had
nothing more to communicate to him.'

“When I had read this despatch Roon and
Moltke let fall knife and fork and pushed
back from {he table, There was a long
pauee, All of us were deeply discouraged.
We had the feellng that the whole affalr
would come to nothing. Then [ asked
Moltke:

**'1s our army really so eapable that we
can begin war with the greatest probabllity
of success?

**Moltke was as firm as a rock in his confi-
dence in the army. ‘We have never had a
better instrument,’ he sald, 'than at thia
moment." Roon confirmed the exactness of
Moltke's statement,

“'Then go on with your dinner,' 1 replied.

Mutilnting the Dispatch,

"I sat down at a little marble-top table,
near the dining table, read the dispatch
carefully through and then took my pencil
and struck out all the Intermediate part
about Benedett!'s request for a further au-
dlence, ete, 1 left onlf the head and tail.
Now the dispatch was something different,
and in this new edition I resd it to Moltke
and Roon. Both cried out;

* ‘Splendid! That must do the business.’

“We went on eating with improved appe-
tite, I at once gave orders for the tele-
graphing the dispatch to all newspapers
and forelgn misslons and we were stlll to-
gether when we learned of the effect which
the Aispateh had had In Parls. It had fallon
llke & bomb. While In fact an (nsulting
proposal had been made o our king, the
dlspateh worked upon the French people
exactly as If thelr chief representative had
heen rudely repelled by our kiog. The
whele Boulevard gang was of the opinlon
that this could nol be endured. The ory,
'On to Berlin!” was ralsed by the yelling
mob. The proper temper was there,

“And In Germany the effect was the same
as in France. The king, at my pressing
request, terminated his visit in Ems and
came to Bérlin, dumfounded everywherse
by the great enthusiasm shown by the peo-
ple. The Indescribnble demonstration that
he recelved In Berlln touched the old gen-
tleman to his heart's core. His eyes were
wet with tears. He realized then that it
was a natlonal war, a people's war, which
the people desired, which the people needed.

“Already, before his arrival in Berlin, we
had recelved the king's consent to the mobil-
Izatlon of part of the army. As the crown
prince stepped from the royal train he spoke
purpasely In & very loud tone of the ap-
proaching mobilization, and then the cheer-
Ing broke loose again. By the time we had
reached the castle the kKing was all ready to
command the mobilization of the whole
army. What followed everybody knowas.
But the polnt I have been making 18 the
one concerning which Gramont in his me-
molrs expresses unaffected astonlshment.
He could not understand how, after affairs
had taken such a pacific turn, the warlike
spirit all at once got the upper hand, ‘Une
apparition sinistre survint. Tout 4'un coup
tout est change. Qu° etait-il arrlve? Mon-
sleur de Blsmarck a Berlin.' That Is about
the language of Gramont, as 1 remember it,
At all events 1 was the sinlstre apparition.”

Domestie Fidellty.

o« of the most admirable traits of Bis-
marck wos his devollon to bis wile, Jo-
banna Yon Puttkamer. Her parents ob-
Jected to her union with such a wild young
fellow of no apparent future, but Bismarck
went before the family circle, folded the
girl in his arms, and with his eyes on Herr
von Puttkamer, sternly spoke the words
“What God has brought together let no man
put asunder.” To the end he loved his wife
with such earpestoess, devollon, and abso-
Jute fAdelity as have few parallels In the
lives of great men, Directly after S8edan he
wrote her generous detalls of the battle and
fta results, addressing her ns “'My dearest
heart,” and closing with “Good-by, darling,
Kiss the chil=ren for me."

Bpeaking of the princess he sometimes
would say, “And you have no idea what this
lady has made of me.'

Beveral pleasing anecdotes |llustrative of
his wit are related by a friend, After the
new order of things came about (g the
consolldation of the empire , a delogation
frem somse of the provinces visited the ecap-
ftal to recite their tale of wog to Blsmarck.
He walted patiently until they had finlshed,
and then replied, "Well, well, gontlemen!
You complain of universsl military service,
and the severity of taxation. Dou you ex-
pect to become Prussiaps for nothing?"

A Roynl Salute.

After the famous Germnn victories in the
war of 1868, when Bismarck was the hero
of the hour, his real greatness of character
wad finely {Hustrated. Thousands of people
crowded to the palace of the king and
cheered cenwelessly. At 2 o'clock In the
afternoon, when Biamarck started from the
pualace to the estreet, he was almost overs
whelmed by the public enthusiasm. He felt
humble, and was not disposed to take undue
credit to himeelf, but Joined in the general
rejolcing an though he were mercly a private
citizen with the good of his country at heart,
and not the mighty statesman  at the
thotght of whom European thrones irem-
bled scarcely lese than when Bonaparte him-
pelt wan albroad In the world, Afler he
reached his hotel on this occasion the crowd
surged beneath his window, and called atoud
for him to say o word to them. “He re-
sponded in a thrilling speech, concluding
with a salute to the king and the army.
Just then n vivid flash of lightning appeared
In the sky and the deep-toned thunder
shook the earth llke the sound of a can-
non. “The hkeavens fire a salute!™ cried
Bigmarck, as he withdrew from the gaze of
the multitude.

