PLANS FOR THE SHAM BATTLE

Indians and Imitntion Indians Will
Engoge In Mimie Warfare,
One of the big events earded for the week

will be the feature for Wednesday, with a
repetition of the festivities on Thursday. It
Is expected that not less than 2,000 Red Men
will be In attendance, with a posseibility of
the pumber belng doubled, Most of the
members of the order will be decorated out
in war toggery and will present a striking
appearance.

Some people have confounded the Red Men
with the Indlans who are looked after by

painfully emaciated appearance of the Sun-
day crowd. The parade occurred Friday at
the hour when the Board of Directors would |
otherwise have met. Consequently there
was no meeting of the board and in the ab-
sence of legislation to the contrary the |
Bunday admission was 50 cents, Hence the
general unacimity with which the local peo-
ple stayed nt home,

The return to the full rate and the sharp
shower that fell early in the afternoon |
confined the attendance largely to out-of-
town people who wanted to =ee the
hibits and were comsequently willing
pay as mwuch as on & week day,
eoough of them to make a showing on the
ground, but the purely local attendance
was the lightest there has been on any
EBunday since the exposition opened. A
Jirge number of cxcursionists who were
on the grounds Friday and Saturday re-
malued for a final inspection of the show
and they had it practically to themselves.
The evening brought some additional ar-
rivale, but at oo time did the vrowd rom-
pare with the attendance of the preced-
Ing Sundays, when the 25-cent rate brought
out the Omaha workingmap with his fam-
ily.

The change In the character of the crowd
Wwas apparent In the entlrely different man-
ner in which it pur in the day. On pre-
wvlous Sundays It was largely composed of
local wvisitors, who went with thelr fam-
ilies to spend o quiet day on the grounds.
They loafed In the shaded corners. lis-
tened to the musle and seemed disposed to
Eet o complete rest out of their holiday.
Yesterday the grounds were tenanted by
people who came to be amused €ather than
rested, The crowd was contipually on the
EO. There was A perpetusl procession
through the exhibit bulldiogs and the Mid-
way and lttle of the qulet relaxation that
bas heen the moést prominent feature of
previous Sundays. Even the band concerts
commanded the attention of only a small
proportlon of the visitors and the pretty
retreats under the colopnades and #n the
Blufl tract were practically deserted.

While the crowd was more restless than
Bsual it was by no menns disorderly, The
game stringent regulations that have been
enforced every Sunday were still observed
and any one who came to the grounds to
fudulge in any relaxation unbecoming to the
@ay was disappointed. The general good
order was a subject of much favorahle com-
ment from visitors who were spending thetr
first Sunday at the exposition and they ad-
mitted thelr conviction that the Sabbath
could be as well observed at the exposi-
tion as at home.

New Lifebont Arriven,

Y The liteboat, with which the exhibitions
of the United States Life Saving service are
1o be given, arrived yesterday and the first
exhibition will be given on Thursday aft-
’rr.oun. It will require a day or two to
¢lean up the craft and get it ready for
use and then the exhibitions will be a per-
mancot datly feature of the exposition. The
new boat s exactly similar to the large
boat first seecelved, except In size, and [t
ean be easliy handled by the eight men who
compose Captain Knowles' crew, With this
added to the equipment that was alreadv
on the grounds the crew will be able to
give a realistie Hlustration of every feature
of work of the service,

The program for this week Ineludes a
pumber of features of scarcely less Interest
than those that just transpired. Monday ls
an off day, but the special musical attrac-
tlon in the evening will prevent it from be-
fng entirely featureless.

Tuesday Is dedicated to the Town Knights
of Pythias, who will celebrate It informally,
but enjoyably. A low rallroad rate has been
secured especially for their benefit and the
reporta received by the local committee In-
dicate n large nttendance from all the Towa
divisions, The principal feature of the day
will be a parade of the Knlghts at 2 o'clock,
headed oy Phinney's band, and at 2:30 the
band will give a concert at the lowa bulld-
ing. composed of seclections especially ap-
propriate to the occanlon.

