In a couple of min-
utes the boom of the gun was heard and the
finall lines was hurled directly over the
yard and cloee o the mast, where it wis
grasped by the sallor. He drew It in hand
ovar hand, haullug up a heavier rope which
carried a whip and tackle. This was bhent
to the mast and with Its =asslstance the
crew on shore rapldly ran out the big haw-
Bor, which was In turn attached to the mast
about two feet above the whip. On this
last line the breeches
the sailor was quickly rescued from a posi-
tinn that would have been perilous had it
been In a storm-lushed sea instead of on the
qulet water of the lagoon.

The rescue wine vigorously cheered by the
crowd but the next feature of the drill wns
even more intercsting.

In the absence of a barrel one
of the surfmen lsid flat on the pavement
while the unconscious mariner was rolled
over him to let the wiater exude from his