Bismarck ceme to be called “The Iron
Chancellor” from a sentence be used (n a
speech on the consolidation of the empira
—"“The unity of Germany can only be ef-
fected by blend and fron!" In this con-
nection an Interesting fact is related about
him. He wore an Iron ring on one of his
fingers, wearing the word ‘'Nitschewo,"
which means “never mind!" He was Pruas-
slan ambassador to Russian in 1862, and
with other foreign ofcianls went out on a
hunt near St. Petersburg. He arrived a
doy ahend, and thought he would take a
ramble about the country. He missed his
way, and finally had to stop at a little vil-
lage to find a sledge to taka him back to
the place of meeting,. He was Ifritated at
the slowness of the horses, and sald 1o the
driver: “Hurry up! You'll never get there."
The driver merely anawered, “Nitschewo!"
“Why don't you make speed?’ sald Big-
marck more angrily, when (he horees stlll
did not travel to suit him, “Nitschewo!"
called the driver mischievously, as he
whipped them, and made them start off at
such a rate that Bismarck ecried, “There
you go to the other extreme!" “Nitschewo!"
responded the Russian, and suddenly they
were rolling in the gnow. Bismarck sprang
up, and, taking a plece of iron red from
the sledge. raised It as if to strike tho
driver. “Nitschewo!" replied the Russian
unflinchingly, Bismarck was so0 Impressd
with the philosophy of the peasant that he
bore away the rod ns a souvenir of the In-
cident, had a ring made from it with the
Russlan's reply upon it, and considered as
his life's maxim ever afterward that one
wise eaying, “'Never mind!"

Suppressing Bores,

In his position as chancellor of Germany
his time was precious, and he necesearily
was obliged to be chilly toward people who
would not notlee that there were others
anxious to see him as well as they. He had
an amusing way of ridding himself of such
visitors. Although physically he was a per-
fect athlete, he would have an attendant
elationed at the door, and when the ecaller
had consumed his allotted time the at-
tendant would enter serfously and say:
“Your excellency, the countess 8AYS You
must come and take your medleine.” *"Ex-
cuse me, my dear sir,"” the chancellor would
then say to the interminable talker, and
leave the room. This trick once led to a
Isughable mistake. The British ambassador
was a particular friend of the chancellor,
and after a leave of absence In England re-
turned to pay his respects. He was ushered
In, and Bismarck was 8o averjoved to sen
him that the usual quarter of an hour al-
lowed for Interview quickly passed. Sud-
denly the attendant entered, and in his sol-

emn way sald:  “Your excellency, the
countess  savs It s time to take your
medicine.” Bismarck looked at him a see-

ond, and then burst Into a hearty laugh,
and an explanation followed. When the
medicine trick was reported abroad, he had
recourse to another strategem—a cuckoo
clock. One who watched its operation sald
of it: “'The clock every quarter of an hour
reminds those whom Blsmarck recelves, in
an appeallng and unmistakable way, that
they are not to forget that they wre in the
presence of a man whose preclous téme be-
longs to his king and country. With some
this warning I8 unnecessary, but in other
cases It 18 very useful, and should any one
negleet its appeals the possessor of the
cuckoo clock i8 quite the man to support
those appenls in the polltest 'fashion."

One of the most amusing Instances on
rétord of Blsmarck's impatience with windy
politiclans Is related by a recent writer who
ktiew him intlmately all his life, beéing a fol-
low student of the Iron Chancellor, An Ko~
tistlc gabbler, who dld not know Bismarck,
was one day alrlng his views before the
statesman. Biamarck did not notice him for
quite awhile and this so irritated tha poli-
tclan that he addressed several dlsreapect-
ful remarks (o the chancellor. Blamarck
walked toward him with flerce eves, aud he
stumbled backward excitedly. The fellow
was called Nelke, which is the German word
for carnatlon flower. “Look out, Merp
Nelke," or I'll snateh you from your ktem!’
exclalmed Blsmarck with mock sternncss.
It squelched the fellow and greatly amused
the people watching them.

There were times when, elther by word or
Inference, Blamarck let the old emperor
know hls place. When he sent nls resig-
nation to his soverelgn years ngo the ven-
erable man sent it back with one word
scratehed across the paper—*Nimmer."

Later they talked the matier over and the
emperor sald: I am a much oldeér man
than you and I do not think of yielding to
the years,' 5

“"That is ever so, sire; the rider always
holds out longer than the horse.

He knpew, and everybody knew, who car-
rled the emplre.