The Red Men will be the guests of
Wednesday and Thursday and on Wednes-
day they will participate In one of the
most elaborate celebrations yet given on
the grounds. They will march to the
grounds In the forenoon, after parading
through the pripeipal down town streels,
and at 11 o'clock they will Indulge I a ses-
flon of musle and oratory at the Audito-
rium. At 630 they will glve a big sham
battle and the concert and fireworks will
oecupy the evening.

Thursdey the exposition
will furnieh entertainment. It will consist
of the Hrst exhibitien of the life saving
pervice, a big spectaculur parade which will
fncluide all the Indigns and the Midway
feutures und a brilllany fAreworks display io
the eveslng.

CAVALRY ALSO GO

FIRST REGULAR

Woran Out by Thelr Hardahips the
Men Are Giad e Get Awnay
from the Scene of Thelr

SANTIAGO DE CUBA, Aug. 1.—The first
Regular cavalry and the First Voluntieer
cavalry, "Rough Riders,” salled today om
the transports Miami and Matteawan. Of
the Rough Riders the following remain here
sick:

The Rough Riders came to town by rail
from their camp at 1 o'clock this afterncon.
Al the station they fell into line, each com-
pany being preceded by a red and white
batner bearing the number of the regiment
and the company letter. Colonel Roose-
velt rode at the head of the regiment ps
it marched down the Alemeda, skirting the
water front, to the dock where the Miami
was moored.

They are all warm members and will
maké things hum on the exposition grounds,
They will come from Tennessee, Nebraeka,
Inwa, with some delegations from Missour|
and Minnesotn. They wiil hold an annual
loige meeting and after hurrying through

The Red Men have declded to have a sham
| battle Wednesday afterncon and another on
| Thursday. They will be armed with guns
|and revolvers which will be loaded with
| blank ecartridges. The battles will take
| place on the North tract within the en-
|cluaurc octcupled by the Indians. The latest
| scheme is to have the 500 Indians take part
and give the whites an example of what
| the children of mountain, forest and plain
can do when it comes to A contest where
|powder plays an Important part. The
| grounds of the Indian encampment are ad-
| mirably ndapted for these battles, having
high grass, level plain and woodland. If
| the plans for battling with the Indians are
| eompleted, which se¢ms probable at this
|time. the savages will form on the west end
of the tract in the brush and timber, where
they will have every opportunity to skulk
| behind trees and hills, thus carrving on a
running fight. The whites will form ou the
(level land west of the Dalry building and
! will charge down upon the Indians, who me-
| cording to program will put up one of the
prettiest fighig ever szeen. They will re-
pulse the whites and will take & number of
| prisoners, who will be prepared for torture
| at the stake. While these preparations are
igﬂlf!g on the Indians will execute some of
| their war dances. Just as they are about
| to apply the mateh to the fagots piled high
around the white prisoners the Red Men,
reinforced, will swoop dewn upon the In-
dians, drive them from thelr position, re-
lease the men at the stakes and carry them
| away. However, during this time, the In-
| dians, who are mounted and on foot, will

carry on a bushwhacking warfare, shooting

,from behind trees, bushes and the little
| hummocks which are scattered over the
grounds.

Having released thelr comrades the whites
will march back to thelr stronghold st the
east end of the grounds, oaly to be again at-
tacked by the Indians, who will push the

| battle for a time, only to be routed in the
| final struggle.

In order to make the battle more realistie
some §.000 rounds of blank cartridges have
been ordered, which will be divided between
the Indians and the Red Men. Courlers

| have baen sent to the Omaha and Winnebago
agency to secure ponies and horses, and at
least 150 will ba brought down. With this
| additional number of horses the Indians will
; be able to mount 300 of thelr hraves, leaving
about 125 to fight on foot. Most of the Red
Men will be on foot, though it is expected
that they will have one company of cavalry
in the fleld.

Two Regliments of United States Vol
unieers C(apture the Spanish
Stronghold Guaysmn.

GUAYAMA, Porto Rico, Aug. 7.—(New
York World Cablegram—Special Telegram.)
—General Hains, with the Fourth Ohio and
the Third Llinols, started from Arroyo oo
Friday for the Spanish stropghold of
Guayama. The Fourth Ohio was placed (o
the lead and when only three miles from
Arroyo its skirmish lines were attacked by
llhe Spaniards from ambush. There was a
| bot running fight from this time on untid
|the American troops reached and captured
| Guayama, which Is about six miles from
| Arroyo.

The Spaniards were repeatedly driven
| from cover and scattered in every direction,
but having the advantage of famillarity with
|evéry nook and eranny of territory, they
were enabled to elude pursult and to gather
in ambush again further along the way.

The dynamite battery of the Ohlo regi-
ment was especially effective in routing the
encmy, and its work saved many American
lves. BSpaln's deadly sharpshooters were
paralylzed by the exploaslon of s terrihle
shells.

The American troops were welcomed joy-
ously by the people of CGuayama. The
stars and strpea had scarcely been raised
when the Spapiards, who had gathered in
force, made & savage attempt to recapture
the town. The battle lasted two lours.
during which the dynamite buttery was
again called into play effectively. The en-
emy was finally driven back, scatlered and
pursued for some distance.

Both regiments of United States troops
showed splendid nerve. There was po
flinching during the long running fight or
when the Spaniards made thelr desperate
attempt to regain Guayama.

PARIS, Aug. 7—Ex-Empress Eugenie is
reported serlounly (L |

Bugenie, ex-empress of the French, and
widow of Louils Napoleom, i the daughter
of Dona Maria Kirkpatrick of Closeburn,
Dumfriesshire, Countess Dowager d¢ Mon-
tijos. whose fatheér was H"mllsh consul at
Malagn at the period of ber marriage with
the Count de Montijos, an officer In the
Spanish army. On the death of Count de
Montijos his widow was left with a for-
tune adequate to the mainteoance of the
position of herself and twé daughters, one
of whom married the duke of Alba and
Berwick,

For Eugenle, the Countess Teba, a higher
destiny was reserved. In 1851, accompanted
by her mother, she pald a long visit to
Paris, where, at the various entertainments
given at the Tuilleries she was distin-
gulshed by the dignity and @ soce of her
demeanor and by greal persoihal beauty, of
the aristocratic English tather than the
Spanish sivle, Her mental gifts were not
lese attractive,

Shortly after the opposition of the higher
northern powers had put an ead to the idea
of & unlon between Emperor Napoleon 111
and the Princess Carola Wasa of Sweden
'he apprised the council of ministers of his
intended marrlage with the daughter of the
Countess de Montijos, a meéasure which ex-
cited some dlmapproval among them and
even led to their temporary withdrawal
from office. During the short time that {n-
tervened between the public announcement

The Emperor Napoleon ITI died at Chlsel-
hurst January 9, 1872, apd in 1870 the prince
imperial, who bad accompamied the English
army in the Zulu war. was killed.

anniversary of her son's death, the empress
went to Zululand to visit the tatal spot. In

CONSIDER  THE NEXT STEP
Government Oﬁnida_—l‘nws for the Issnes
of the War.

END OF THE NEGOTIATIONS IS REACHED

Brigadier General DaMeld of Volan-
teers Notlfles War Department of
OfMicers at Santinge Who
Have Been Ordered Home,

WASHINGTON, Aug. 7.—Although as yet
without official confirmation of the report
| from Paris that the Spanish government has
|decided to accept the terms lald down by
| the United States as essential to the nego-

| tiation of a treaty of peace the officials here |

are proceeding under the conviction that
the end has come and are giving attention
to the steps to be taken next,

In view of the delay in coming to this
conclusion the idea was beginning to pre-
{ ¥ail that the Spanish government was about
|to enter A plea in abatement, and that the
|answer would agaln be Inconclusive. In
this case the president was disposed to deal
'firmly with the Issue; to give notice that
our proposals were withdrawn and te let it
' be understood that when Spaln agaln sued
|tor peace the conditions would be more
| severe than those first lald down. If the
Spanish answer should embody an effort to
!mure any material change in the coodi-
tions it will meet with prompt rejection.

Some reference has been made in the dis-
patches of Britlsh newspapers to a desire on
the part of the Spanieh government to In-
clude in the preliminary agreement a clause
exempting it from Hability for the Cuban
debt. The formal statement of points of
the United States note given out from the
White House made no reference to this sub-

{Ject and it cannot be Known yet whether or
not the full text shows anything more. But
|presuming that no refersnce whatever 1s

|made to the Cuban debt [t ix possible the
|subject may be regarded as one that should
be treated by the peace commissioners who
jare 1o meet later to frame the treaty which,
of course, will embody many detalls that
are left untouched in the main proposition,
|though cabinet officers have authorized the
statement that po part of the Cuban or
| Porto Rican debts would he assumed by
the United States,

Prolinbly a Lengthy Answer.

Based upon the Associated Press reports
of the progreas being made at Madrid
toward confirming the answer of Spaln It
| was calculated by the department officiale

that the formal note could not be deliversd |

| to the president before tomorrow and that
| was also the bellef of the French ambas-
(sadoer, From the length of time consumod
In its preparation the note was believed to
| be long, thus entailing the consumption of
| much time in forwarding it first to Parls,
| reducing ft to cipher there, transmitting it
over the cable and then retranslating it
at the French embassy. In the case of the
last note the attaches of the embassy worked
| wearly all nlgbs to prepare their communi-
{catlon to the Spanish government, though
jthe conference with the presldent closed be-
fore 5 o'clock In the afternoon, with the
ambaspador in possessfon of the United
States note.

| Bhould the Spanish answer be an uncon-
| ditional acceptance of our terms some nego-
, tiation may be necessary to agree upon the
steps to be taken to give effect to the agree-
|meént. So far as can be learned it has not
|yet been determined how this shall be
| done. . There are two ways open. The first
Iis s military capitulation by the captain
| Benerals of Cuba and Porto Rico, which will
immediately place the American military or
|paval commanders in technlcal oeccupation
of the islands and epable them to earry out
| io their own way and in their own time
the e¢mbarkation of the Spanish armies in
the islands.

FPreliminary Detatla,

The question as to whether they shall be
permitted to carry off their arms is not
now as material as it was in the case of
the surrender of General Toral's forces at
Santjago, where, occurring in the midst of

@ campalgn, there was a necessity for se- |

{euriog the moral effect of compelllug the
Spanish soldlers to lay down their arms.
Epain having succumbed it might be urged
that the United States might grant a con-
cession on this point to Spanlsh pride with-
out fear of having the action attributed to
, fear of the consequence of a refusal. This
would not apply, bowerver, to the volunteers
who might elect to remain in Cuba, as it
| would not be prudent to allow so large a
body of men to carry arms without restraint
in the days of reconstruction, when del-
1icn!e and difficult matters of internal policy
are to be settled and new methods applied to
lthe government of the (slands.

| The second method by which the prelim-
'!nnry peace mgrecment might be formally
| effected would be by a protocel, to be signed
by & representative of the president, prob-
ably Secretary Day in this caze, gnd by M.
Cambon In bebalf of the Spanish govern-
ment.

It was by just such an agreementl as
this, known as the Cushing protocol, that
war with Spaln was averted as a result of
the Virginius affair. Thls course haviog
the weight of precedent may be adopted in
this case. It |s probable that in the Phil-
Ippines the grentest difMculty will be met
in putting the agreement Into effect, on
acount of the attitude of the |nsurgents,
but General Merritt is now gaining In
dtrength daily and probably will be in a
position to meel any emergency.

To Carry Out Reconstruction Polley,

General Wade's relaforcements for Gen-
eral Miles ure golng forward regardiess of
the progress of peace pegotlations. The
agreoment 1o negotiate 4 treaty of peace does
oot necessarily carry with It a cessation
of hostilitlea. In the cuse of the Mexican
wir it was a4 month after the peace nego-
tiatlons began before hostilities were de-
clared to be closed, and It ft is desirable
these relulorcements may be Intercepted and
returned W the United Swates after they
eail. The present plans of Secretary Alger
all contemplate that they shall leave the
United States, especlally as It s felt that
with the practical field cxperience they will
acguire in Porto Rico under favorable cli-
matic conditions, they will make good ma-
terial to use both there and Ip Cuba In
carrying out the government's recopstruc-
tign policy

Becreaary Alger {8 apprebensive that the
small wharfage resources of Eantlago will
seriously retard the execution of the depart-
ment's orders for the speedy return 1o the
Uniled States of Shafter's army corps.
